Tribune Regarding the
Knox Case.

PROBATION OFFICER
HARK HAS RESIGNED

This Result of Disgraceful
Scene Enacted in Judge

Brown's Court.

"I acknowledge I made a mistake.
What I should have done was to have
held the examination of the girl (Emily
Knox) in my private chambers. I shall
hold all such in chambers hereafter."
Judge "Willis Brown of the Juvenile
court to The Tribune.

As u result of the disgraceful scene
enacted In Judge Willis Brown'r, Ju-

venile court Thursday afternoon E. M.

Clark, probation officer, resigned last
nlghL llr. Clark Is the young man.
who, It is alleged, counseled Dr. Bcatty
to make an examination of tho young
girl child, Dr. Beatty calls her while
he and Police Officer Stains forcibly
held her down. This Is a phase of the
case- which did not develop until Fri-
day.

Amenable to Kindness.
As stated In The Tribune Friday

morning-- , Miss Knox submitted to an
examination at the hands of Dr. Beat-
ty. In fact, so anxious was she to have
her chastity established that she con-

sented eagerly. What Judge Brown
was unable to accomplish with all the
machinery of his court was accom-
plished by Mrs. Young, woman proba-
tion officer, In five minutes. Mrs.
Young ran her arms around the child
and with a few motherly words soon
gained her confidence, even after tho
humiliating experience of being- hauled
through the streets by two officers.

Felt Disgraco of Jail.
It was this that the child had been so

wrought up at the unusual proceedings
that she was In no fit condition physi-
cally to undergo an examination; fur-
thermore, she Is a neat little body and
felt the disgrace of haviiiK been con-
fined In a jail so keenly that she in-

sisted on clean linen before submitting.
An ablution and proper habilamenta
and she met the ordeal gladly. And bo
It said to her glory and credit and that
of tho convict who befriended her so
queerly. Judge Brown, himself, stated
openly Frlduy afternoon that she was
what ahe claimed to be, uncontami-nate- d.

Only a Child, Says Physician.
After tho examination, the child, for

that is ull she Is, according to Dr.
Beatty, she was taken home by Mrs.
Young, who loft her in the house while
she made a short vlnlt. The child
proved tractable and wanted to show
her appreciation by wiping- the dishes
for her hostess. Friday morning, how-- j

ever, a strange thing happened. Judge
Brown, according- to Mrs. Young, or-
dered her to release the girl. Mrs.
Young- says she let her go with the un-
derstanding that she was to return,
to her Murray home. The girl did
promise this, but Mrs. Young- says she
vowed she would not remain with her
family; it was unpleasant, and she
should come back to the city and look
for work. '

Had Scared Her Enough.
Mrs. Young stated further that Mrs.

Knox had told the Judge that "he had
scared her enough and to let her go
now." Mrs, Knox, on the other hand,
denied this to Tho Tribune aid was
anxiously looking- for tho child all day.
Several times she was In the Probation
court. All tho time her Inquiry was
for the daughter.

Emily Disappears.
Up to a late hour she had not re-

turned to her home, nor to tho place
where she was found and arrested.
During- the day she had called at 69

West Third South and taken away a
few paltry belongings. To the land-
lady she said she would bo back homo,
but would not remain. It Is believed
by those who have studied children
that she promised in good faith, but
the thought of the humiliation in meet-
ing her former associates was too
much for her moral courage, and she
sought shelter elsewhere. It is not
known that she had a friend In the
city.

Judge Brown Enjoys Banquet.
As Judge Brown was enjoying a ban-

quet at the Y. M. C. A., it was impos-
sible to ask him why he had ordered
the girl to bo turned loose so uncere-
moniously and against the expressed
wish of her mother. He, no doubt, has
as good an excuse for this act as for
many others. But there are somo who
think it a rather peculiar way to kick
an unpleasant case out of court. When
the attention of a well-know- n physi-
cian, who has taken much Interest in
Juvenile court work, was called to this
act. he exclaimed that It was Inexplic-
able on any other ground than that
the officers must have lost their heads.

"They should have known," he said,
"that the girl would not go back; she
was too higlr strung-- sensitive and ner-
vous to undergo the ordeal of a return
and the look orf askance. She should
have been kept under the closet sur-
veillance for several days, until the

biting shame of her experience had
worn off." But the leading question
now Is. Where is Emily Knox? and,
Why did Judge Brown abandon her
after the humiliating experiences of
the day before?

Dr. Beatty Talks.
Regarding- the part which Dr. Beat-

ty took In the examination of the girl,
there Is this to say, and Dr. Beatty
himself says It:

"The was brought to my office
with the representation tnat an exami-
nation was desired by herself for the
purpose of establishing her Innocence
of charges which had been made
against her. I soon discovered, how-
ever, that she would not consent to any
examination, and In spite of the writ-
ten request of her mother I refused to
do so. Under no circumstances would
I make an examination of the sort
without the full consent of the indi-
vidual herself. The girl was removed
from my ofllce and that was the last
I heard of the case until later In tho
evening-- , when I was called to the
Deaconncss homo, being Informed by
the matron that the girl had changed
her mind, and I thereupon complied
with her request, and for obvious rea-
sons am unable to state for publication
the result "

And In this connection Judge Brown
stated to The Tribune that the exami-
nation places the young girl above sus-
picion.

Would Use Brute Porce.
Now for another phase of that ex-

amination. It is stated on good au-
thority that so anxious was Probation
Officer E. M- - Clark to have the child
examined that he suggested to Dr.
Beatty that he (Clark) and the police
officer would hold her down while- Dr.
Beatty mado thu examination. When
Clark was taxed with this he side-
stepped the answer, and stated that he
had resigned, the resignation to take
effect last evening. He Is tho young
man very young man who In hls.zeal
to see the girl hauled through the
streets to Dr. Beatty's ofllce, grabbed
her hand and Jerked It so forcibly from
the door of the main entrance that It
throw him to the stone steps.

Emily Struck No One.
Subsequently, he stated that the girl

had "hauled otf and given him a hard
clip." To this Mrs. Young herself re-

torted that for "once he had got what
was coming to him." This would bo
good If it were true. But Clark ro-

manced when he said the girl struck
him. She positvely did not Neither
did she attempt to strike him, She re-

sisted and screamed for her mother to
help hor. Some have said she usod
vile language. This again Is absolutely
untrue. Sho was wild with anger, but
many in the crowd remarked that "for
an incorrigible she was certainly frco
from bad language."

Judge Brown's Mistake.
Now, as to Judge Brown, He con-

ceded that he mado a mlntake: that
he should have hold tho examination
In chambers, and would do so hereaf-
ter in such cases. As to the article
printed in Tho Tribune, ho claimed It
misrepresented him. Of course, he said,
he had used tho language attributed to
him in tho examination of tho child,
but that that was the method adopted
by all the Juvenile Judges, and he
would continue to use it. The girl, he
maintained, understood what he meant
and was simply a finished little ac-
tress, simulating Indignation and Ig-

norance only to protect tho man In tho
city jail. He threw the blame on the
girl herself, for "how could he know
she was going to defy tho court and
make all that hullaballoo." He had
had no conversation with the mother,
but had understood that she wanted
him to frighten the girl so sho would
go home. That was his mothod of
frightening her. L.ater, he blamed the
mother for the trouble, claiming sh
had not brought the girl up properly.

Mother Wanted No Examination.
In this connection, it Is well to state

that though Judge Brown said in plain
terms that Mrs. Knox had asked him
to have the girl examined, she denied
it hi toto. She says sho did not know
what Was to be doner had sho known
she would never have consented. As a
matter of fact, she said, she wanted
the Judge to have a little talk with her
daughter: tell her she must obey, cease
being naughty and go home with her
mother. "Judge Brown's first question
simply was a slap In the face of my
daughter, who had never been talked
to In such a manner before, and It
shocked me also. I never asked him
to have her examined, and I was so
rushed onward by the quick action of:

events that I did not know what was
taking place. Upon the urging of thlB
young man (Mr. Clark) I did ask Dr.
Bcatty to examine Emily in his office,
but not before. Dr. Beatty would not
do so; he was kind and said ho would
protect hor."

Hides Behind Technicality.
Judge Brown explains what he

meant when he said he did not order
the police officer to tako Miss Knox to
the physician for examination. He
sidesteps on a technicality. "We never
make orders In such matters. The rec-
ords do not show such an order in her
case." It was pointed out that he gave
tho order nevertheless by word 6f
mouth. Furthermore, Officer Stains says
he got his order from Judge Brown.

An to the girl being hauled out of the
courtroom ho nssorts that sho went will-
ingly to tho door of tho courtroom. There,
he sayB, the ofllcer took hold of her sleeve
and she pulled back. As a matter of fact,
the girl refused to budge a step and was
literally lifted oft her feet and forced
along.

Such Examinations Common.
It developed Friday that several times

a week young girls, olthor innocent or
guilty, are subjected to the nauseating
examination which threw Emily Knox
Into hysterics. Authority for this Is Mrs.
Young, who says Judgo Brown always
opens up his examinations with the bald
and brutal line of examination used In
the Knox case. Judge Brown suld eo, too.
"Why," he said, "all the Judges do this;
Judgo Llndsey does; all tho Judgcs'do."
Unfortunately for Brown. In this caso
tlie girl refused to stand for It and made
a scene which brought tho court into the
lime light of publicity. But Judge Brown
is unwavering In his determination to
continue this style of examination; he
Bays girls must submit to personal exami-
nations when tholr parents dcslro It.
An order will be promulgated holding
these Incorrigibility examinations In pri-
vate hereafter.

Mother Relents.
As to tho man Tryen, Judge Brown ac-

cused Mrs Knox of having tried to use
his court to got evidence to use In his
conviction. As a "matter of fact, an at-
tempt was made Friday afternoon to

tho mother to swear to o. complaint
against Tryen, but for some reason sho
refused to do so. It looked for a time as
though, in ordor to hold Tryen, It would
be necessary to have the officer who ar-
rested him swear to the complaint "on
information and belief." This probably
would have been the course taken had not
George 1j. Yeates. brother-in-la- of tho
mother, come to tho aid of the authori-
ties and signed the complaint charging
Tryen with having criminal relations wltn
Emily Knox.

The case will be heard today.
