Thestatutes should preserve variety, prptect
individuality and allow the companies to
have different features. ,

Favored Local Companies.
He then declared that Insurance was

obtained mostly by tho agent, and not on
the reputation of the companies. That
there was no such thing as tho beat In-

surance any more than there was a best
bank. What tho public wanted was good
banks and good Insurance, sound, sure
and solid. He favored local companies
that were strong as a stimulation to the
insurance business.

John C. Cutler, who was present, re-
sponded to a call- - for a speech. He ex-
pressed satisfaction over having hoard
the talk of Mr. Scovel and stated that he
had been connected with an Insuranco
company for a year and was just begin-
ning to recognize how little he knew
of tho business.
