Stesmers whie
arrived in  Vancouver today were
somewhat delayed by dense smoke and
passengers say that in the wvicinity of
the scene of the fire, massive clouds of
smoke entirely obliterate all view of
the flames,

Vladez island is covered with a mag-
nificent growth of first-class timber and
many loeal timber holders have their
claims there - Forest preservation on
the island has caused anxiety in loeal
business ecireles, which is all the more
heightened by the fnet that nothing
can bo done to stop it. Rain is badly
needed along the roast. ¥

destroved a large tract of timber. it
also hurned the bridges and destroved
the roads in the vicinity and the peo-
