THE HUMBUG SLANDER ORY.

With affected innocence and impudent
loer, tho Dcucrct News asks.

What effect does the dissemination of
slander about tho people of Utah havo
among the people of the United States
genernllv? Wo have always been in-

clined to tho opinion that It Is less In-

jurious than mfght bo Inferred from tho
noise made about It, and tho boust in-

dulged in by the
The impudence of an utterance of

that kind is only excelled by the hum-

bug of tho pretense implied in it. Who
has been disseminating slander about
tho people of Utah among the people
of the United States or among any
people? Who has been making any
noise about tho dissemination of this
slander? Who has been making any
boasts about tho effect of slandering
the people of Utah?

All that is the merest insolent clap-
trap. There is not the slightest foun-
dation for an' claim that tho people
of Utah have been slauderod, or, in
fact, that anything whatever has been
said against tho people of Utah by
anybody.

It is quite true that some unpleasant
truths have been told about the church
loaders, the lawless traitors, tho pledge-breaker-

tho filthy lechers who un-

dertake hero in defiance of God and
man to pose as hoy persons and as
men whoso lives are exemplars to their
followers and to their fellow citizens.
Nothing but the truth has been said,
however, about theso persons. There
has been nothing said against them
thnt is not clearly borno out by the
record; in fact, tho most of what is
said about them is quoted from their
own statements, and in largo 'degree
these quotations havo been from the
sworn testimony of the chief leader of
tho church himself. That testimony
was so appalling in its depravity, so
clear in its showing of the imposture
this leader practices, so filthy in its

Is it slander to 'tell tho truth? Is
it abuse of the people of Utah to show
that the chief church leader is n

impostor, a charlatan, a
lecherous What, is all
this clamor about slandering tho poo-pi-

anyway? Who has been slan-
dered? Who has done the slandering?
It is time to draw the line and see
where wo are at, as regards this master
of humbuggery and imposture, so that
the people can get some clear idea of
what is meant when statements and
denials arc made. The attempt to iden-

tify the people of Utah with tho chief
r, pledge-breake- r, and lasci-

vious law-defie- r, is tho real slander
upon them, and must necessarily be a
failure. The people of Utah arc break-

ing away in disgust from the leader-
ship of this unworthy chief. Hun-

dreds of the Mormon people, good
Saints, full believers in tho doctrines
of the church and in its mission to

arc coming to see with the
clearness of truth and honest vision
that the present leaders are not truo
leaders of the church; that tho fount
of revelation has failed; that the liv-

ing voice is no longer a living voice
to this people; that they arc lenderlcss
in fact, and where they arc blamed
that blame comes to them through the
vices and dishonor of thoir loaders.

Let us have dono with this prepos-

terous nonsense that telling the truth
about a lot of greed' and exacting im-

postors is slandering the masses of the
people. There is nothing to it, and
the people themselves aro waking up
to the fact. Let us get down to straight
business aud straight talk. Let us drop
pretense and mockery, and be candid,
fearless, and true. And when we ar-

rive at that stage we shall soc that no-

body bus been slandered, and that tho
masses of the people are i'roo from
blame; that the only reproach under
which they suffer is a rellcctod re-

proach 'from the dry-ro- t and vilcness
of their evil leadership.

AN INTENTIONAL DECEIVER.

A few mornings ago the Smoot Mouth
had a spurious dispatch from New York,
claiming that Frank J. Cannon was that
day (Wednesday last) in New York,
soliciting aid from Mr. Harriman for
Tho Tribune. That dispatch closed with
the statement that an effort had been
made, without any success, to havo
Judge Cornish verity the alleged fact
of Mr. Cannon's solicitations in this
matter. Naturally, any such effort,

would fnil, for a thing cannot be verified
if it isn't so.

We exposed the 6puriousucss of that
dispatch, showing not only that Frank
J. Cannon was not in New York on the
day this solicitation was alleged, but
that he was in this city, and had been
sinco last Monday uight. And every
other alleged fact in that spurious dis-

patch waa as false as the one that re-

lated Mr, Cannon's presence in New
York on that day.

But now, so far from acknowledging
its imposture, tho Smoot Mouth has an
editorial based on the spurious dispatch,
and treating it as though it wero true.
This after its attention had been point-
edly called to iho falsity of that h

in nil its allegations, both of form
and of substance, arid in its intent and
effect. We theroforo conclude that the
Smoot Mouth delighlu in lies, and would
rather, lie than tell tho truth. Its course
in thus adhering to a known falsehood
marks it as a totally- - unprincipled con-

cern, whose dclibcrnto design is to mis-loa- d

its readers with falso dispatches,
and io imposo upon the public spurious
telegrams instead of genuine news. Its
adherence to that spurious telegram and

t

basing an editorial upon it when tho
falsity of tho wholo matter had beon
publicly exposed, shows n density of
moral perception, a hardened seasoning
in rascality that must completely dispel
any illusions that any ono may havo
had that tho Smoot Mouth moans well.
Its course proves that it means ill, and
that thoso who rely upon it for state-
ments of fact arc relying not only upon
a broken reed, but upon one that is in-

tentionally broken with intent lo de-

ceive nnd betray.

WOULD EXPRESS NOTHING.

We notico a suggestion that the Gal-

veston plan for city government might
advantageously bo submitted to a pop-

ular veto at tho coming city election;
but wo do not share any optimistic
illusions with respect to advantages of
this sort. For, as wo pointed out tho
other day in these columns, tho pooplo
do not take an interest in referendum
votes of this character, Wc showed on
Monday last that thcro havo been a
number of proposals before the people
to amend tho constitution. In 1S0S

five such proposed amendments wero
submitted to tho people. Tho total voto
on those amendments was 22,00S, IS, 107,
15,772, 14,017, out of a totnl voto
as shown by tho poll for Representative
in Congress at tho same election, of 67,-S0-

tho average vote on the constitu-
tional amendment being about h

of tho aggregate vole on Repre-

sentative. Last fall, again, two consti-

tutional amendments wero submitted to
the people. The total vote on one of
these was 2S,9C5, on the other 31,916; at
the samo time tho voto on Congressman
was SJ,002, tho vote averaging about
one-thir- on the constitutional amend-

ment propositions of that cast for Rep-

resentative in Congress.
In this city the showing is oven

worse. On the first Tuesday in .January,
JflOi, the taxpayers of this city voted
on the proposal to issuo $1,000,000 in
water and sewer bonds. The vote on

the issuo of tho water bonds was 1203

in favor and 1017 against, a total vote
of 2250. The vote on the sewer bonds
was J2(5S for and 890 against, a total
vote of 215S. Needless to say, a voto
of this kind in a city like Salt Lake is

absurdly inadequate as a goncral cxpres-tiin- n

of nninion.
But it was even worse at the election

on the 20th of April nast, when the
question of issuing $250,000 in school
bonds was submitted by tho board of
education. The total vote in favor of
these bonds was 377, and 262 against;
that is to say a total vote of 639, and
this on a money proposition involving
a quarter of a million of dollars.

It is truo that the vote on these bond
questions was confined to those persons
on the assessment roll and otherwise
qualified. At the samo time, no one
will claim that over one-tent- h of the
total taxpayer voto of this city was
cast on the question of the issuo of these
school bonds.

It may be replied that a voto of the
whole people on the Galveston idea
would develop in a much large voto
than would a voto of the taxpayers
alone on a question of issuing bonds;
which is probably true. At the samo
time, it is practically certain from the
record that tho masses of tho people
would pay no attention whatever to the
proposed referendum vote on the Gal-

veston idea. Those who are in favor of
that idea would undoubtedly bo active
and would work up a voto in its favor
that would 1)3' no means express the
real opinion of the whole people with
respect to it. And right here is the cen-

tral objection to the referendum on
this or any other question. Those in
favor of the proposition submitted
would always be extremely anxious and
vigorous in urging it. They would get
out every possible vote in favor of it,
no matter what tho schemo might be;
whether it was for the public advan-
tage or not, or whether for private ad-

vantage exclusively. The referendum
would undoubtedly lend itself to job-
bery of cvoiy kind, for the very reason
pointed out. The friends of the propo-
sition would "sec that every possible
vole in its favor was polled, while those
who might be disposed to oppose it
would probably bo indifferent and-woul- d

fail to express their views.
We conclude, thoreforc, that a vote

on tho Galveston idea, if referred to the
people, would merely be a vote by thoso
who favor' it, and comploie indifference
to the wholo question by the masses of
tho people who would be neither
in favor of it, nor earnestly against it,
And a voto that would bo only from

h to one-tent- h of tho actual
vole cast could hurdly bo reckoned as
an expression of popular opinion that
would bo worthy of any special atten-
tion.

PORAKER'S LOSING FIGHT.

Senator Foraker is making the fight
of his political life in Ohio. His ene-
mies show him no quarter. Thoy will
not hear of his candidacy for the Presi-
dency, and insist on his beiug elimi-
nated even as a candidate for United
States Senator to succeed himsolf. Tho
whole weight of tho Federal patronage

.is thrown against him, and tho tone of
the dispatches gives one tho idea that
Foraker 'a friends arc weakening, and
asking things which his foes scornfully
refuse.

Tt may bo that this lone in the re-
ports is not quite justified from tho For-
aker standpoint. But it certainly is
probable from an unbiased standpoint.
For, tho drawing power of political
pa,p is something enormous. Willi the

barred to Forakcr's friends,
largo numbers of theso will go to the
other counter, wher.e pie is free.

commanded the game. Thero was
one case, a caso determined almost ex-

clusively on political lines, where For-
aker could have led oft' with signal ad-

vantage to himself; but ho contonted
himself with following in tho wake of
tho President, and gave his iniluonce
and vote to tho support of the While
House politics, whereas ho could, by
taking a courso of his own, have won
a tremendous following and put him-

self at the head of the strength giving
forces of the country. Wc refer to the
Smoot caso. In that, Forakor sided
with Roosevelt, for political reasons,
apparently unconscious that tho Roose-
velt cult must inevitably win against
him or an' ono else who opposed Roose-

velt. But by taking the opposite poli-

tical tack, he could havo called to his
support such an array of enthusiastic,
high-minde- d men and women as would
havo made his campaign a crusado for
virtue and a triumphant victory for
clean politics and American loyalism
But he failed at the crisis; at the forks
of tho political road he went with the
White Houso partisans, and now he
stands alone, abandoned and unsupport-
ed, save by somo interests thnt arc
ready to abandon him at any moment
to serve his enemies. When one fights
the administration, ho must havo a
force at his command that is of a dif?
fcrent mind and purpose from the ad-

ministration foreo, or he is lost.

"BLEED THEM! BLEED THEM!"

This exclamation by Superintendent
Ben Rich of the Southern States mission
is still tho watch-wor- d of the priesthood
toward their followers.

To show how tho Mormon people aro
continually bled by tho ecclesiasts, The
Tribune presents herewith a copy of a
circular letter, by means of which
funds are filched from them aside from
the regular ten por cent titho imposi-

tion. The extracts herewith presented
aro quoted from a letter sent out last
j'car by the bishopric of Iho third ward
in this city, as follows:

Wc have two funds in tho ward which
are maintained by tho voluntary dona-
tions of the saints; the
fund, exclusively used for tho support
of the worthy poor, and the general
ward expense fund, used for current ex-
penses, such as lighting, heating, re-

pairs, care of the meeting house, etc.
The ward expense fund Is colIecLed by

a committee of brethren nnd sisters who
havo been appointed to that work, and
wo bespeak for them courtesy and
promptness on the part of the saints.
The members of this committee make
many sacrifices in order to perform their
duty, and their work should bo appre-
ciated and commended by every member
of tho ward, and all the assistance pos-
sible should bo rendered to make their
work as light as possible.

It has been customary In the past for
the saints to leave their fast offerings
with the clerk, and wall until the proper
credit had beon given. This has often
caused Inconvenience and delay, and
therefore wo have Instituted a system
which, if followed out, will overcome
this difficulty.

Wc are handing you herewith a little
slip and an envelope, and it Is desired
that you pluce on the slip the amount
you wish to contribute to the fast offer-
ing fund, and after signing your name
place the slip with tho contribution In
the envelope and seal it. The em'clope Is to
be left with the clerk on fast day at the
fast meeting. It is suggested that when
you rind It Impossible to attend, and
still desire to contribute to tho worthy
poor, thai you sond tho envelope to the
fasl meeting.

At the end of the year, when you come
before the bishopric to settle your tith-
ing, the accounts of your donations to
both tho ward expense fund and the fast
offering fund will be shown you for your
approval. As to the disbursement of
theso funds, a financial statement will be
read at our regular ward conference for
your acceptance.

What care is taken to bo very defin-
ite in the matler of collections! Never
mind about going lo meeting, but be
sure to send the money! But a signli-ca-

matter is contained in that letter.
The bishopric is careful to say that an
accounting will bo rendered as lo the
disposition of tho funds contributed.
Not. so with the tithing,-however- . That
belongs to the chief prophet, to do with
socrctiy as he sees fit. Tho Descrct
News has said that the tithing accounts
are open to the inspection of any tithe
payer. So they arc, to this extent: The
tithe payer will be permiltod to know
how much he has paid and I hat is all.
As to whero tho money goes lo, he can
find out nothing. It would seem to bo
rather strange that an accounting
should be considered ncccssnry in one
caso, in order to deal honestly with
the contributors, but not in the other,
where the larger amount is involved.
And it would bo interesting lo know
how long this accounting has been in
effect, and what started tho bishops to
making it.

Whenever proper information as to
the disposition of the tithes has been
demanded, the ecclesiasts havo retort od
that it is no concern of the public what
is dono with the money. But it is to

Mho public that this information be-

longs. Tt is the public concern that no il-

legitimate use bo made of these funds.
The hicrarchs collect approximately
two million dollars each 3'enr in tithes
alone, and probably an equal amount is
annually collected in the shape of ward
and special donations. Even tho littlo
ones who afloud school havo their
"nickel SundaN';" the children who be-

long to the primaiy classes aro com-

pelled to paj' their donations; the
mutual improvement associations have
thoir "ditno Tuesdaj-s- . " Evoiything
is paid for 13' donation aside from the
regular ion por cent tax. And all of
this money is withdrawn from Iho re-

sources of the Stale, making il the
business of cvor3'bod3' in tho common-
wealth to know what liecomes of it,
Fvcr3r citizen has a- right to know if
mnch of this fund is shipped out of the
State and into foreign countries, as has
been indicated in tho hicrarchial pos-

sessions in Canada and Mexico. Utah
needs all tho 11101103' sho can get for
her own advancement. - Enterprising

citizens aro bending evor3' effort to in-

duce tho investment of outsido cjipital
here; and it certainly can not be con-

sidered fair for the church to tako mil-

lions of dollars from the people of this
State nnd send tho money into foreign
countries for tho solo purpose of estab-

lishing refuges for pol'gam3'.
If the Mormon pooplo aro not entire-

ly subdued in superstitious fear thoy
will surel3T some dn3' demand that thcro
be accountings in the matter of tithes,
such as they seem to think aro neces-sar3- r

in other funds which they donate.
And as a secondary, but nevertheless
important, consideration, the whole pub-

lic is entitled to know what bocomcs of

the money which tho wholo citizenship
helps to produce.

BUSINESS AND TRADE.

The most striking incident in the

businoss world the past week is the
strike at the American Smelting and
Refining compnny's plant at Murray.
About a thousand men, largely com-

posed of Grooks and Austriaus, walked
out suddenly without making an3 co-

herent demand upon the management
and refusing an offer which was posted
on Friday of a 10 per cent advance in
wages. It is understood that tho Amer-

ican employees were satisfied with the
concessions made 'l3-- tho compan3, but
tho foreign element, boing largely- - in
the majorit3' in numbers and appar-
ently thirsty-- for a strike, refused to re-

port for work, and kept away all thoso
who were really' disposed to accept the
company's offer. The works are shut
down absolutely, a thousand men aro
out of employment, and tho ores that
were being reduced at this plant arc
now bcinf sent to Colorado points for
reduction. It is said that a number of
tho moro influential ones in fomenting
and forcing tho striko have already de-

parted, and others no doubt will de-

part in a short time, which will prob-

ably allow of tho reopening of the
plant before very long. A reprehensi-
ble incident in tho trouble was tho
freedom with which merchants in Mur-

ray and Salt Lake sold guns and knives
to the disorderly clement, thus fully
arming them and putting them at an
advantage as compared with tho peace
officers, which thev have no rierht to
possess. The sheriff's office is doing
its best lo preserve the peace and re-

press the disorderly clement so far as
it makes its demonstration against
those who would, if let alone, bo dis-

posed to go to work; but tho deputies
appear to have no better success in this
matler than tho police of this city had
in repressing tho demonstration in the
street car strike of two weeks ago.
There appears, in fact, to be no suff-
icient civic power to repress these dem- -

onstratious when largo bodies of sym-
pathizers with tho strikers or large
bodies of tho strikers thomselvcs un-

dertake to hold the field against the
corporations upon which tho striko is
declared. In case tho shut-dow- n is pro-
longed, the effect is cortain to have an
importaut and unfavorable effect up-

on business conditions.

Business in this city has been very
good during the week, tho increnso in
bank clearances showing 34.6 per cent
in bulk over the corresponding week
last and last year's corresponding
week in like manner showod an in-

crease of 22.9 per cent over the clear-
ances of tho like time the year before,
Tho two together show an increase of
65.1 per cent in the bank clearances of
this city in the two years that tho
American party has had control; which
is certainly a healthy, substantial
growth, much to the credit of that
party, as well as to the fame of the
city.

The real cstato market is active and
strong, with considerable records of
talcs constantly reported, and occa-
sionally sales of magnitude appear in
tho lists. Tho realty situation is y

one of great confidence here,
aud tho certainty that this city is
bound to be the great metropolis of the
mountain region grows with tho pas-
sage of tho years and with the con-
sideration of tho surroundings and of
the circumstances involved. Wo havo
here a city thnt is already ono of the
most famous in the country, that has
immense resourcos in mines and agri-
culture, which has an unapproachable
railroad supromacy, and which is in tho
center of a radius of five hundred miles
in every direction, with no possible
rivnl in that whole area. With the
growth of the country it is absolutely
certain that this city, with tho start
that it has, with tho commanding re-

sources nnd situation that it enjoys,
must bo ono of the great, cities of tho
United States.

The building operations of the pres-
ent year are showing up strong and
active. The extensive plans gotten out
for Mr. Newhousc for the construc-
tion of llIK Kwn flfvrn.c( K..:i,i:
and the Railroad Exchange under way
by Mrs. Judge, give the loud to tho
lower portion of Main street thus far
this season. ' But other structures,
muny of litem good business blocks,
arc being put up in other porlions of
the business district, aud the whole
city is alivo with tho construction of
dwellings, cottages, flato, apartments,
and rooining-housos- . It is practically
assured that thero will be more build-
ing in Salt Lako the present season
than ever before in a singlo year.

The mines of the State contimio to
pour out their wealth in a rich stroam
which gives roturns of something over
$3,500,000 per month, with the prospect
of a definite continuance and good
growth in volume and richness. The
great reduction plants being put up nt
Garfield to tho west of tho valley will
considerably increase" Utah 's output in
value of minerals; and the mines-b-

conservative, and busine-

ss-like

their skillful,
management keep up well

with the enhancing demands of the

smelters for ore supplies, and command

tho confidenco of capital and of the
investing public.

Tho railroad situation is as good as

can be. The "Western Pacific is push-

ing on beyond tho Nevada line west-

ward from this city, and work is be-

ing crowded 011 overy section of the

wholo construction between this city
and San Francisco. Tho promise that
this road will be finished from San

Francisco to Salt Lake by September,
1908, Avill, from all appearances, be

surely fulfilled. The Moffat road,

building from Denver hithcrward, is

promised of completion within throe

years, and the present season is likely
to see a groal deal of activity in the

Colorado part of this line, and also

tho beginning of construction for it in

Utah. The railways already construct-

ed and under way from this city lo

the coast will make Salt Lake the
most dcsirablo point of junction for
tho Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul, the
Burlington, the Chicago and North-

western, and tho Rock Island and Pa-

cific, of any point iu the country. All

must build hero to get their connec-

tions with Portland and Los Angeles,
nnd the double connection with San

Francisco. In addition to the advan-

tageous connections thus to be had by
building to Salt Lake City, those lines
would get from five hundred to a thou-

sand miles additional haul of freights
nnd passengers on their own rails, as
compared with what they receive now.

Tho advantages being so noteworthy
and so evident, it is practically assured
that the construction of those lines to

this city cannot much longer be de-

layed.
Throughout the State the agricultur-

al prospects arc first-clas- There is
an abundance of water for all purposes
of irrigation, and undoubtedly it will
last well throughout the season. The

fruit has been somewhat damaged by
frosts, but wc .look to soc a fair or-

chard crop this season. The wool clip
has been unusually good, and the price
remarkably high. Tho flockmasters
have had a profitable year, and tho
$4,000,000 paid to them through the
oanKS 01 tins cji.y iu yo into
channels of commerce, enriching them
and promoting the general prosperity.

In the country at large, crops bid
fair to be up to the normal standard,
this being tho declaration of Secretary
Wilson, lntt the market holds different.
In spite of roports of slowing down, so

froeby circulated, the general business
and industry and prosperity of the
country aro evident in a marked de-

gree. There is a maximum production
in iron and steel and other industries,
and higher prices for cereals, cotton,
and other farm products, which makes
money plenty and insures ita effective
distribution. Building operations
throughout the country are considera-
bly in excess of last year, which was
also a very active year in construction.
Business failures are below tho aver-

age and the timid, almost panicky, con-

ditions in New York have now passed
away.

Tho slock market is still somewhat
weak by reason of the roluctauco of
the public to take railway securities.
This rcluctauce is based largely upon
the uncertain character of the regulat-
ing legislation which may bo proposed
by the President and worked through
Congress. The attitude of some of the
States in apparent hostility to the
policies of tho railway managements
has also affected prices and added to
the reluctance of the public to bu3' rail-
way stocks aud bonds. But in spite of
all unfavorable conditions, the rail-
roads arc adding to their equipment
and strengthening their facilities for
handling tho enormous bulk of traffic
at a rate never before known. Cars
not by tho thousands, but by the tens
of thousands, ai-- ordere'd. Locomotives,
not by the scores, but by thc4hundreds,
aro ordered. Steel rails and railway-equipme-

aro ordered in such tremen-
dous quantities that, the manufactur-
ers liud difficulty in filling the ovders
within any reasonable lime. It is

therefore, that the railway man-
agement do not share the. timidity of
the public with respect to the future
of tho railway properties and the rail-
way situation. This confident atti-
tude of tho railway managers aud the
Iremcudous orders they aro placing for
equipment and added cars and locomo-
tives is bound lo have its effect on tho
investment public, and to open up a
market for railway securities stronger
than ever before. The financial and
industrial situation is ono of very high
promise and of present strong fulfill-
ment. Whilo wo may uot in all re-

spects havo a record-breakin- g year in
this country, wc arc suro to have one
that in well up toward the highest
mark.
