As
tho clork began to call the roll tho
silence in tho big courtroom was pain-
ful. The tick ot tho clock on the wall
sounded like blows from a sledge.

Then camo tho voico of Judgo Wood
asking:

"Gentlemen of the jury, have you
agreed upon a verdict?"

Haywood turned his singlo eye upon
the twelve men.

"Wo hnve," came the rcsnonso from
Foreman Gess. who handed a plain,
white, official-siz- envelope to the court.

.ludge Wood delved into tho en-

velope, hesitated, looked again and then
in somo amazement said: "Thoro is
nothing in here."

"There's the right envelope in your
coat pockot. " said Juror Russell to
Mr. Gess. The foreman was palbably
nervous, and this added materially to
the strain folt by all in the courtroom.
The second envelopo was hnndod up.
Judgo Wood glanced at it and tossed
tho paper to tho clerk, who read:

Vordict of Not Guilty.
"State of Tdaho against William D.

Haywood: We, the jury, in tho above
entitled case find the defondnut, Wil-

liam D. Haywood, NOT GUILTY.
Thomas B. Gess. foreman."

Then came the congratulations of
Haywood, in I ho midst of which Judgo
Wood said:

"Tho defendant will bo discharged,
and tho jury dismissed for tho term."

Attorney Richardson was on his feet.
"Would your honor permit," ho be-

gan, but chnnging his mind sat down
with tho Fentence unfinished. It was
announced later that Haywood had de-

sired to make a speech to tho jurors
but had finally contented himself with
expressing his thanks personalty to each
one.

"And if any of you ever come to
Denver," he said to them as they wero
leaving the courtroom, "you will al-

ways lind a welcome at the Haywood
' 'home.

Haywood received scores of telegrams
of congratulation during tho da.y from
all sections of tho country. Alan wero
from individuals and mnny moro from
labor and Socialist organizations.
Eugene Y. Debs wns among tho first
to "send greetings.

Tonight Haywood issued tho formal
statement:

Statement of Haywood.

"T apprecialo tho support of the
working clnss extended to us by work-
ing men throughout tho country. I
hope to be able during the coming year
to personally express that apprecia-
tion.

"I have no feeling nor to-

ward nnv person, I am charitable to-

wards all. My intontion is io go back
to Denver and tako up my work whero
I loft off when I was placod under
arrest.

"I do appreciate tho kindness and
consideration with which my family lins
been treated by tho people of Boise.

"I do appreciate, and in so stating,
express tho sontiments of my compan-
ions in jail, tho courtesies extended to
us bv Snonff Hodgins, former Shoriff
Moseley and his deputies.

"As to tho outcomo of the trial,
I have never had any fenr. and would
have expressed yestcrda' tho samo be-

lief I expressed when first arrested, that
is, that with a fair trial and an im-

partial jury tho verdict would be such
as has been given to tho country.

"Senator Borah treated me most fair-
ly and I appreciate it.

"Judgo Wood was eminently fair,
and T have extended to him my thanks
for his treatment of mo during the
ordenl of this trial.

"I do not in any wnv blame Gov-
ernor Goodhig for the position ho took.

"In closing, I wish to express ap-
preciation of the wonderful support
given to me by tho presence in the
courtroom during tho trial of the rep-
resentatives of labor, industrial and pol-
itical organizations."

What Darrow Says.
Clarence Darrow of Chicago, whoso

argument to the jury was largely spe-
cial plea for labor and an attack on
the mothods of tho State and of coun-
sel, said:

"Tho trial has been fair, tho judge
impartial and counsel considerate. Wo
have no complaint to make. I do not
desire to bo understood as wishing to
reflect on the integrity of tho State
or the peoplo of Idaho. Had I been
Governor at tho timo Steunenborg was
murdered, nnd had the evidence boon
brought to me that was brought to
the Governor of this State, I would
havo done probably just what Gover-
nor Gooding has done.

'Haywood lifted tho
slight form of the dying man in his
arms and Murphy is quoted as saying
between stifled gasps, "Bill, in this
hour of your great triumph bo humble
and thankful?' Murphy is not ex-
pected to livo many days.
