Miners Contemplate- Demand for
Fiffy-Cen- t Increase lo

the Man.

ALL UNDERGROUND

WORKMEN INVOLVED

May Mean Complete Close Dowii

of Great Properties in

Famous Camp.

Evcrvthinp indicates that beforo Hie

expiration of the present month t.lic

great copper camp of Bingham will he
in the throes of the greatest labor con-

flict in tho history of tho Slate of
Utah. Gloomy rumors havo been
rampant for several days. Although
local and interested circles havo been
expecting unfavorable developments for
several months past, it was hoped
that tho present season would wear
away before any siriko would bo

by tho mining unions of the
camp.

That Micro was fear of labor troubles
last December was apparent by the fact
that tho' companies operating in Bing-

ham voluntarily agreed to raise the
wages of all tho miners and

round tho mines 25 cents a
man per day. It is understood at the
.ii.bout time that the minors aro to de-

mand a flat increase of nO cents per
day over the present schedule for every
man who goes under ground, without
regard to the character of work that ho
mav be called upon to do.

2?To demand has as yet been made to
this effect, but that such a demand
will be mado within Iho next few
dayri is taken for granted in local cir-
cles. Should the demand be made, it
will involve all the mines of Bing-
ham, hi which fully 1000 mon arc em-
ployed. These men aro mado up largely
of tho foreign element, and are gen-
erally conceded to be the most stub-
born' when it comes lo labor adjust-
ment. It may be taken for granted
that the miniiig organizations employ-
ing these 1000 men will not acceed to
the demands when made, so a general
tie up is npuarently cortain.

This will mean' 1000 or more idle
meu at Bingham, a score or more of
large organizations will be forced to
close down their mines until an adjust-
ment is reached. The strike may
spread to the smelter men of the val-

ley, forcing a close-dow- of the sev-
eral smelters in the valloy, and
to such other mining camps of
the State where union labor is
employed. The mining companies, it
may bo stated as a general and
positive rule, aro not in favor of
granting the advance, and no other
alternative is left other than a com-
plete shut-dow- n of activity, Tho men
asking for, or who will ask for, the 50
cent increase per day, aro now makiug
from .2.75 to $3 per day under the pres-
ent schedule.

It was generally thought when the
voluntary raiao was granted last De-
cember to tho men that a tendency to
strike was forming among tho Bing-Im-

miners. It was also thought that
the trial of Ilavwood and Mo.vor in
Idaho was a brake upon the strike in-

clination, but with the acquittal of the
former, who undoubtedly was unwilling
to have any more labor agitation than
possible during his incarceration, and
the expected acquittal of the other
Idaho defendants, the brake has been
released, and tho demands arc ex-
pected at anj' time. Tt is thought
that the determination of the mining
companies not to attempt to mine
during the strike will tend to do
away with any trouble that would fol-
low a determination, to operate the
mines with other than tho dissatisfied
men. It would seem that this intention
of closing down means just that and
nothing else.

Bingham has been greatly handi-
capped during its rcjuvination period
by the lack of competent labor. The
great concentrating works nt Garfield
and the new smolter, on the point both
have' been forced to emploj unskilled
labor whore the most competent mill
aud smelter men wore almost necessary
to a sueecssfuj. operation of the plants.
This lack of labor has gone hand in
hand with the lack of railroad facilities,
keeping the camp back far beyond the
expectations of the organizations which
havo been and are spending millions to
save the low metallic contents of Bing-
ham ores.

The question is being asked by
mining mon, is Utah too prosperous"?
Has the Stato been enjoying too great
a freodoni from labor troubles, while
othor localities, both cast and west,
have been sadly torn by labor

The general trend of opinion
is pessimistic, and Salt Lake talent
looks for the Stato to have its bap-
tism of fire througli strikes vet this
soaBon. The effect of a general close-
down of Bingham mines is appalling,
Iho demands will be made nt a most
inopportune time. The present uncer-
tainty in the copper metal market, tho
refusal of tho consumer to enter the
market for tho molal, havo created a
most depressing effect upon the copper
slock market. Utah stocks have suf-
fered along with the rest, and labor
troubles will do auj'thing but help clear
tho atmosphere.

BEAVER COUNTY HAS

IIS ENOCH WlI
Fascinating History of Vicks-bnr- g

Group in Star Min-

ing 'District.

Always there is romance in mining.
More often, however, it goes only as
deep as the pocketbook. seldom lo tho
heart. Down in the county of Beavor
is a property that has surrounding it
one of tho most fascinating romances
that could bo invented by the bruin of
the most fertile lictionist alive. If its
ulory. as related to The Tribune Tues-
day, has ever been printed, it was so
long ago that those once fnmiliar will)
the same must have lost sight of it in
tho meantime.

The property is known as the Vicks-burg- ,

and il is located in tho Star dis-
trict, surrounded by many of tho
prominent Beaver county mines whose
achievements at present aro making
moGt honorable mining history for
I'lnh. The group consists ot five
patented claims, and Salt Lake capi-
talists, among whom are .M. B. Whit-1103-- ,

II. S. Ilutchins, J. I and
the Young brothers, now hold the con-
trol of tho company.

In the earliest days of Beaver county
mining there was an Eastern man whoso
confidence in the Vicksburg was un-
wavering for many seasons of poorly
resulting development work. Little or
uothing was known of his past life,
nor was tho great secret ol his life
unfolded until he was upon his death
bed. Ho came from Maine, lie had a
wife and several children bnck in
the old home, and he determined to
como west to seek his fortune. The
years passed by all full of the toughest
sort of bad luck, and gradually the home
tics wero broken altogether;" this must
havo taken fifteen or twenty years.

But bad luck can not endure forever.
He struck il rich upon the Vicksburg,
and from one small ore chuto ho ex-

tracted over $30,000. Willi a comfort-abl-

fortuno he roturned to the old
homo in Maine, determined to make
amends for tho many years of past
neglect of wife and family. Upon ar-
riving at his former home' he found
that his wife, thinking him dead, had
married again, and his own children had
grown up lo manhood and womanhood.
There nlso was a family by tho second
marriage.

Without making his identity known
to anyone whatever, much less'his wifo
and children, he came west again a
broken-hearte- man. Ho came back to
the Vicksburg, but died soon after.
The man who nursed him during tho
last days of his illness was given
the property by his friend?. Soveral
days ago a mining man. thorough! v

with the vicksburg system of
veins, came to this city for tiie pur-
pose of securing some soft of a contract
or concession to begin work upon the
group. Ho claimed to have discovered
tho converging point of the vein sys-
tem, aud was cortain a shaft driven
nt this point would uncover a wealth
of rich ore.

The interesting history of the prop-
erty and its former owner, and the rich
rock already produced by tho group at
ihallow levels, all lend an interest to
the Vicksburg seldom attaching to a
mining proposition, and should the
owners begin operations, thov will be
closely watched by local and Beaver
county mining circles.
