charge of the meeting.

Tells of Work Done.
The first speaker was Rev. Thomas

'Martin of Logan, wiio devoted his re-

marks lo work being done to the re-

cently consolidated Home Mission so-

ciety and church Extension society,
with special reference to the local field,
lie asked what those societies had done
for Utah Methodism. There was only
one answer to be given, he said. Spenk-in-

from the human standpoint they
had done everything for IHnh Method-
ism, and in t hat word I ho whole his-
tory was wrapped up. In Logan, one
of the strongholds of the dominant
church of the State, a splmidid struc-
ture had been erected. Methodism was
not put away on some bnck alley, but.
t stood side by side with the great

Tabernacle, its spire pointing to the
one true God, standing there nn honor
to Methodism in Utah. This had been
made possible by the societies named.
Those societies were also making pro-
vision for the support of pastoru in
all the fields. In conclusion, he re-

minded his hearers of the responsibil-
ities and duties that devolved upon
them in the maintenance . of the work.

Rev. D. W. Crano of Ogden, the
next sneaker, spoke on the opportuni-
ties afforded the people and their re-

sponsibilities. Tie referred to the enor-
mous immigration to I his country and
gave it as his opinion that, the for-
eign element would vet control poli-

tics and the industrialism in this land.
Two general phases of this question
threatened the republican form of gov-
ernment: one the unholy passions and
aims of the Socialistic idea; the other
the desecration of the American Sab-
bath. There rested sufficient power
in either of those two phases, to un-
dermine the republican form of gov-
ernment.

Feai's Foreign Element.
Tf the foreign element was to con-

trol, how important it was. he urged,
thai they should be brought under the
influence of Christianity.

The consolidated societies of the
church, he said,. had kept '1000 workers
in tjio field in the United States last
vear, and there was room for '1000 more.
Last .vear $00,000 was expended for
street evangelism. Referring lo the
epidemic of crime in Xew York, ho
said if Police ( 'ommisRioner Bingham
had asked for his advice in the mat-
ter he would have suggested that lie
close all the saloons and opon Metho-
dist missions; that ho discharge nine out.
of every ten policemen and employ mis-
sionaries; and that the commissioner
cease his blasphemy and take a dose
of good old fashioned Methodism.

Rev. S. 11. Kirkbridce also addressed
the congregation briefly.

Within fifteen minutes, Lieutenant
Manning had recovered, and was at work
on the system. ' j

of Commerce on Tuesday evening. August
27, HOT. relative to the advisability of
subletting to the Retail Butchers and
Grocers association a portion of th room
occupied by the Chamber of Commerce,
the following resolution vas unanimously
adopted by the Salt Lake Real Estate
association at Its regular meeting on Au-
gust 28, 1207. which resolution Is here-
in transmitted to your association as
the conclusion of the Salt Bake Beal Es-
tate association upon the question under
discussion.

Objects to Arrangements.
Whereas, by an arrangement hereto-

fore made between the Manufacturers
and Merchants, the State Fair, and the
Salt Bake Real Estate association, thero
was established and Is now being main-
tained In Salt Lake City a Chamber of
Commerce, which Chamber of Com-
merce, by the terms of the understand-
ing between the said allied associations,
Is and has been devoted exclusively to
the general husInesB interests of the city
of Salt Lake and the State of IT tali, and
has had and now has for Its purpose.
