Roceipts and Expenditures.
"WASHINGTON, Aug. 31 The forth-

coming monthly statement of the gov-
ernment receipts and expenditures show
an Increase In the receipts for August,
1907, of about 53,218,000, as compared
with August, 1900. Tho expenditures,
however, will be shown to have been ma-
terially greater, so that the surplus for
tho present month will bo about 53,151,-00- 0,

or over $4,090,000 less than for Au-
gust last year.

The civil and miscellaneous expenses
will be over 53,000,000 greater than for
the corresponding month last year. The
War department expenditures will also
be greater by $2,000,000, and the navy
expenditure greater by $2,500,000. The
public works Item will also show a very
marked Increase. The receipts from tho
customs during the last month shows In-
crease of $704,353; Internal revenue in-
creased $382,285, and miscellaneous re-
ceipts Increased about $1,136,057.
