CAPACITY OF PLUS

SHOULD BE GREATER

Salt Lake Smelters Cannot
Handle Tonnage Thai Is

Being Offered.

Salt Lake City, everywhere noted as
tho most satisfactory ore market of the
country, Is still far from being what It
should be. A producer of ore on Wed-
nesday stated to The Trlbuno that some
local smelters had found it imposslblo
lo mnke him any bid for ore, for the
slmplo reason that they had more of
such a character of rock than they could
attend to under their present contracts.
Upon Investigation. It appears that there
arc many ore producers who have a simi-
lar talc of woe to relate, especially among
tho producers of sillclous ores. The
Salt Lako smelters right, now uro weeks
behind, In spito of tho fact that (he
plants nro being pushed to their ut-
most capacity.

Tho present time. It is stalod, 1b tho
best period of the season.
Many camps Inaccessible during tho win-
ter, llko Alta nnd American Fork, uro
throwing their ores upon tho local mar-
ket without pause for breath, and until
winter locks up the canyons, the same
programme will bo carried out by theso
producers. Tlntlc Is coming Into the
market with unprecedented amounts of
precious rock, several organizations meet-
ing with considerable difficulty In keep-
ing oven one month's supply of oro and
no more awaiting treatment In this val-
ley. It appears that copper ores are
In demand and arc being handled easily,
but it In the lend, silver and gold ores
that arc being attended by delay and
difficulty.

Tlioro is just ono causo for this un-
satisfactory smelting condition of affairs,
and that Is tho limited capacity of tho
smelting plants of tho valley that treat
custom ores. It was stated to The Trib-
une yesterday by one who should know
that tho present smelling capacity of
tho valley could, and should, be in-
creased 50 to SO per cent before the need-
ed relief would be forthcoming. Il is
estimated that the custom plant of the
United States Smelting, Refining nnd
Mining company Is now handling 2500
tons of oro each day; tho American
Smelting and llcflnlng company at Mur-
ray Is treating something like 1S00 or
2000 tons daily; the Garfield plant of
tho American company is taking euro of
about 1000 tons of copper oro dally; the
Bingham Consolidated smelter is treat-
ing in the vicinity of 500 tons per day;
tho new Ogden smelter must bo run-
ning 300 tons of ore a day through its
furnaces.

Improvements Planned.
Last year when the same conditions

as at present were confronting the man-
agements of these various plants, sev-
eral organizations determined upon a de-
cided Increase of their plants. Tho Bing-
ham Consolidated company had plans
drawn, materials purchased and the
ground broken and much work alrcadv
accomplished for placing fully $500,000
worth of Improvements upon its smeller.
The United States company had set
aside an equal amount of money for
the same purpose, and the plans for lis
addition were completed. The Utah Con-
solidated company was on the verge of
making an equal expenditure for smelter
improvements. There were other expen-
ditures planned or being mado by other
handlers of ore In the valley, the Tav-lo- r

fc Brunton company, for Instance,
had all the material purchased for $100.-00- 0

addition to its Murray smelter. So
the amount of money sot aside for thisgreat work aggregated somewhere near
$2,000,000.

But not a dollar has been spent, nora wheel turned towards increasing thecapacity of these various plants from
the day tho fanners secured their deci-
sion against the smelters. Improvement
since that time has been paralyzed
and the plants havo not known how farthey would be allowed to proceed before
being closed down entirely. The Utah
Consolidated company Is to remove from
tho valley altogether, similar plans are
thought lo be forming by the Bingham
Consolidated, and In the meantime theproducers of ores throughout Utah andcontiguous States are either unable to
have their ores treated at all, or ina desultory way at best. With moresatisfactory co ditlons prevailing, localore handlers are certain that thev couldsecure almost double the present tonnage
from Nevada and other States, while
producers of Utah would be able to keep
their ore settlements now abreast oftheir shipments.

The present smelting situation in Utah,
therefore, is not the best In the world,
and the companies are understood to tie
about as high In the air as Gllrov's kitewhen it comes lo reading even the Im-
mediate future of the oro treatment In-
dustry of the volley.

Property Has Been "Shipper to

Local Market From

Grass Roofs.

That the Hocla property In Beaver
county is oponlng up Into one of tho big-
gest mines "out of doors," Is tho freely
expressed opinion of General Manager
M. Reynolds, who reached Salt Lake City
from this new proposition Wednesday
morning. Mr. Reynolds Is the man who
ran across the Hccla group a short time
ago, and It has boon a shipper from grass
roots. Mr. Reynolds slated yesterday that
another car of rich rock Is now enroute
from Milford, and It would run away
ahead of the last consignment to tho lo-
cal market, although there has been no
need of sorting the rock, as it is extract-
ed from the stopos.

The car coming in will run In gold, sil-
ver and lead, and from a long string of
assays Mr. Reynolds believes it will

V Clark, treasurer of
tho company, was at the property tho
first of tho week, and from a sample
taken by him an ussay was secured that

He Is certain that few finer and
cleaner cars of such a character of oro
will have been sent from Beaver county
tills season than that above mentioned.

CARRIE MACK READY

FOR NEW RAILROAD

The management of tho Carrie Mack
Mining company, In anticipation of the
early completion of tho Western Pacific
arrangements for active transportation. Is
going to get ready for hauling its ores
from the mine to the nearest railroad
point. General Manager Sam Levy slat-
ed Wednesday that the property was
about twelve miles from the Western Pn-oil- lc

shipping point, and report has It
that tho now railroad will be bringing
things into the local market by the llrst
of the coming month

For some lime past the management of
the Carrie Mack, the same being located
In the Silver Island section of this State,
has been opening up the property, sacking
such rock necessarily extracted, and that
was worthy of direct consignment to this
oro market. A very respectable tonnage
Is available, therefore, and tho property
has been opened in a manner best calcu-
lated to prove' Its early usefulness as a
producer of shipping ores. Mr. Levy was
In receipt of some new ore from the mine
Wcdnosdav. This ore was found in the
ledge being penetrated by the crosscut,
and at a point fully 2000 feet removed
from the principal workings on the group.

This ore shows the presence of cop-
per but In what quantities has not yet
been determined. The crosscut Is making
for a point fully forty feet ahead of this
ledge, and this locality is stated by the
management to bo the real objeotlvo
point.
