Thoy spent the
da- - in Salt Lake, taking depositions in
tho case of tho people versus Anna
Bradley, who was indicted by a grand
jury in tho District of Columbia for
murder in the first degree for the shoot-
ing of Arthur Brown in tho New Wil-lar- d

hotel, Washington, last Decem-
ber.

Mr. Baker said, just before taking
the train for Los Angclos, Saturday
evening, thnt they had been taking
depositions most of the day in the
Bradlc case, to be used at tho trial,
which is set to begin November 11 of
this year. When asked about the case,
Mr. Baker had little to say. "When a
man kills his mistress we can form a
pretty accurate- idea of what the re-
sult is likely to be, but when the order
is reversed tho result is not so easily
predicted."

This is Mr. Baker's first visit to the
West. He expresses himself as greatly
impressed with tho richness and vast-nes- s

In
speaking of Salt Lake, Mr. Baker said
that he was greatly pleased with tho
city.

WHOLE FAMILY INSANE;

TAKEN FR0HA TRAIN

Daniel Shea, Wife and Six
Children Attacked by De-

mentia in Idaho.

MOUNTAIN" HOME, Ida., Sept. 21.

One of the strangest cases of insanity
that has ever been reported to the Idaho
officials was found today on a Short Line
train that reached here this afternoon.
Among the passengers wa Daniel Shea,
his wife, and six children, who were on
their way from Illinois to Portland, Ore.
Before the train reached hero Shea be-

came violently insane and the train crew
had to bind him so that his fellow pas-
sengers could rentraln him from doing
violence. Soon after his wife becamo
demented, and later the children all be-

came so violent that, when the train
reached here, they were put off and
turned over to tho officers and taken
to Jail. At the Jail only ono of the chil-
dren acted rationally, and physicians who
wore called were puzzled as to tho cnuse
of such general montal collapse In one
family. Shea had to be tied to his cot,
so violent was he. The physlcinns have
hope for the wifu nnd children, but re-
gard Shea as hopelessly demented. Noth-
ing Is known of the family.

WALKER I CELL

IIJKI Ji
Lawrence Is Also Locked Up

by the Junction City

Police.

WAS PRESENT AT.
ATTACK ON BEERS

Some of the Incidents Come to
Light Which Preceded

Tragedy.

V. C. Walker of this cit3' was de-

livered to the Ogden police at tho
Junction City by Captain of Polico
John P. JBurbidgo of Suit Lake at 8

o'clock Saturday morning, for the kill-
ing of Dr. Earl S. Beers. He now
odmpies a cell in the upper cage of
the city jail, not having been trans-
ferred to tho county j.'iil yet. Edward
Lawrence, manager of tho Ogden
branch office of tho Salt Lake Electri-
cal company, who was the only wit-
ness of tho deadly battle, occupies an
adjoining cell on the charge of being
an accessory to the killing of Beers,
lie was arrested by Chief of Police
Browning upon his arrival at. the Elec-
tric Supply company's ollico Saturday
morning.

Walker spent most of the forenoon in
Chief Browning's oflieo. At noon ho
was taken out for luncheon. In tho
afternoon he was returned to the jail
and placed in his cell.

Charged With Manslaughter.
Advices from Ogden Saturday night

say that Walker is not charged with
first-dogrc- o murder, but manslaughter
or second-degre- e murder. Mrs, Boors,
at Ogden Saturday, visited ' "W. 3t.
Hutchinson, Walker's attorney, and
liobert W. Nichol, president of tho
Electric Supply company. She is not
bitter against Walker. On tho con-
trary, she expressed tho deepest sym-
pathy for Wnlkor in his trouble. Her
evidence .before tho Coroner's jury will
not be derogatory to Walker.

N. .T. Harris, Countv Attorney ol
Weber county, has called for an in-

quest over tho body of Beers, Monday.
Following tho inquest, tho body will,
start for Kearney, Neb., for burial.

Mr. Beers, the father of tho dead
man. and Mrs. Beers, spent the night
in this city, going to the home at 56
North Second West street of Mrs.
Beers 's uncle, J. P. White, visiting tho
Lenox hotel before going there. They
arrived about S o 'clock, out their pres-
ence did not become kuown beforo
10:30. When representatives of local
newspapers called at the While home,
Mr. Beers and Mrs. Beers had TCtircd
for the night. Word was conveyed to
them requesting an interview, but they
declared they knew nothing nbout tho
details, and emphatically declined to
sec the reporters. Their stay here will
be short, however, it is understood, as
thev are to return to Ogden for tho
inquest Monday. Tho murdered man's
.body lay in Ogden Saturday night,
although a report said it had been
brought here.

An unsuccessful attempt was made
to interview Mrs. Beers over tho tele-phon- o

lato Saturday night. She said
she knows none of" tho details of the
case, aud docs not want to know am'-thin- g

about them. "T havo heard
enough of tho case, and want to for-
got the whole affair. I am going to
Mitchell. Neb., with my xather-iu-la-

to start life over."
Mrs. Beers was asked if she knew

anything about Mrs. Walker's where-
abouts. Then the floodgates of pas-
sion were loosed. Fairly hissing and
burning over tho wiro came the reply:

"I know nothing about where that
fioiid is and do not care to know."

Last Sleep by Mother's Side.
The body of Br. Beers will be re-

turned to 'earth by his mother's side
at Kearnev, Neb." The dead man's
father arrived at Ogden from Kear-
ney, Friday, and said Saturday that
the body will leave for that place
Monday.

Beers was 27 years old July 2, this
year. He lived in this State three
years. Two years ago he led to tho
altar at Ogden the pretty woman who
todav is a broken-hearte- d widow. She
also "is an orphan. Friday she pawned
her diamonds to secure money for the
necessities of life, according to Ogden
advices.

The public, although it is sympa-
thetic for Walker, "is viewing with
quickened interest several hitherto ig-

nored phases of the killing. One of
these is that since Beers 's lips aro
locked in death his stoiy of the deadly
fistic encounter can never be known.
Another is the inviting of Beers .by
Walker into a rear room of the Ogden
branch office of the Salt Lake Electric
Supply company to settle the difficulty
and the locking of the doors leading
from tho room bv either Walker or
Lawrence, Walker's friend, who is the
manager of the Ogden office, after tho
trio entered. This phase is being looked
into carefully by the Ogden police,
and lod to the arrest Friday of Law-rent- e

on tho charge of being an ac-
cessory. Still another consideration is
the statement of Beers 's physician that
some of his wounds appeared to have
been made with blunt instruments and
not with lists.

Investigation of Lawrence.
The unknown part that Lawrence

played in the tragedy is being gone into
by "the Ogden authorities with the view
of ascertaining whether he was only a
spectator of the affray or whether he
rendered physical assistance to Walker
in his onslaught on Bccra. Another sig-

nificant point in this connection is the
statement Beers is alleged to have made
to a trained nurse when he arrived at
the Ogden General hospital, following
closclv upon the deadly assnult. "I had
a fight with some men aud they beat
me, is his purported statement to the
nurse. Those were his last words, con-

sciousness failing to return before death
came.

Lawrence has denied that he assisted
Walker in anv way against Beers, and
says he has no foar as to the outcome
of the trial. Further he declined to
make any statement. Walker and his
attorney refuse to talk for publication,
and the full story of the tragedy prob-abl-

will not come to light until the
trial. Then ouly the victor's side can
be known.
