ST. LOUIS. Oct 24. The International
cup contest and the dirigible balloon
races havo ended. Tho aeronauts and
Aero club officials who have made

their headquarters for the past
ten days or inoro, arc leaving for home
today. The ballooning grounds in Forest
park aro being dismantled, airships arc
being deflated and prepared for shlpmont
and the tents in which were stored tho
giant gas bags are being leveled.

Officers of the St. Louis Aero club
have received many telegrams of con-

gratulation over the recent success, and
K Is said that the interost aroused here
in ballooning will result In other contests
in the near future.

There seems little doubt but that a do- -
' tcrmlned effort will be made next year

by American aeronauts to regain posses
sion of the cup won this year by tho
Germans. Tho articles covering the in-

ternational race allow but three entries
' from each country represented in tho

aeronautic federation. The race next year
goes to Germany, but this will not deter
the Americans, who undoubtedly will en- -
lfr tint full numhor of racinc teams The
three American balloons In this year's
race, the United States, tho America, and
the St- - Louis, may again be chosen to

SEES CERTAIN CHECK

II 01 PBDSPERITY

President of Santa Fe Takes
Gloomy View of Railroad

Situation.

TOPEKA. Kan., Oct. 24. E. R. Ripley,
president of the Santa Fc, who was here
today to attend the road's annual meet-
ing, gave out an Interview In which he
said:

"I do not claim to be a prophet, and
I do not ihlnk I am by nature a pessi-
mist, but I am in a position where I
cannot help seeing something of the con-
ditions which exist over a considerable
portion of this country, and it has boon
perfectly evident to me for some months
past that, we wero on the eve of a check
to our prosperity. Opinions may and will
differ as to the causes of this check, but
there Is no doubt that It has arrived
We aro still doing a large business, but
It has been less than last year at this
tlmo. and is simply the Impetus derived
from the past conditions.

"Thero Is plainly In sight a considera-
ble period of dullness and decreased earn-
ings, and thero will be no new undertak-
ings In the railroad line and verv few in
other lines of trade for at least a year.

"The situation is of course rendered
much worse by tho disposition extant in
the Western States to single out the
railroads for persecution. It means long
drawn out litigation, with uncertain re-
sults. It means antagonizing where there
ought to be It means no
new roads and no improvements on ex-
isting roads, both of which are a thou-
sand times more Important to the people
of Kansas than any reduction In freight
or passenger rates."

BETTER CONDITIONS j

IN FUEL SITUATION

Tho question of a winter supply of coal
has agitated the public mind In Salt
Lake, as nothing else could, during tho
last five or six months. Early in the
season the coal dealers and producers and
railroad companies urged upon the peo-
ple to illl their cellars, their basements,
their coal houses, with a winter's supply
of coal. As a consequence, hundreds of
families have long since laid In their
winter fuel. That there Is nearly as
much coal stowed away In Salt Lake for
private use as was used all last winter
is the opinion of those who have kept
close tab on the fuel supply In Salt Lake
during tho last four months.

While apprehension of a scarcity of
fuel in Salt Lake the coming winter was
rife In the minds of the people, the Utah
Fuel company was working "hard to cope
with the situation. At the headquarters
of the company in this city the manager
now claims to have the coal situation
well In hand, and gives the assurance that
thero will be an abundance of coal to
meet all the demands of the city.
