HE CAW CHECKS

Only Time Not Taken Is in

Exchange for Money

Orders.

Whon asked about the report that tho
Pacific Express company nnd the Wclls-Farg- o

company would not accept cash-
iers' checks, J. A.( Sanborn, agent for tho
Pacific Express company In this city,
speaking for his company, said: "We will
accept the new cashiers' checks for the
payment of any express chnrges or for
the transaction of ordinary business. In
the payment of money orders, howover,
wo are. compelled to demand cash be-

cause tho money orders aro payable lu.

cash, and If wo accepted cashiers' chocks
for the ordorr. wo would be In tho posi-
tion of paying out cash, with cashiers'
checks coming in." Mr. Sanborn ex-

plained that although ordinarily trans-
fers of funds from one express ofrtco to
nnothor for tho payment, of express
money ordors Is dono by checks or othor
exchange, It yot often happons that
monoy ordors are drawn on offices In
small country towns whero there would
not be money enough In tho office to pay
tho order, nnd that In such cases It be-

comes necessary to send tho acttial ensh
to that office.

Another case whero it Is necessary to
transmit dash from ono town to another
Is In the payment for c. o. d. packages.
When a package Is sent c. 0. d., wo will
say from Ogden to Salt Lake, then tho
monoy paid by tho purchaser to the ss

company Is forwarded to the sender
of the package in the actual coin In
which It Is paid to tho express company.
Tho express company regards the c. o.
d. money as a' commodity Just sis 11 re-
gards any other article that Is sent.

In answer to tho charge that the ex-
press companies are shipping money out
of the city without any ndequato return.
Mr. Sanborn said: "As a matter of fact,
many moro money orders are presented
to our offices here to, bo cashed than we
lssuo to be sent to other places, so that
instead of our shipping money out of the
city to pay our orders in other places, wo
aro actually rocelvlng monoy lu many
cases In order to pay tho cash for 'our
oixlers, and are hence distributing money
In Salt Lnkjo.'"

Mr. Carey, tho agent for tho Wells-F- a
rgo Express company, was not In the

city, but the cashier of the company, R.
H. Cowley, gave out substantially the
samn statements regarding tho com-
pany's attlrudo toward tho now cashiers'
checks.

It was also reported that the conduc-
tors on the enrs of the Utah Light and
Railway company had been Instructed to
refuse the new cashiers' checks in pay-
ment of fares. When asked about th
matter 011 Friday afternoon. Gener.l
Manngor J. S. Wells of tho company
said:

"Tho order Is not an entirely new one
with us. Wo hnyo always hail an order
ihat any conductor who accepts a check
In payment of a fare does so at his own
risk, as the enmpnny will not accept It.
This order also applies to cashiers'
checks.

"This does not mean, however, that thocompany objects to tho chocks, for we
are perfectly willing to accept them In
payment for ticket books or for tho bills
for light, or, in fact, in any other way
that they may com to ns. But wo
cannot have our condurlors carry aboutmoney with which to do a' banking busi-
ness."

President, Steel King and Em-

bassador Bryee Discuss
Work of Biack Race.

WASHINGTON, Nor. 15. President
"Roosevelt, James Bryce, the British
embassador, and Andrew Carnecio de-
livered addresses rollectin pronounced
optimism as to the futuro 01 tho nepro
race bore todav. Tho occasion was the
installation of Rev. Wilbur Pattorson
Tliirkoild, as president of Howard uni-
versity, and tho colcbration of tho
fortieth anniversary of the founding of
that institution, which is devoted pri-
marily to the higher education of tho
nopro.

President. Roosevelt admitted the
hardships encountered by the negro in
his efforts towards advancement, but
urged that thoy bo looked upon rather
ns a privilege and as stimulating prcat
offort for which tho reward would bo
equally great.

Mr, Bryco pointed to tho develop-
ment of the race during tho past forty
3'cars as being marvelous-compare- with
the development of tho Anglo-Sao-

race.
It wns for Mr. Carnegio to awaken

unrcstraiucd enthusiasm by his declara-
tion that it was not now the question
"What shall wo do with tho negro?"
but fIIow can we get more of them?-- "
