LUSITANin RECORD

Maurctania, Eastbound, Passes
Daunt's Rock 21 Minutes
Faster Than Sister Ship.

QUEEN5TOWN, Dec. 5. Tho Cunard
liner Maurot.ania pnssed Daunt's Rock at
5M9 p. m. today, making a new Trans-
atlantic record. Her timo for the voyage
from Sandy Hook, four days, twenty-tw- o

hours, twenty-nin- e minutes, beat the best
time of hor siutcr ship, the JLusltania,
by twenty-on- e mlnutOB. Tho difference
between the old and the new record is
not gTeat, but considering- the weather
conditions, the officers of the Mauretanlaexpress themselves as greatly pleased
with hor performance.

The distance covered was 2807 nauti-
cal miles. The Mauretanla passed Sandy
Hook lightship at 2:25 p. m. Saturday,
running 190 knots up to noon on Sunday.
The day's runs hereafter were as follows:
54S, 535, 556, r54, and from noon today
until the passing of Daunt's Rock, 121
knots, the average for the voyage being
23. G9. The vessel behaved splendidly In
the fresh gale and high sea which she en-
countered on Monday and which contin-
ued until Wednesday night. Some delay
was caused by hazy weather on the sec-
ond and fifth. The malls which the Mau-
retanla were bringing for Liverpool will
bo delivered In London In timo to be an-
swered by Saturday's American-boun- d
steamer.

MINISTERS LOOK

NOW TflREjCHSTAG

Von Buclow, German Chancel-

lor, Makes Unprecedented Ap-

peal to "Bloc" Leaders.

EMPEROR WILLIAM
INDORSES INNOVATION

New Complexion of Deliberative
Body Is Greeted With De-

rision by Socialists.

BERLIN, Dec. 5. The ministerial
crisis has been settled as quickly as it
broke out. Chancellor von Buclow suc-
ceeded in getting pledges of Bupport
from all the coalition parties, and at
tho opening of tho Eoichstag today the
leaders of these parties assured the
chancellor of their continued loyalty.

This crisis has boon far more impor-
tant and significant than appears on
tho surface. It is tho first time in tho
history of the empire that a chancellor
has appealed to tho majority in the
Eoichstag for support as a condition of
his continuance in office. Up to the
present time the attitude of the min-
isters has been:

"Wo are responsible to the Emperor;
wo will hold office so long as it pleases
him; wo are not responsible to tho
Reichstag. "

Tlis appeal means nothing less than
the responsibility of the ministry to
tho Reichstag.

Emperor Indorses Step.
It is understood Emperor William

was fully aware that this stop was com-
ing before he wont to England. lie

it fully, in the bulief that, the

old system was no longer tenable Upon
tho opening of the session today tho
floor leaders of the "bloc" parties
briefly declared their readiness to con-
tinue to support the coalition regime
of Chancellor von Buclow. Tho Cler-
icals and tho Socialists greeted these
declarations with derisive laughter and
hooting.

It was evident that tho coalition
leaders had united in the common pur-
pose to prevent 'any discussion of tho
crisis 13' the Centrists and Socialists.
After a speech by Hcrr Bcbel, the So-

cialist leader, the leaders of the,
"bloc" moved the closure, which was
carried amid the greatest confusion.

The House then took up the third
reading of the modus Vivendi with
Great Britain, but after twenty minutes
of noise and confusion tho session was
adjourned until tomorrow.

KOREAN PRINCE WILL

STUDY IN SUNNY ISLE

Leaves Chemulpo With Prince
Ito on Japanese Cruiser

SEOUD, Dec. 5. Tho Crown Prince
of Korea and Buito, accompanied by
Prince Ito, the Japanese resident gen-ora- l,

loft this city at 10 o'clock this
morning, and at 1 p. m. embarked, for
Japan at Chemulpo on tho cruisor Man-ch- u

amid great enthusiasm. The con-
sensus of opinion in Korea approves
the visit of tho Crown Princo to Japan,
which is for the purpose, of completing
his oducation. The Manchu will arrive
at Shimonoseki Saturday.

Before reaching Tokio the party will
visit several notable places in tho
southern part of Japan.
