PLEDGE UNIFORMS IN

GROGSHOPS OF ZIOti

Fort Douglas Soldiers Put Pro-

prietors in Jeopardy for
Heavy Penalty.

Llcuu ET. B. Sayre. Twenty-fir- st In- -
fantry, and JLicut. F. M. Miller, Fifteenth
Infantry, stationed at Fort Douglas, mado
a tour of Salt Lako saloons Thursday
and confiscated uniforms, valued at '?10U,
which had been accepted by liquor deal-
ers as pledges for debts contracted by
enlisted men. It is expressly provided in
section R. S. of the United States,
that persons who accept clothing, ac-
coutrements, equipment or army stores
from soldiers shall pay a heavy penalty
and it Is the purposo of tho military au-
thorities to request Instructions for tho
prosecution of tho cases from the War
Department at once.

The clothing obtained by Lieutenants
Sayre and Miller was left In some in-

stances as security for drinking debts.
Jts iibscnco from the post was discovered
at a general mustor recently held and
an Investigation was immediately com-
menced. As a result of this, uniforms of
enlisted men were found in three saloons.
The law concerning this particular mili-
tary felony Is as follows:

"Any person not In the military and
naval forces of the United States or the
militia, or called Into or actually em-
ployed In the servlco of the United
States, who shall do or nermlt any of tho
acts prohibited by any of tho provisions
of section R. S.. shall forfeit and
pay to tho United States tho sum of.
$2000 and, in addition, doubio the amount
of damages which the United States may
havo sustained by reason of the doing
or committing or such acts, together
with the costs of suit."

Tho names of the offending saloon men
have been withheld by tho commanding
officer at Fort Douglas. ,
