Grant avenue about 4 o'clock Friday aft-
ernoon were startled by two pistol shots.
Hastening to tho sceno of tho shooting,
Charllo Brown was seen disappearing into
a rear lot, while his wife was found lying
on the ground with a severe wound over
her right eye from which tho blood wsis
gushing.

From tho meager details of the mari-
tal difficulty, it uppears that Brown and
his wife hnd recently separated. Meet-
ing his wile Friday afternoon, Brown Is
said to have asked about their children,
who aro living with the mother. Finally
ho Insisted that sho return to hint, which,
It issaid, sho stoutly refused to do. An-
gered at her obstinacy. Brown Is said to
have thrown a brick bat at her, knock-
ing her down and cutting a bad gash
over the eye. Tho woman plucklly drew
a revolver from her bosom and fired two
shots at tho fleeing husband without ef-
fect. Medical attention was promptly
given tho woman, and sho was later
taken to her home by a deputy sheriff.

Sho declared that threats had come to
her from Brown, and sho had decided to
carry a revolver for protection. The po-
lice were making an effort to arrest
Biov.-- n lato Friday afternoon, but ho had
not 'been located. Several days ago tho
woman, fearing personal violence, had
Brown placed under a bond to keep tho
peace.

PASSIVE RESISTANCE
TO ACTION OF CZAR

ST. PETERSDURG. Dec. 27. The trial
on charges of treason of members of the
first dumn, who slsnod the Vlborg mani-
festo, calling upon the citizens of Rus-
sia to stand up for their rights, Is vir-
tually over, the readiness of the defend-
ants to admit tho charges In tho Indict-
ment of having signed and distributed
tho manifesto having greatly slmpllllcd
the government's task and reduced the
legal side of the caso to a minimum by
wholly clmlnatlng the necessity of calling
witnesses. The Constitutional Democrats
aro giving tho proceedings of the court
tho widest circulation among tho peas-
antry nnd taking advantago of tho oppor-
tunity to openly discuss nnd defend the
principles of passive resistance.

The session of tho court today was in-

terrupted by a painful occurrence. M.
Ranlschwill, who waa taken Into custody
last June, tried to nddress the court as
the spokesman for the Social Democrats.

The ar-
mored cruisers Colorado. Maryland.
Pennsylvania, and the flaw-shi-p West Vir-
ginia, of Roar Admiral Dayton's squad-
ron, left port this afternoon, and will
proceed to Mngdalcna bay for target
practice. On tholr way down the coast
all four vessels will moncuvor, and upon
tho arrival of tho fleet In the south will
meet tho first-clas- s cruisers Tennessee
and Washington, commanded by Rear
Admiral Uriel Sebrce and bound from
tho Atlantic coast.

Crusade for Lower Rents
Among New York's Poor

Becomes Serious.

KT3W YORK, Dec. 27. Real 03tate
agents from Brooklyn went into tho
crowded tenement house- districts on the
East Sido of Manhattan today and tried
to do missionary work in their, own
interests by urging the tenants who
arc now engaged in a crusade for lower
rents to movo to Brooklyn. But activ-
ity of outsiders did not scorn to disturb
the local real cstato owners and agents.
Some of them said that tho Fast Sider
is a clannish crcaturo nnd likes lo as"
sociate with the friends and neighbors
whom ho had .known since his arrival
from Fjitrope.

"A majority of them come right, here
from the steamers that bring them over,
or from the immigrant station," he said.
"Thoy stay here, too, until such time
ns they havo earue.d their little piles
and can movo somewhere else."

At tho Socialist party headquarters
on Grand street, it was learned today
that tho evictions which havo been
mado 8inco the rent strike vras decided
upon havo no real connection with
them.

Such evictions aro for failuro to pay
rent for the present and past months.
Tho crucial point will come, if at all,
when tho collectors make their January
calls.

There were tenement house meetings
on almost every block tonight. For the
most part theso woro impromptu gath-- .
erings, without anj- - attempt at organic
zation, but each was marked by many
declarations of war againBt tho land-
lords. Many of tho tenants were of
tho opinion that their end could best bo
accomplished by resisting attempts at
collection of present rentB and affording
shcltor to persons evicted. There were
others who favored moro drastic mea-
sures, and many tenauts discussed a
combined stand against the marshals in
the event of evictions.

Paulino Newman, who is reputed to
be tho woman leader of the strike move-
ment, is in fnvor of moderation. She
has told the women aesociatcd with her
that they can hope to win by united
action if they are careful to keop with-
in the law, and that the landlords, if
a united front is presented to thorn, will
bo bound to yield rather than light
thousands of dispossession cases iu the
municipal courts.
