THE MAYOR'S DTATJGURAIi.

Tho message- of Alayor Bransford,

ments, H could not, becuuso tlio re-

Thero aro many
things that ho will find it necessary lo
consider, and will no doubt give
them duo attention in tho subsequent
message which is expected from him.
next month. In that message he will
deal, no doubt, with the work of
tho commission of exports who havo de-

vised a supposed!: improved system of
book aud account keeping for tho city;
with tho financial situation and with
suggestions about it for tho future;
with tho public improvements both
completed and lo he entered upon; with
the water situation; with tho health
conditions of the city, and with many
other matters of practical and vital
concern.

In the menntimo an utterance from
him was expected by tho public, and he
has met tnnt expectation with a fair
preliminary etatcmeut which tho pub-

lic will no doubt bo glad to read. The
Mayor, iu this sratemonl, shows his
groat interest in tho city's 'municipal
affairs, and makes it clear that ho in-

tends to devote to them an attention
and anxious care that will mako him a
personal factor in all departments of
tho city's public business. That is, ho
will bo Mayor in fact, and will hold
every official up to tho mark of the
highest and best possible public service.
The Mayor is starting his new term
well, and. so far as he has gone, his
course will undoubted! meet with pub-

lic approval.
I POINTS OF INTEREST,

A correspondent asks: ''Whore doc3
the doctrine of 'common consent'
come in in tho point of Niblcy and
others as tho presiding bishopric of
the church by President Smith?

Further writing, our correspondent

And," he says, "ho
is not the onl' one of the new polyga-mist- s.

President Smith s these now
lawbreakers on tho back, using tho tith-
ing for his own and thoir sustenance-an-

support, and thus tho problem is
harder and thus the church is stronger
than the State of Utah." Both state-
ments are, of course, matters of common
knowledge. The tithe-eater- s fatten on
tho people, demanding everything and
returning nothing. Tho church is not
only stronger than tho State in Utah,
but in the presence of the church there
is no State. The Stato is a moro mock-
ery of civil power in tho presence of
tho church, and not for ono instant to
be regarded when tho church asserts it-

self, or appears in any matter in which
it takes interest or is concerned.

Our correspondent concludes: "T
don't think your position on the Spen-
cer case fair. The Mormon faith is no
more responsible for this thun is tho
Methodist for fifty other offenses.5' But

inasmuch as The Tribnno has not taken
nay position at all on tho Spencer case,
but has merely reported the fncis ns
given and tho testimony no dolivcred, it
is an error to pans judgment on the
proposition thnt wo have taken a wrong
position on this case. The Deserct News
took a very decided ponitiou in favor
of Mr. Spencer when ho was first ac-

cused, n tho later developments of
tho case, however, it entirely abandoned
that position, aud was moro rancorous
aud mado more prominent headlines
about it lo Spencer's disadvantage than
Tho Tribune ever thought of being or
doing.

We welcome such notations as our
correspondent has furnished. Thoy show
that tho people arc waking up and
that tho citizenship of Utah is taking
notieo of what is bning dono all along
tho line, and forming its own conclu-
sions thereon. And when that citizen-
ship gets ready, not only to form its
own conclusions, independent of church
sway, but to carry tho sain a into act
and fact, then Utah's redemption from
the control of priestcraft aud
hierarchical fraud nnd oppression will'
bo sur.

SALT LAKE'S BUILDING.

The great record which Salt Lake
City made in building in the year 1907
has attracted tho attention of tho
country at largo. Thp American Con-

tractor of Chicago, giving the record
of building operations during tho past
year in iifty-fiv- o citio3 and contrasting
them with those of tho year before,
puts Salt Lake City second in tho
United States in point of gain last
3'car over the year beforo. Its figures
aro that the building of 100G in this
o.Hy amounted to $2,31 5,930; for 1907
the building hero amounted to $1,1S3,-S00- ;

a gain of $1,SG7,S70, ur Sli per
cent. During I ho month of December,
which was a disastrous montli for the
country at largo, Salt Lake City again
comes out next to the head. Of the
fifty-fiv- e cities reported, only eighteen
showed a gain in building during De-

cember, 190, compared with December,
.19015. Salt-Lak- City was ono of the
eighteen, being next to tho head. Tho
record hero for last month was S99,J00,
compared with 4S,000 in December,
190G; a pain of f,l,400, or .107 per cent.

Contrasted with tho cities of tin:
country at large, Salt Lako City shows
out in splendid fashion. We knew here
at homo what wo wcro doing, and that
this doing was groat; but we did not
know how it would compare with tho
cities of the country at large. Now
that wo do know, we are prouder than
over about Salt Lake's building opera-
tions of the past year, and we arc
glad to know that thiu great activity
aud advance havo been brought promi-
nently to tho attention of the country
in the great journal which records the
building operations for all.

MORE STOCK-JOBBIN-

Tho fresh eruption from tho White
llouso which carries threatcnings and
destruction for Goldfield, is quit o in
line with the former vituperation from
the saino quarter. Whether the Presi-
dent intended it or not, it is quite clear
that this fresh assault upon Governor
Sparks and tho mine owners will have
a more direct relation to stock jobbing
than to any other phase of the ques-
tion involved. If any ono bad sold
Grddlield Consolidated stock short or
wauled, for any purpose, to buy a lot
of that stock at a lower prico than tho
recent quotations, nothing more fav-
orable to his purposes and plans could
possibly have happened than the issu-anc- o

of this fresh scold from the
t.

Tho gentlemen sent out by President
Roosevelt to report upon tho situation
at Goldfi'dd find both sides in error.
They find that there was no need of
troops, and that tho call for them was
incited by tho desire of the mino own-

ers to reduce wages aud their fear that
if thoy did that without the presence
of troops, hpro would be trouble. This
is a very grave chargo to bring against
Governor Spnrks of Nevada. The Sen-
ators and Representative from Nevada
aro also involved in the censure which
necessarily follows in a charge of such
bad faith as that; for thoy united with
Governor Sparks in their statement of
the actual conditions that required, in
their judgment, the presence of the
United States troops. On tho othur
hand, these Presidential representa-
tives condemn tho leadership of thq
union; for while finding "probably
throe-fourth- s of tho membership" en-

tirely tho leadership was
evil. Tho rcporr. taymg on this: "By
permitting thoir organization to bo
lmnuiained a-- controlled by mo.i of
violent tendencies, the ut-io-n ns a body
has thus laid itself open to tho reproach
of being a vicious organisation. " Thi'rfe
gentlemen concludo by saying that
"there is considerable danger that ser-
ious disorders will bo attempted if tho
trpops be withdrawn and th,o mine
oporators insist on carrying out their
publicly announced policy." However,
thoy wash their hands of the wholo af-

fair and say that it is a matter for the
State lo deal with aud not the Fedcrul
authorities. But tho probable effect of
this, quoted in a declaration from tho
President that he is about to withdraw,
must be tremendous in bearing the
slock market.

If, however, the State is not able or
is not willing to prcsorvo the peaco and
good order, why should the "Federal au-

thorities refuse to exercise their powor
in this respect, as President Cleveland
did in Chicago, not only without the de-

mand of tho Stato of Illinois, but in
positive disregard and opposition to tho
objections of Governor Altgeld? Per-
haps, however, President Roosevelt is
waiting until the disorder begins. If

so, and if the ruin bo completed beforo
the troops get thorn by the disorderly
elements of tho camp, union leadership
or otherwise, which io quite possible of
accomplishment, on whn.so head would
rest the responsibility? Cleurly it acouis
that President. Rooscvolt. must be held
responsible in that case for the de-

struction committed. And in the mean-

time, this iiowest-.outgivin- oT his is

even more clearly than wns his former
utterance, a matter for the stock job-

bers to play upon, and to mako or un-

make values, according as they may
consider the imminence of trouble at
Goldfiold lo bo assured or oihcrwi.se. It
is bad business for a President of the
United States to engage in this sort
of work, and President Roosevelt has,
by his uncertain and H pol-

icy regarding it, made himself censura-
ble boforo tho public. And ho i6 liable
to be much moro so, beforo this Gold-fiel- d

trouble is over' with.

AN IDLE DREAM OF SPAIN.

The suggestion of a. visit of King
Alfonso of Spain to the Latin-America- n

countries is mado th'o occasion, by tho
leadiug Madrid paper, tho fmparcial,
lo sound the tocsin of hopo for the

of Spain over Ihoso coun-
tries, and tho expression of a lurid
and impossible hopo that onco moro
Latin-Americ- a may come under Span-
ish control. That paper recognizes tho
fact that tho Latin civilization has
passod away, and that the Anglo-Saxo- n

civilization, has superseded
it. The Madrid paper claims that tho
contest will dopcud "more upon cul-

ture than upon military forco," and
that Spain will represent tho "role of
spiritual Rome against the ohsorbing
industrialism of tho Yankees." And
the Madrid paper concludes that tho
Spaniard's "rovenge fur Cavil c and
Santiago must come from this side, ami
the first Kioj) must' n King Ali'ir.so's
visit to the Hispano American coun-
tries."

Tf any of. the rosy, pipe-dream- s of
the Spanish paper are founded upon tho
idea that in somo means it is incum-
bent upon Spain lo bp "rovenged"
for Cavil o and Santiago, the dream is
an impossible one. It has not boon
supposed in America that there was
any idea that Spain would ever be in
a coudition to be revenged upon the
United States for the humiliating de-

feats inflicted by this country upon
Spain in the war of I89S. Americans
generally had no suspicion that Spain
was cherishing any thought of revenge,
aud if they had had any notion on that
point, the' would not have considered
it of the least importance.

Tho idea, moreover, of Spain under-
taking a spiritual rule to offset tho
military power of tho Anglo-Saxon- s in
America or elsewhere is not worth
much consideration; for Spain is not
particularly a spiritual country, and
neither is tho spiritual arrayed against
the material in these matters in any de-

gree in this country. On thecontra.ry,
they aro working in entire unison.
There is no application of the military
power of the United States until tho
spiritual necessity for it has been mado
plain. Our military power is made an
adjunct of spiritual power, and not
tho reverse. In no case has the mili-

tary power of tho United Slates ever
been exercised toward the suppression
of spirituality or spiritual forces; but
quite (ho contrary, always in support
of the spiritual idea and to give it tho
predominance in tho world tu which
it is entitled. The snmo may bo s;iid
of culturo that is said of the spiritual.
We do noli go to Spain for bur culture,
nor to any other decadent, defunct
source. Wo do not want our culture
lo bo permeated with tho dry rot that
has settled upon Spain and been a
blanket of oppression thero for centu-
ries. And, further, if the Spaniards
havo the least idea in the world that
they can efface "Yankee industrial-
ism" with their brand of spiritual
power and decadont culture, thoy aro
tho worst fooled pooplo on earth.
America can get along very woll with
its own culture, or in an'thing it likes
it can select I he best that the world
haj to offer, and need not go to Spain
for anything. While as a spiritual
power, that is something that for aces
has been absent from Spain, but is a
predominant, vital characteristic of
American civilization and energy. The
idea of the ruthless, brutal oppressor
of Cuba talking about its spirituality
and culture, is an offense beforo both
heaven and earth. -

Spain is indulging in ono of its usual
rancid and impossible dreams. A visit
of King Alfonso to tho Latin-America- n

countries would be welcomed in Amer-
ica undoubtedly, and also would bo
very much to his "advantage, but it
could not possibly have tho least poli-
tical importance. Tf, further, he should
extend his visit to tho United Slates
and make a lour of this country, ho
would bo welcomed with enthusiasm,
and ho would find out at first hand tho
difference betweeu tho progressive
United States and decadent Spain, and
h'jw ifc happened that tho contest

second, thafno conspiracy is to be re-

garded as h conspiracy, in the meaning
of the law, unless it can bo shown that
the principals conspired together prior '

lo the entry or entries of tho laud; that j

is to say ,lhat iu order to establish
a conspiracy it must be shown that cer-

tain persons have conspired prior to
tho performance of somo illegal act, to
do that illegal act; a conspiracy alleged
lo havo been entered into for the pur-

pose of doing an illegal act after that
act has, in fact, been committed, is. of
course, no conspiracy at all for the pur- - I

post mentioned; third, the application
of the statute of limitations is to be
determined by counting the time from
the first; overt act, and not 'from the
time when tho conspiracy or intention
to violate the 'law was formed.

Tho Supremo Court, of tlio United
States, in tho case of
Williamson of Oregon, upheld tho first
point; in .Judge Lewis's decision, aud
this was sufiicioul to knock out the
cases still pending, and to make it hope-

less to begin new cases on the old basis.
Tho probability is that the United
States Supremo Court would sustain
.liidgc Lewis on the oihor two poiuls
also.

The people of tho West have not boon
in sympathy with President Roosevelt's
land prosecutions, because they have
boon aware that thcso prosecutions
were neither entered upon nor prose-

cuted in good faith. They have seen
vexatious proceedings beguu against
certain persons who refused to bend Lli

knee to the President's whirn, whilo
others, and fur greater offenders, who
havo truckled to tho President, oseupod
without molestation. Tu fuel, they at
times havo seen the President rarigo
himself firmly and positively in the
most friendly relations with the great-
est offenders of all, while vindictively
urging on the prosecution of those who
wero not numbered among his favorites,
but who were far tho lesser transgress-
ors.

The people of Ur: West understand
fully that these prosecutions. havo been
political and personal, and not judicial.
That is the reason why the courts

to sustain them. Thoy aro not
brought on judicial grounds, but arc
brought in prejudice aud animus, and
with ulterior design. Consequently,
they arc glad to sec the court apply to
those suits the prin-
ciples of law and common sense. When-

ever the President gets ready to bring
genuine land-frau- suits, favoring no
offenders and opposing none; sustain-
ing honest and active officials and dis-

charging fakers and lickspittles;, ceas-
ing to mako t his use of the courts to
pursuo a vindieitivo and scurrilous
personal crusade against certain of his
politici'l enemies, there will be no dif-
ficulty in finding genuine cases of fraud.
But there is not likely to bo anything
of this sort, for the special Koosevell
friends have douo too much illegal
browsing for him to permit a free and
uncontrolled presentation of land
frauds. Tn the meantime, his spiteful
political and personal prosecutions aro
becoming n national scandal.
