Tli ink Farmers Should Hand in
Compromise With the Amer-

Rumors Ih.U arc going the- - rounds of
the East aro placing qnlie a different
light on the Utah smelting altualion. I-

Lake vulloy are not the only parties who
have a right to resort lo lesnl proceed-
ings to protect property rights. Thcso

''rumors are to the effect thnt one or moro
of the defendants to the fumoim smelter
smoke suits, now precluded from smelt-
ing ores according to tho decree of tho
court, have. or will havo in contempla-
tion .damage suits against the farmers
for tho loss sustained by them from the
Injunction suits.

The theory of these suits, so It la stated,-

-will bo that the farmers have stopped
all the smelters that were parties lo the
Injunction proceedings except the Ameri-
can Smelting and Refining company. The
hitter smelting company Is now work-
ing on oro by special agreement, which
It Is unlawful for other defendants to
treat. This hns the appearance of being
anything but equity, continues the report,
and other defendants that have been los-
ing by virtue- - of such preference and dis-
crimination arc now being damaged to
the extent of at least one million dollars
per month.

If these defendants conclude to bring
damnge suits against the farmer.', and In
case they win. smelters will then be able
to spring up on all sides, and thoac now
closed down will be enabled to continue,
for the agriculture interests will lose
practically everything In case Judgment
goes against them for tho enormous' loss
of the smelters.

linstern circles aro inclined lo believe
that the furmors exposed their hand
when they ullowed tho American com-
pany to continue according to the modl-ilo- d

decree, and this Is ono Item that Is
anticipated to be strong enough lo put
the damago pump handle. In other hands.
It Is certain that the smelters aro not
going to be worked as they haw been
without protecting their rights to Ihe full
extent of the law. and they have unlimit-
ed millions behind them to pat up a
mighty interesting legal fight.

period of depletion, arc gradually re-

suming their normal aspect. India and
China, who had suspended purchases
throughout the hlsh-prlce- d period, have
again become important buyers of refined
and manufactured copper." Total sup-
plies of copper from Europe from all
sources in the fortnight ended January
15 wove .'0,351 tons, indicating a total
