ELEVEN O'CLOCK TODAY

President Jacobson Presents
His Report of Company's

A Hairs for Past Year.

Monday afternoon thc stockholders of
the Columbus Consolidated Mining com-
pany met in the company's local ofilccfj
for tho purpose of holding the annual
mecLlng. A committee was appointed at
once to canvass the proxies present, and
as this necessitated much work, the
mooting was adjourned over until this
morning, when at 11 o'clock iho stock-
holders again will take up thc regular
matters before them.

President Tony Jacobson presented a
very Interesting roport to tho stockhold-
ers, admitting that conditions were not
as favorable as he desired, but with re-

assurances as to what the future con-
tained for this noted organization. The
company has been troubled, like all min-
ing organizations In tho State, by the
gront fall In motals, as shown by com-
parisons in this report. By this com-
parison It is shown that the Columbus
Consolidated company loses $15.25 per
Ion on Its shipping ores-b- virtue of tho
drop In metals. For this reason the
management hns closed down all work
on ore, and is keeping 35 men busy on
nothing but development work. The mill
also Is closed down, and thin programme
probably will bo carried out until there
Is such an Improvement In the mululs
that activity can be carried out.

During the last tlscnl year the com- -
pany shipped a total of 66S5.54 tons of
llrst-claa- a ore. of which amount practi-
cally all has been settled for. For this
oro was received $259,358.97, or an aver-
age of $38.77 per ton. Of milling oro there
were 10.50S.7 tons mined, for which was
received $89,770.40. In the year 2603 feet
of tunnels, drifts and crosscuts were
driven, there wore 371 feet of shaft work
and 413 feel of upraises accomplished.
This makes a total of 3120 feet of work.

Mr. Jacobson states that between the
200 nnd the 400-fo- levels there has
been such extensive faulting of the voins
that tho task of finding the chutes on the
400-fo- level has been a dlfllcult one.
and ono that has not been productive of
satisfactory results yet. But every en-

ergy Is now being applied to find this oro.
and he predicts that the management will
break Into it at almost any day. Prac-
tically all thc first-cla- ore on thc 200
and the 300 levels has been extracted,
but there Is a large amount of milling oro
left with which Is high-grad- e Inter-
mingled. The mill has been doing splen-
did work, concentrating 3.3 lon3 Into one.
and making a saving of S3 per cent of
the values.

Tho financial statement shows that the
total receipts for the year amounted to
S406.789.S8, and the total disbursements
were S562.526.0S. making a debit balance
at thc first of the calendar year of
$9S 11.21. This debit balance, however,
has been considerably reduced since Jan-
uary 1. The company during the year
paid a total of $212,623.50 in the form of
dividends.

Mr. Jacobson puts at rest all rumor to
thc effect that the Columbus Consoli-
dated company or Us officials are con-
templating a consolidation with other
companies up at. Alta. lie stated that
there Is no truth to these report, that
tho Columbus has an extensive territory
yet unexplored, and soveral years will
be required to explore this ground. He
suggests that thc programme of develop-
ment work to the exclusion of ore pro-
duction be adhered to until better metal
levels, and makes several valuable sug-
gestions regarding the proper steps to
open up ground yet remaining untouched
within this company's lines.

City. He says that mine operators In all
these districts have their plans well pre-
pared and are at the point of eroding
plants of a later and more economicaltype than' those operated by the trust.

"Secretary Callbreath says that during
the conference In Helena the Montana
mining men subscribed $100,000 to build
an Independent smelter on the

plan. Ho further explained that theoperators of Southern California have al-
ready planned that the operators of
Southern California have already gone so
far aa to purchase an old smelting plant
which will be rcmodolQd and enlarged
sufficiently to handle all the smelting of
that district. He also says that the Utah
mine owners and leasers, who will soon
control their own smelters, have practi-
cally reached an agreemont on liberalfreight rates with railroads running into
the mining districts of that State. The

Honed at Ogilon.

"Plans are under way to assemble theprincipal mining interests in Colorado In
the next few weeks, when tho first steps
