night, when lights went ont in tho
cell houses at the penitentiary, Sulli-
van rolled over on his cot with a short
"good night" to the guards.

Not a word of complaint or condemna-
tion had come from him. Ho had no
"kick" on tho trial to air to the guards.

Tet ,to the men who for two weeks
watched him daily as he sat through
tho case, it was only too evident that
ho was laboring under considerable ex-

citement and norvousncas when ho amo
into the courtroom at 4.14 o'clock Monday
afternoon and faced the Jury.

Hl3 faco was as expressionless ae ever,
but the Hush that usually mantles his
cheeks was gone, and In Its place was
a peculiar pallor.

1907, with Sullivan, and with whom he
spent the first day of his liberty.
