Evor sinco the successful prosecution
of th5 Chinese murder trials in Bos-

ton and Philadelphia there have been
rumors around Chinatown that some
member of the New York colony had
inspired tho evidence which resulted iu
the convictions. When the shooting
occurred toda' it became noised about
that Mow was one of tho men who had
been under suspicion in this connec-
tion.

Mow was walking down Mott street
when threo Chinamen coming in the
other direction blocked his wuy. Thero
was a sharp, short argument, tho flush
and report of a shot, and as Mow col-

lapsed and fell dead to tho sidewalk
the three assailants fled. Two of them
whirled around into Pell street, while
the third darted into a passageway
and was swallowed Up in tne hiveliko
tenement houses which cover tho block.

In the meantime Chinatown was in
a panic of excitement, aud it became
necessary to call out a big detail of ex-
tra police beforo anything like order
could be restored. A line of polico was
stretched arouud the entire district and
a house to house search for the mur-
derers was made. As a result of this
search. Moy Don Yuk and Wan Yon,
both of whom livo in Mott street, were
taken into custody.

ADMIRAL DEWEY MAY

WASHINGTON, March 27. Admiral
Dewey, it is understood, practically has
