that the verdict was obtained by any
unfair means or that the jury was im-
properly pitting as such follow that rec-
ommendation. The Supromo Court of this
State and the Supreme Court of the
United States, in n. caso appealed from
this State, have held that it would be
roverolblo for tho court to not instruct
the jury that It had a rifiht to return
thut kind of a" verdict.

They also ald in thai caso that the
defendant has a right to have such an
Instruction. to the jury. If it is a right
tho defendant hue, and it 1b a rirrht the
jurors havo to return such a verdict, and
unless thero Is some everscspplus nf all
rights the jury has that would warrant
the court in so acting, 1 bcllcvo it would
be the moral duty of tho court, to follow
tbat rccommuaJation. The Jury wa sent
out and instructed that it had a right
to return that iiind of a verdict, unci if
the court should arbitrarily net arlde
th:t after being: compelled to tell :he
Jury it had such a right, It would have
a tendency 10 ir.&ko a farces of the law.

The Secley Brothers and F. C.

Grundig Are Placed on

the Stand.

INTERESTING PHASES

OF THEIR TESTIMONY

Admissions Secured hy the Fed-

eral Attorneys Engaged in

JoHeph Sccley, Ornugo Scelcy and F.
C. Grundig cntbrtained Master in Chan-
cery Lewis Thursday in the conl land
hearings nt thovEcdoral building. These
gontlonicn uro a few of many witnesses
enllcd by tho Government wlio are con-
nected with tho alleged cash coal land
entry frauds. Tho Government tries to
mako each witness admit that ho has
been nothing moro thnn a dummy in
Iho hands of tho big coal companios.
Nearly all witnesses light shy oi mak-
ing tho actual admission, although they
have a nico long explanation to fit
around their individual cases to clear up
all difficulties that may proviouslj' have
been in tho minds of! the Fedoral

who havo brought tho witnesses
into tho hearing.

losoph Seelcy testified that ho had
sold lauds to tho Utah Fuel company
or tho Pleasant Valley Coal company.
Ho did not remember which. Anyway,
ho signed a deed in which the transfor
pneo was recorded as $3300. but ho had
roccived a chock for but $150.

Tho woman stationed nearest to her,
and suspected of being a spy. appeared
to bo a Jewess. She is about 38 years
old and weighs 155 pounds. Sho has rod
chocks, dark hair, medium complexion
and is rather stout.

THREATENS IB KILL

SEIFAHDCHILOREN

Mis. John Kooyman Creates a
Sensation in the Juvenile

Court.

TWO CHILDREN7 SENT
TO THE ORPHANS' HOME

Destitute Father Confesses That
He Is a Morphine

Fiend.

'Mrs. Gertrude Kooyman, wifo of the
notorious .Tohn, mother of six, demon-
strated to Judge Gowans in tho
.Juvenile court Thursday that although
sho lives in the squalor and fetid at-

mosphere of destitution, she in, ncvor-tholoss- ,

a mothor, with the germ of
maternal love anything "but moribund
in her. When the court ruled that
Mary, aged S, and Henry, 30 years
old, were to be taken from hor and
placed in tho State street orphans'
homo. Mrs. Kooyman broko forth into
a denunciation aud a fervent ploa for
mercy, which, though in virtually un-
intelligible Gorman, was eloquent and
lucid.

Mrs. Kooyman had sat through the
entire proceeding, which was cal- -

endarcd to pronounce .iudgmont on the
fitness of John Kooyman to havo the
caro and custody of his children, Boom-
ing to understand. When tho decree
of tho court was mado known, it was
iutornrctcd to Mrs. Kooyman by her
daughter, lleca, 10 years old. Crying
hysterically, and with hor arms

toward Judge Gowans, Mrs.
Kooyman shrieked:

"'Don't take my children from rue.
7. wish 1 never had como to this place.
Don't tako my hildren. I'll kill my-

self and theni too." Sho was flnally
quioted and taken from the courtroom
bv her husband's attorney, Joseph
Smith.

In the eaHe of llenrieka Kooyman,
17 3'cars- - old, a delinquent, the court
thought her sorvico was essential to
tho sustenance of the mothor, and con-

sented that she could remain at home,
provided she would not roam, the
streets at night.

Mary nnd Henrv Kooyman have been
takon to the orphans' "home until the
mothor can establish a home fit for
their oocupancy. Thoir expenses will
bo borne by "the count and Mrs.
Kooymnn will be aided in slartiug a
good home.

The irrepressible and spectacular
John Kooyman, ho with tho destructive
tendencies, did not appear in court.
Means will bo devised, however, to
see that ho docs not again appear at
the Kooj'man abodo to cause trouble.
A. divorce suit, Hied against Koo3rman
by his wifo, is now pending.

Caso of tho TTrhmans.
!A. man named TJhrinan, who clninis

to bo both a doctor and a carpentor,
and admits that he is addicted to tho
uso of morphine, appeared in court
with his two children, 5 and 6 years
old, respectively. The three aro desti
tulc. In course of his examination
Uhrman said he used morphine, and
that 25 cents worth of tllo drug usually
met with his needs for two days.

Upon the offer of tho county pauper
cleric to- - pay a month's rout for the
shelter of the TJhrmans, the man was
allowed to go, with the understanding
that ho would havo to find employ-
ment. Judge Gowana suggested that
he visit a doctor for aid to withstand
the ache for dope.
