BAMBERGER NOW AFTER

HEALY HVEI1E ROUTE

Persistent in Efl'ort to Get Tem-

porary Steam Franchise
in Ogden.

OGDEN, Juno 3. President Simon

Bamberger of tho Salt Lake & Osli
railway was In the city Wednesday on
business. He said ho was disappointed
when he found It impossible to maintain
tho schedule of excursions which ho an-
nounced some time ago from this city
over tho Salt Lake & Ogden railway, but
owing to tho heavy rains which washed
away a part of the roadbed In tho sand
ridge, it was Imposslhlo to get tho track
laid in time. Prosldont Bamberger, un-
daunted by tho action of tho City Coun-
cil In refusing to allow him tho use of
Lincoln avenue for trains to bo operated
under steam power, says now that ho
will potltion the Council next Monday-nigh- t

for permission to use stoam tem-
porarily on Uealy avenue. If this request
Is not denied, the line could be runHin-medlatcl- y

from Its present terminus to
Washington avenue between Thlrty-tlr- st

and Thirty-secon- d streets, thereby con-
necting with tho main line of tho Ogden
Rapid Transit company.

President Bamberger realizes that ."o
long as his road Is kept, out of the city,
tho traffic from Ogden to Salt Lako City
and Intermediate points will not pay tho
expense of Its maintenance. For this
reason he hopes that tho city will grant
him this privilege over llcnly avenue
temporarily until tho whole road can bo
electrified, when tho route over Lincoln
avenue will be used as first contem-
plated.

INTERVENTION COMPLAINT
TO OBSTRUCT JUDGMENT

The lumber company and Mr. WInslow
claim that on May 1G. 1006, they were
awarded judgment against tho Canyon
Sanitarium company for 51910.3S. and

2283.20 respectively, and that these Judg-
ments have not been yet settled, and
until final settlement is made, tho amount
claimed by J. II. Kurtz, trustee, bo de-
nied.

STARTLING FIGURES OF
GOLD FIELD'S WEALTH

GOLDFIELD, Nov., June 3 In an ad-

dress at tho Chamber of Commerce
luncheon today, J. P. Loflus, one of tho
biggest and most conservative mine own-
ers and operators In the district of Gold-fiel- d,

said that In tho four and a half
years since the district began to produce
it has produced $20,000,000 In gold, or
$4,300,000 annually. The Consolidated has
produced, of this total, 515,500.000, the
Florence $.1,000,000, and the Combination
Fraction $500,000. Tho dividends amount-
ed to 57,500.000. Tho ore reserves In tho
Consolidated now amount to 533,750,000.
At COO feet the Consolidated lias 20 feet
of ore, worth 550 a ton. There are now In
camp, completed and In course of con-
struction, seven mills, with a total ca-
pacity of 1,000 tons a day. Within five
mouths all the mills will be In operation.
Tho district Is oulputtlng a yearly pro-
duction of 510,000,000.

BIG BRIDGE BUILDER

IS CALLEDBY DEATH

Passing of Sir Gillespie Rcid
Removes Man Famous in In-

dustrial World.

MONTREAL, Juno 3. Sir Gillespie
Ifcid, railroad builder and capitalist,
died here today. Ho was a native of
Scotland, and wont in lSG to Australia,
where he ongagod in mining and publie
works. Six years later ho came to
America, taking up active work as a
railway and bridge builder.

One of his first undertakings was the
construction of tho International bridge
across the Niagura river, near Buffalo.
Later ho was in chargo of tho building
of the bridges botween Montreal and
Quebec on tho Montreal, Quebec & Ot-
tawa, now a part of tho Canadian Pa-cfi- c

systom. lu tho United States he
contracted for and built tho Colorndo
rivor bridgo at Austin, Tos.. in 1S30,
and all the iron and masonry bridges on
tho first 250 miles of tho Southern Pa-
cific railway west from San Antonio.
Tho International rnilway bridgo across
tho Tlio Grnndo was another of his un-
dertakings, and he also built the Dela-war- o

water gap bridge.
His Work ,a Monument.

Mr. Ttoid's greatest work of construc-
tion from tho physical standpoint was
on tho Canadian "Pacific railway north
of Lake Superior, which included a
tunnel 450 foot in length through solid
granite. Ho also built tho Lachine
bridge, three-quarter- s of a milo long
across tho St. Lawrence.

In 1S90 Mr. Uoid began the building
for the Newfoundland government, of
Hall's Bay railroad, and upon its com-
pletion in 1S90 ho took up the build-
ing of tho Western railway from Hall's
Bay to Port Au Basque, assuming its
operation when the work was completed.

Sir Iiobert was also largely interested
in Newfoundland coal land develop-
ments, lie has been called the "Great-
est Benefactor of Newfoundland."

. HONOR TO MEMORY OF ZOLA- -

PARTS, .Tunc 3. Preparations for the
interment tomorrow of the remains of
Emil Zola with full National honors in
tho Pantheon, the French Temple of
Fame, are now complete. The cerc-ino-

observed when the body of Victor Htico,
tho last great Frenchman to bo so hon-nore-

was transferred to the pantheon.
The "realization that Zola is being

glorified, not so much as a reward for
his prodigious activity in literature, nut
because he was the "first great leadpr
in the Dreyfus affair which routed tho
general staff of the army and forced
Franco to purge herself of the charge
of social injustice, has revived whatever
is left of tho old animosities that ton
years ago divided France into two
camps. This is apparcnt'f rom the man-
agement of the former
papers which today aro heaping insults
upon the memory of Zola as a traducer
of Franco in his novols, and crying that
the translation of his remains to tho
pantheon is a national disgrace. These
reactionary agencies plainly aro trying
to provoke anti-Zol- a manifestations for
tomorrow.

Tonight, in accordance with tho ar-
ranged programme, tho remains, which
have been lyin under a striking bust
of the novelist in the cometcry of Mont-martr-

were borno in a simple hearse,
followed by the Avidow and other mem- -

bers of the family and a few intimate
friends in carriages, to the pantheon,
where tho coffin was placed upon a
high catafalque erected in the middle
transept beneath a high cupola.

Thousands of persons who had assem-
bled around the pantheon raised cheers
and groans, tho cheers predominating,
as tho hearse passed, and an attempt
by a few rowdies to start a hostile
manifestation proved a failure.

During tho 4night the body will be
watched over by friends of the famous
writer, to prevent possible manifesta-
tions beforo the tomb. It has been de-
cided to close the pantheon after the
the conclusion of the ceremony tomor-
row, and to reopen it on Saturda' for
the admission of the public.

It demands a revision of tho tariff by the
next congress, affirms adherence to the
doctrine of state's rights and condemns
that of centralization; condemns the pres-
