Wet Blanket Thrown Over Pro-

posed Trip in Which
Politicians Figured.

WHY PROYO STATESMAN

DID NOT GO TO CHICAGO

Some Inside History Which Is
Unusually Interesting Just

at This Time.

" 'You can say to your candidate for
Governor that wo havo plouty of men
who can carry Utah. Whatwo want
ia a man who can carry Salt Lake
county. Further, wo do not propose
to havo tho Republican party in Utah
take tho United Status Senator and
tho Governor from the saruo town and
from tho eamo firm.'

"It was this statement, mado plain-
ly, boldly and coldly to an emissary
sent from Utah county to the band of
26, whoso headauurtorH aro in Zion,
that struck Huh! Iluhl Loose of Provo
like a wot blanket, caused tho cancel-
lation of an order for a privato car
from Snlt Lako to Chicago, caused tho
nominee of tho Chicago convention to
miss having tho Utah delegation call
upon him, and in fact upsot many plana
arranged for an outing," said tho
Prominent Politician to The Stroller on
Friday.

"This is tho real reason ' ho
continued, ''that tho Utah member of
tho Republican National committee
Bulked in his tout and absented himself
from tho meeting of tho National com-
mittee and tho Republican National
convention. One who is on tho insido
gave me this information.

Intended to Out a Swath.
"It appears that soon after tho

Stato convention had selected tho dele-
gates to tho Chicago convention ar-
rangements wero mado for a special
cur to carry the delegation to Chicago.
Thoy wore to travol in stylo and the
best that tho country afforded was none
too good for the party. Iu addition to
the regular delegation, there wero to
bo several invited guests, including
