BATTLE MOUNTAIN LS

HOME OP BIG MINES

That another ono of tho world's big
gold producors will shortly be hoard of
in tho vicinity of Battle Mountain ap-
pears certain from tho wonderful showing
that ls being found on the Independence
property, whicli Is located in the Pltts- -
nurg district, auout sixteen muos aumu-ea- st

of the town of Batllo Mountain, says
tho Battle Mountain Herald.

Recent prospoctlng on this ground has
shown some phenomenal values and new
ledges and ore shoots are being found al-

most dally. Tho main vein system of the
Independence property and also the T 111 I

Top group, which Joins the Independence
on tho north, occurs In a most favorable
formation, having a largo porphyry dike
on the oast and trending northerly and
southerly with the vein system, while on
tho west Ik a mixed formation of quart-zit-c

and rhyollte. Near the contact with
the porphyry the rhyollte seems to change
into quartz, and it Is here that tho best
values are found.. Tho Indopcndoiicc Is
located on a mountain 800 feet high. At
the foot of tills mountain Is the millslte.
whicli Is on a Hat at tho side of a small
gulch. A shaft has been sunk on the
main vein to a depth of seventy feet.
Neither hanging wall nor footwall has
been found and everything laken from the
shaft ls a high grade of free milling ore.
A drift has beon run at the bottom of tho
shaft for a distance of thirteen feet on
the vein, which gave an average value of
over ?50 per ton.

Numerous rich stringers have been
in tills shaft and a great deal

of "picture oro" has been taken there-
from, giving assays away up in the thou-
sands. About ten tons of sorted ore,
which is now In the ore bouse at the
shaft, will average better than $200 per
ton. The balance of tho ore from the
shaft (about 300 tons) will average about
$40 per ton. Tho vein here Is no doubt
a contact vein with a northerly and south-
erly trend. The formation of this vein
ls a much altered quartsite, while east of
the vein, and forming the footwall. Is a
strong porphyry dike. From this dike to
the shaft, measuring fifty feet, Is all vein
motter and pans free gold. Asnays taken
from this part gave an averago value of
SIC. SO per ton. All the values were In
gold with small traces of silver. It can
readily bo seen that all of this part of the
vein can be milled with good profits.

About 300 feet southwest of the seventy-foo- t
shaft and on the same elevation, a

vein four feet wide hns been crosscut sixty
feet deep by a 100-fo- tunnel. The aver-
age value of this vein is $10.60 per ton.
About 200 feet south of the shaft a huge
porphyry dike cuts tho vein system. The
dike Is over 300 feet wide and samples
taken every eight to ten feet the entire
width gave an average of ?3.S0 per ton.
Another vein eighteen Inches to two feet
W1UC, WHICH iia&iiyuu cou i;i luii, auu i mi-
lling more easterly and westerly than the
other two volns, has recently been discov-
ered, but no work has yet been done on
It. Ore has beon found 1000 feet south
of the seventy-foo- t shaft and on tho same
line of that vein, which assayed as high
as $300 per ton. Though very Utile work
lias been done on Jhis part of the prop-
erty, there Is no doubt but that good
ore" bodice will bo found here also.

Ono of the most Important strikes yet
made on the property was the finding' of
a two-fo- vein about 500 feet south of
tho shaft and a short distance from tho
big dike. This vein Is rich in free gold,
which can easily bo seen with the naked
eve. Recent assays here give returns of
from $100 to $250. The Independence prop-
erty is located about one mile and a half
west 'of the old Dean property, and a par-
ticularly pleasing featuro Is that the ores
arc almost Identical In formation and ap-
pearance. The high grade of tho ore and
the Immense bodies now In sight gives
c.ve.ry indication that the property will
son rank among the biggest producers iu
the entire slate.

some of the most prominent mining oper-
ators in the East, and an active campaign
of development and Installation of a com-
plete plant of machinery and mill will be
commenced Immediately.

HISTORY OF PHOSPHATE
MIXING OF COUNTRY.

Phosphate mining began In the United
Slates in 1S6S. In South Carolina, with
a production of 12,262 tons of crude rock.
The existence of the rock had been
known since 1S37, but the possibilities of
its commercial use wore not recomized
until 1S53, According to Otto A. Moses,
"in 1859 Professor Shopard and Colonel

I L. M. Hatch suggested the utilization of
phosphatic marls n' the manufacture of
commercial fertilizers, and started a fac-
tory at or near Charleston, which was.
however, soon abandoned. Remains of
their eompoHt heap were utilized by
neighboring fanners with good effect long
after tho war. At the close of the war
Dr.lN. A. Pratt, formerly connected with
the niter bureau of the confederacy, vls- -
ited Charleston with tho object of starting
sulphuric acid chambers. About this
time Dr. St. John Puvenel. of Charles-
ton, who had mined marl extensively at
Stoneys Landing, on Cooper river, for
the manufacture of cements, noticed tho
nodules, analyzed somo of them, and
found them to contain much phosphate
of lime. He bceamo engaged soon after
in the manufacture of commercial fer-
tilizers from foreign phosphate rocks.
Then followed the discovery fin August,
1S07) which has been of such vital Im-
portance to agriculture and the prosperity
of South Carolina. Pratt and Holmes
(Charleston Mining Co.), Ravencl and
Dukes (Wando Co.). then located terri-
tory. The value of tho deposits became
known; other valuable beds wero discov-
ered, and many persons and considerable
capital were soon employod In developing
the new Industry by mining tho crude
rock and e.xprrtlng or manufacturing It
on the spot into superphosphates. Later
on, the beds of many navigable streams
were found to be largely paved with the
valuable substances." Mining Science.

UTAH HIGH UP IN

LIST OF PRODUCERS

Growing Uses of Substance Givo

Impetus to Mining in
All States.

Tho controversy
the United States and Venezuela,

in which the great Trinidad asphalt con-

cession has figured prominently, has per-

haps created tho Impression that this
country Is wholly dependent on that fa-

mous bitumen lake for its supply of as-

phalt. It ls true that we buy abroad
largo quantities of this paving material,
and that moro than half of tho Imports
now come from the Island of Trinidad,
but our own production greatly exceeds
the total Imports, and although tho in-

crease In our cpnsumptlon of the material
Is rapid, the growth In the proportion of
homo production over importations is
even moro marked. In 1007 tho United
States produced 223,000 tons of asphalt,
valued at $2,S26,000, against imports of
160.000 tons, valued at $643,000. Four
vears ago the total production and lmpor- -
?ntinis of the United States amounted
to but 210,000 tons; In 1907 the total of
production and Imports amounted to 3S3,-0-

tons, showing an Increased use of
over 150,000 tons. In 1S87 only 4000 tons
wore produced In the United btates, and
In 1S97 lc.'is than 76,000 tons.

Deposits of the various forms of as-
phalt are found In Kentucky, Oklahoma,
Utah. California, Texas. Wyoming, Kan-
sas, Missouri and West Virginia. The
location, character and general features
of these deposits arc described In an ad-

vance chapter from Mineral Resources of
the United States, calendar year 1907, on
the production of asphalt and bituminous
rock, by J. A. Taff. now ready for free
distribution by the United States Geo-
logical survey.

Although asphalt is used chiefly in
street paving, it Is also applied to many
other purposes, such as for waterproofing
metals, papers and fabrics, for preserv-
ing wood, in brlquctting and in concrete
construction.

Tho hardest test of asphalt manufac-
ture is said to be in providing pavement
for a climate having extreme variations
In temperature. If made of a conslst-ehe- v

to withstand great heat in summer
without melting or becoming so soft as
to be useless. It Is likely to becomo ex-

tremely brittle In freezing weather and
to chip and crack. Thus in the Philip-
pines or other tropical climates, where
tho sun heat may be Intense, but where
the cold need not be considered, asphalt
pavement can bo made which will stand
climatic conditions and endure wear hot-
ter than In many temperate climates,
such, for Instance, as that of WasiKng- -

In connection with paving or rather
"good-road- work, an Interesting use Is
being made of tho asphalt residuum of
petroleums whoso base Is asphalt, In-

cluding most of the oils of tho far west.
Some of tho California and Texas oils,
which carry a very large proportion of
asphalt as much us 35 per cent when
sprinkled on road surfaces, mako Ideal
"good roads." In southern California,
particulars, thousands of miles of heavy,
sandv roads, over which It was formerly
Impossible to trot a horse hitched' lo a
light buggy, have been rendered solid
and speedv by a single sprinkling of oil,
and the houses along the roadside have
been freed from the blowing sand and
dust which Is,- - along natural roads, a
groat discomfort to Ihe Inhabitants of
arid or semi-ari- d regions. The eastern
petroleums, which have a paraffin ba6C,
ran not he satlsfactorilv used for this
purpose. These heavy oils of the south-
west arc less expensive than the best
eastern oils, and ft may be possible and
desirable lo use them for the Improve-
ment of somo custom roads.

NATIONAL LEAD BUSINESS
IS CLOSE TO NORMAL

In the first six "months of tho current
year-r- or slnco January 1 tho volume of
business which the National Lead com-
pany has booked was 99 per cent of that
in the corresponding period of 1907. Jan-
uary and February were poor montfes,
but tho succeeding four showed a phe-
nomenal Improvement. The National
Lead company puts on the market ten
or more different commodities, but the
main product is white lead. The com-
pany ls tho world's largest consumer or
pig "lead. It consumes each year at leust
double the amount of the next largest
user. This year there has been an enor-
mous demand for white lead and oil. In
whicli the National compuny has done the
largest business In Its history. The
heavy demand is due .for tho most part,
to the closing down of many factories,
the managements of which took advan-
tage of the depression to repair and
paint their establishments following a pe-

riod of several years of unceasing ac-
tivity.

In other lines the company's business
has shown a heavy falling-of- f as com-
pared witli the same six months of last
year. Red lead, for instance, which comes
Into prominent play In structural stool
work, has dropped off in volume consid-
erably, owing to cessation of brldge-bulldln- g

and other heavy iron work. Dur-
ing the recent depression, when other
manufactories were closing down entirely
or running their plants on part tlmo
only, the National Lead company opor-ate- d

Its largest plants on comparatively
full time. For a period of thrco weeks
only, the last two In December and the
first in January accord liig to its usual
custom the company shut down to per-
mit of stock-takin- g. New orders now
coming In arc pretty evenly distributed,
although thoee from New England are
slightly In the lead, while the Chicago
and St. Louis sections aro not far d.

The company has about 5600 stock-
holders, and of these some 1000 aro hold-
ers of the preferred shares. There are
no large expenditures In contemplation
during the current year, either for im-
provements or additions. Boston News
Buroau.
