PROF. CLOYO ILL

FIGHT Fll POSITION

High School Principal Returns
and Denies Charges Made

Against Him.

Special to Tho Tribune.
OGDEN, Aug. 3. That David E.

Cloycl, principal of tho Ogden high school,
will vigorously resist any attempt mado
by the board of education to remove him
from tho position without first allowing
him the prlvllcgo of a hearing, was mado
plainly evident in an interview furnished
Tho Tribune Sunday.

Mr. Cloyd and his family returned from
Fish Haven, Idaho, Saturday night, af-

ter spending a brief vacation. Tho first
Intimation, ho says, that ho received of
his dismissal was through tho newspapers
Sunday morning, and no official com-

munication has as yet been received by
him from any member of the school board
In regard to his discharge, notwithstand-
ing tne reports to this effect.

Professor Cloyd appears to bo deeply
grieved over the action of the board In
regard to the charges, and declares that
he has been unjustly dealt with during
his absence from tho city. The charges,
he says, avo positively without founda-
tion. Regarding his dealings with the
architect, he had this to say;

"Mi- - 1nnllnic: with rnrfnln nrrhltpcts
regarding suggestions from me for tho
plana of tho new high school building
wero done openly and without any pt

to maintain secrecy; In fact, tho
first suggestion made to mo to assist tho
architects of this city with such Ideas
as I might have had In the construction
of a new building were mado at the spe-
cial solicitation of Superintendent Will-
iam Allison, who called at my office, in
company with an architect, and re-

quested that I furnish what assistance
posslblo In the matter of plans.

Regarding the Issuance of the certifi-
cates of credit to Dr. J, W. PIdcock.
Professor Cloyd denies tho statement of
Superintendent Allison point blank, his
statement being the same made In the
open letter published several days ago.

As one of the members of the board
of education Is now out of tho city, It
Is possible, thai should a hearing be
granted Professor Cloyd. the matter will
be delayed for several days.

TRICK OF NEGR0S BANDIT
ON SUPERSTITIOUS PERSONS

A war of extermination against the
bandits In the Island of Negros, In the
Philippines, with the killing of several
hundred natives, Is tho prediction of Rev.
Harry Mnxfleld, missionary of tho Taber-
nacle Baptist church to that Island, who
Is now at homo in Seattle' on a furlough.
Press dltpatches of last week told of tho
killing of W. R. Walcely, a school toacher
friend of tho missionary; H. D. Everett,
a government forester, and four natives.

"Tho bandits of this Island gave tho
Spaniards trouble for eight years, and It
was only a year ago that our troops
wiped out the leader and broke up the
band," said the Rov. Mr. Maxfleld to a
Post Intelligencer reporter. "Tho leader
of tho band was an oxdrlvor named Dlo-nlc- l,

who was oppressed by tho Spaniards
In 1S90 and fled to the hills, whore ho
quickly gathered a band around him.
This band he later Increased to several
hundred men. In 1900 ho could muster
2000 men.

"Ho found that It was difficult to
govern such a largo band of wild and
unruly spirits and so manufactured a
scheme of worship. He dressed one of
his lieutenants In a black suit, put a
mosquito not over him and between the
mosquito not and tho suit placed thou-
sands of hugo fireflies.

"Then he manufactured a mechanical
device to slldo up and down, by which
this man slid down during tho night, malt-
ing it appear as though he camo from
the heavens, and as though ho wero
clothed In fire. The bandits thought ho
was tho Lord, and when ho epoko every
one groveled on tho ground. Tho manu-
factured lord then appointed Dlonlcl his
mountain pope and called him Papa Yslo.

"After that the bandits, who wero very
superstitious, obeyed every command.
Every time they began to forget their
obedience Ynconlos. tho manufactured
god. would appear and frighten them
ngaln. Finally they were stirred up to
such a fanatic frenzy that they would do
anything for tho pope. In a battle with
Spanish troops In 1S96 200 soldiers were
killed. When tho Americans took the isl-

ands. Papa Yslo was at his height, but
tho troops drove him into thn mountains.
Later the troops wero recalled from the
Island and tho native scouts loft In
charge."
