General Manager Colin Mcintosh of
the Ohio Copper company stated yes-- 1

onlay that lie was cmployiug a forco
of about twenl3' men Hi tho process of
petting if? .Mascot tunnel into ship-
shape for the ha nl work ahead. This
tunnel has becu sent into tho propos-
al Bingham somo 12,600 feet, and its
present face is about 000 feet removed
yet from tho point where the tunnel is
to meet Ihc incline from tho upper
levols. The work of making tiieso con-
nections is of tremendous importance
to the Ohio Coppor company, lor until
that time thero can bo no economical
extraction of tho available resources.
And when the work planned is com-
pleted, this tunnel will provido the.

which all the Ohio ores are
lo come to tho mill and market.

Tho tunnel hns not been under de-
velopment for several months, pending
the financing of tho Ohio Copper or-
ganization, a matter that recently was
rounded out satisfactorily in tho East.
Thero is much to 'bo douo before tho
force of miners can bo increased to
push this tunnel ahead, the air con-
nections aro to bo brought to a bettor
shape, new rails aro being laid and bet-
ter drauiago facilities arc being per-
fected. This work has not taken long
but it, was thought better to completo
it before going ahead with tho main
task.

In tho upper Iovols of tho Ohio Cop-
per property, whoro the major portion
of tho development work was accom-
plished a year or more ago, no effort
is being expended for several reasons,
tho best one being that there aro sovcr-a- l

years' oro supply now in available
form, and it would be useless fo con-tinu-

development work now for tho
reason that there is not an inch of room
in tho canyon for storing the resources
pending the completion of tho mill. "All
euergy, therefore, will be expended on
sending in tho tunnel, and in bringing
down tho incline tho 720 feet which
scpurato tho bottom of tho upper levels
from tho point where connections
mately aro to bo made. This 720 feet
is almost certain to be oro all tho way,
so additional resources of great value
are bound to bo brought to light du-
ring this work of tho next few months.

At tho mill tho management is
awaiting tho arrival of much needed
oquipmont, and tho work will bo so
timed that by the date tho tunnel is
connected and ready to bring ont the
ores, tho mill will bo in readiness to
receive them.
