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WEEK OF UNCERTAINTY

II THE STOCK MARKET

Conclusion Reached That Spec-

ulative Advance in Securi-

ties Was Pushed Too Far.

NEW YOEK, Aug. 36. Without any
marked change in conditions bearing on
values, tho action of the securities mar-
ket last week rcfloctod a degroo of un-
certainty over the speculative market.
This was largely due to a confusion of
opinion as to the further intentions of
the powerful group of capitalists who
have been credited with the activq lea-
dership of the campaign for higher
prices of securities.

There has grown up a feeling that
the rise has proceeded to a point far
in advance of the level of values repre-
sentative of .the actual improvement in
business and industrial conditions based
on confidence in the continuance of tho
improvement in general conditions to a
point commensurate with tho enhance-
ment of securities values.

Unsettling Features.
Evidcnco of selling to realize specu-

lative profit and a resort to some sen-
sational advertising methods to attract
an outsidu demand for stocks have
proved the most serious unsettling fac-
tors and have induced a feeling of sus-
picion that distribution of speculative
holdings was being attempted. At the
same time thero lias been so moderate
an incursion of birying ordors from the
general speculative" public that tlie

of any effective distribu-
tion is much doubted. The maintained
case of the money situation and tho
prospects of its continuance promises
freedom from embarassment in secur-
ing banking resources to maintain the
position. With the period of unusual
demand for the interior for the money
to move the crops, tho demand for
money has proved so moderate so far
as to leave tho balances of gains still
in favor of Xow York. The assump-
tion is drawn that less than the usual
volume of currency will be withdrawn
from Is'ow York this year. In addi-
tion no doubt is entertained that a call
could be made on foreign money mar-
kets for relief in caso of need, the con-
tinued shrinkage in tho country's im-
ports so far overlapping the decline in
exports ns to leave an increasing trade
balance in favor of the United States
3'ct to be liquidated.

$50,000 A TRIP TO

Of importance not secondary to safe-ty- ,

convenience and sanitary conditions
in travel by sea is the food supply of
the modern ocean hotel. Every item in

the gastronomic list from a little neck
clam to a hot tamalc must bo on hand
ready to bo served if ordered.

Tho introduciton of tho a la carte
system of dining on steamships of the
present is responsible for the ex-

traordinary demands for luxuries at
sea. Travelers aro no longer compelled

to sit through a tablo d'hote meal.
Thero is no restriction on appetite or
purse.

On the German Atlantic hotels the
traveler ma now order trout or tench
fresh from an aerated reservoir.

Leaving out the consideration of spe-

cial restaurants on the top decks, in
the dining room, without extra charge,
any dainty appetite or mere caprice
may desire is immediately produced.

Onlv tho most experienced buyers are
entrusted with the business of selecting
and ordering supplies for big ships,
which is a line of wholesale catering
difforing from buying in large quanti-
ties for hotels and restaurants on shore.
Stewards on land can purchase from
day to dav or send outside. The buyor
for a vessel must lay in for the trip at
leapt, although as a rule supplies aro
bought for the voyage or round trip.
In the case of the sea hotel, nftor leav-
ing port there is no turning back for
"eomothing forgotten."

76.623 bottles of sterilized milk and
200.000 pounds of sugar was consumed.
Of vegetables 246,231 bushels of pota-
toes were peeled, or 20.000,000 pounds;

coffoe. 740.976 pounds of tea, 65,267
pounds of chocolate and cocoa. 1,205.964
pounds of butter and 812,724 pounds of
gait .

More than 1,500,000 lemons and near-
