One af the strangest sights that oor
strecte hate ever presented will be seen
on the mormng thai Buffalo Bill's Wild
West show appears in this eity The
enging and ears whinh will be used in
the produetion of “*The Grest 1rain
Holdup ™" will be fakgn through the
strerts from the rajlroad train to the
exlitbition grounds wnder the engine’s
OWn powaoer.

The teain will be escorted by the
original bandit-hunters, some of whom
participased in the very train holdup at
Wileox, Wryo., upon which Buaffalo
Bill"s present production is based. Tu
plauning For **The Great Holdup,'' the
mansgoment experienced great  diff:
culty in providing for an engine, ns it
wonld be quite impossible to traonsport
a real locomotive from town to town
anid use it in the cxhibition. It is a
peculine fael in presenting a4 seene
typital of the primitive West that the
Iatest invention of modern civilization
waa ecalled upon to solve n difficult
problem. An electrie dray, used origi
nally in  transporting  merchandise
through the city streets, was called in-
to requisition, as the basia for Buffalo
Bill’s mimic locomotive. The wheels
of the truck, reconstructed to suit the
purpoze, form what are the driving
wheelzs of the real lacomotive. Upon
this basis a superstructure wss ercetod
in imitation of a practical locomotive.

The inventive ingenuity of the Yan
kee provided the eugine with an apphi-
ance which emifs black smoke with
the loud puffing neise of a real engine
There s o whistle and a bell, an elee-
trie headlight of great power, and the
engineer, seated in the eab, operates
tho engine and all of 1ts appliances after
the same manner that the ratirond en-
gineer controls his aron-horse It ean

readily be imagned that this imitation
locomotive, drawing itz cars, escorted by |

In eompany of sheriffz, TUnited States
marshals and bandit-hunters, assembled
in the West, will present an unusanl
sight, surpassing us 8 novelty in street
pageants anvthing ever provided by any
exhibition in this or any other foun-
try.
