Tho?e who have
visited th underground workings of the
Sioux lately say Hie showing Is Immonse,
tho ore being clean, rich and highly de-
sirable to Iho average smelting organisa-
tion. It is not known whether the Sioux
will ship to the Tinllc or the Salt Lake
smelters.
