Sho was
elected city treasurer on tho Demo-

cratic ticket at tho election in 1S9, and
sorved with houcstv and fidelity while
occupying that position. She has been
for a number of years president of tho
North Ward Belief society and has
been a faithful church worker during
her life. Sho lost ono son, David, in tho
Scofield disaster a fow years ago, and
leaves four daughters and three sons
to mourn her loss, all of whom were
at her bedsido when sho died.

A largo and impressivo funeral
service was hold at the North ward
meeting house, the speakers dwelling
principally on tho beauties of a woll-spo-

life. The speakers wero Thomas
West and President Lund.

Tho passing away of Candaco Wilcox
leaves a vacant placo in this community
which it i3 no easy matter to fill, and
she will bo missed by many outside of
her own relatives.

This lovablo woman has gone to her
happy homo beyond tho skies. Sho
lived a lifo of unselfish devotion, dedi-
