AEROPLANE ACCIDENT

Signal Oflieers Make Official Iu- -

"qui 17 Into Tragedy at
Fori Myer.
- ,

WASHINGTON. Sopt. IS. Fort Myor.
Ibo scene of yesterday's aeropla.no r,

which resulted In tho death of
Llout. Thomas E. Selftidgo of tbc sig-

nal corp.--., and serious Injury of Orvillc
Wright, presented a choerles3 uspect to-

day.
Lieutenant Selfridgc's body wan today

removed from the hospital at Fqrt Mycr
to an undertaker's, where it will remain
until the arrival of the young officer's
father, who wired today from San Fran-
cisco that he would Wed to have his son
buried In either Arlington or West Point
cemetery. The funeral arrangements
havo not been made, but a military fu-

neral will bs held.
Prof. Alexander Graham Bell will come

from Nova Scotia to attend the funeral.
Miss Catherine Wright, sister of tho

Injured aeroplnnlst. arrived hero from
Dayton. O., this afternoon and, accom-
panied by Charles IX. Flint, the Wright
brothers financial agent, visited ncr
brother at the hospital.

Official Investigation.
Maj. Goorge O. Squler, acting chief

signal officer of the army, .this morning
convened the board of signal officers for
the purpose, of making an official Inquiry
Into the death of lieutenant Selfrldgo.
Maj. Charles Muck Sallsman acted as
chairman and Capt. Charles S. Wallace
and Lieut. Frank P. Lahm wero the oth-
er members present. Lieutenant Sweet
of tho navy and Lieut. Richard Creccy
of tho marine corps, detailed to Fort
Myor aeronautical tests, asslstod the
board In Its work.

The wreckage of the aeroplane had
Been placed Iu the aoroplano shop last
night, and tho memhers of the board, ac-
companied by Octave Chanule and Prof.
Albert Zahm of tho Catholic university,
both of whom are authorities on aero-
naut Ism, Inspected the tangled mass.

Major Squler reviewed tho findings of
tho court after the meeting, which was
In the naturo of a eoronor's hearing.

The finding of the board of Inquiry
was .

"The board finds that tho accident was
due lo the accidental breaking of a pro-- r
pellet-- blade and a consequent unavold-los- s

of control, which resulted In
tho machine falling to the ground from
a holght of about syventy-tlv- c feet.

Verdict of Board.
"Tho board finds that First Lieutenant

Selfrldgo, First Field artllkry. accompa-
nied Mr. Wright by authority on the aero-
plane lor tho purposif of officially receiv-
ing Instructions, and received injuries by
the falllm; of tho machine which resulted
in his death."

The signal corps will proceed with Its
aeronautical work pud It Is understood
Ine Wright brothers will be permitted to
make their official trials whenever they
are ready without, endangering their
chance of receiving the contract price of
$2ri,000 for their aeroplane,

Wright Makos Statement.
Mr. Wright :ald today:
"Tho machino was already recovering

Its balance when It struck and T am sure
If wo bad been twenty-fiv- o feet further
up we would have landed on the skids
without Fcrlous damns'1."

Speakln'.' for Mr. Wright, Mr. Taylor,
his assistant. Inter said:

"The accident was caused by an ex-
traordinary vibration of one of the wires
running from the main planes to the up-
per steel fitting of the rudder. This vi-

bration wn3 so great that It got In range
of tho propeller and was struck by tho
blade, cutting a deep gash In the edgo
of the propeller blade. This caused tho
blado to break. The. other blade of tho
propeller Hew around and In turn struck
the samo wire, breaking It. This made
Mr. Wright lose control of tho planes.
Shutting off power to stop tho remaining
propeller, which tended to swing the ma-
chino In n circular direction toward tho
left, he steadied tho machino somewhat,
but tho distance to the ground was not
groat enough to restore the equilibrium."

Numerous telegrams of sympathy woro
received at I'orL Meyer hospital today,
but they were withheld from Mr. Wright.

Churchman. Mr. Taft returned to the
residence of C. P. Taft to continue work
on his speeches.

Senator Dick Calls.
Senator Fo raker and Senator Dick

lunched together at the Sinton hotel
and let it be known that they intended
calling on Mr. Tnft thereafter. Sen-
ator Dick went lo the Taft residence
later and made a short call on tho can-
didate.
