Requisition papers for the return of
the prisoner to California wero secured
and signed by the officers and Cov.
Campbell. Hatfield, or Dunham, has
an attorney who is trying hard to find
evidence upon which to fight the re-
turn of his client, but so far has been
unable to produce a singlo man who
know tho man previous to his having
como to Sherman.

Dunham killed his wife, his wife's
parents, a woman employed in the
household and two men, twelve yean?
ago, in San Jose. Ho escaped and had
not been heard of since. JIatfield camo
to this part of the eountry three
months ago and married a rich widow,
fivo days after coming here. He stout-
ly denies that ho has ever been in Cali-
fornia.

PARIS. Sept. 27. The appeal of the
butcher Levy against the sentence passed
upon him on April 1C for supplying rot-
ten meat to the army has been decided at
Doual. The man was sentenced to eight
months' Imprisonment, and to pay a lino
of ?100 and $G00 damages. Tho commis-
sion appointed to consider the question of
army cooking and to draw up menus and
recipes has already produced some appe-
tizing results.

Tho charter constituting tho depart-
ment bears the signatures of Napoleon I.
of the High Chancellor Cambraccres, of
the High Judgo Robnief and of the sec-
retary of state, Hagues D. Maret, and Ar-
ticle 4 reserves a high distinction for tho
chief town, for it decroes that Montauban
shall be one "of tho sixty good towns, the
mayors of which will assist at the cor-
onation of tho emperor."

An order has now been made forbidding
tho Montalbanais to clto or refer to the
charter, on the ground that it bears tho
signature of a monarch euphemistically
referred to In tho order as the "chief of
tho State."

If he cares for bird and flower he will
care for you." but moro to point to the
one vital thing In which man should find
God.

Jesus did not seek to take away the
value of any gift of God to man.

He did, however, seek to havo us wlso
enough to set things In their proper
place, and recognizing tho temporal and
eternal, to give tlicrn their place accord-
ingly.

V
see. too, that the source of rectifying
must be deeper ami higher than man.

Christ challenged all remedial and re-

formatory agency In this assertion, that
if n man found his righteousness and his
liolv kingship lifo should have all things
and be complete. And that the ate litis
been wrong and .lesua right Is attested
by the age's fn Hiiro to reach what at his
sought and men's success In finding whnt
they havo needed In finding the kingdom.
Not onlv the problem of contentment but
all problems lie within the arc of this
truth.

Beyond the Important business of life s
lightness In subjection to him. beyond
the personal salvation, there Is the field
of service which God would have us en-

ter, expressing the life of the kingdom in
social ministry nnd uplift.

And as Important to us In the field
of service ns that of salvation It Is to
havo first the kingdom. Tho man la
foolish who thinks the Ideals of Jesus
can be realized apart fr.om his life, his
kingdom.

All effort to make life right apart from
the power of his life Is as fruitless as to
attempt the emptying of the sea with all
the pumps in the world. Tho restriction
and regulation of evil Is a social neces-
sity. Reform that dallies with social can-
cers seems once in a while to be essen-
tial. But the dreams of men for. social
righteousness and purity, for the build-
ing of cities of God in the waste places
of the earth, theso shall never be re-

alized apart from that life and righteous
ness which are only of Jesus's klngdou .

INTERESTING LETTER COMES FROM
FAR ACROSS THE DEEP BLUE SEA

i

DUBLIN, Sept. 27. A return from

Dublin castle with regard to cattle-drivin- g

and other symptoms of disorder
which occurred in Ireland during the
first six months of 190S was issued this
week as a White-paper- . The return
shows that dlS cases of cattle-drivin- g

look place during tho period, while there
wero 70 cases of firing into houses and
at persons. Tho cases of serious boy-

cotting increased from 5 at tho begin-
ning to 16 at the conclusion, while the
total of partial boycotting cases in-

creased by 1, from 9 to 10. Ninety-eigh- t

prosecutions took placo during the
six months for one or the other of tho
offenses referred to. In 13 cases a con-

viction took place, and in 53 tho chargo
was dismissed. Eight hundred and o

persons wore bound over to keep
the peace in connection with tho
charges. In the six months 25S claims
or malicious injur' were granted, and
tho amount awarded was $50,S90. Ninety-t-

hree claims wore rejected. Tn 10
cases an appeal against tho award was
mado.

An eviction has been carriod out on
Lord Ashtown's property at Skehanagh
South, near New Inn, Count- - Galwaj.
Tho tenant who was ejected was Wil-
liam Earl, who hold a farm containing
eight acres. Ue had "been in arrears
for a considerable period. As it was
believed that Earl and his family would
offer resistance, a largo force of police
was present to protect the sheriff's off-
icers. Very few peoplo had assembled
when the party arrived at the house,
the door and windows of which had
been barricaded. The sheriff's represent-
ative, on demanding possession, was in-

formed by the tenant from onc of the
windows that there was no intention of
surrendering, and one of his sons dashed
a can of hot water in the bailiff's face.
The latter and his assistant thereupon
began to ply crowbars against the door,
which withstood their efforts for a con-
siderable time. At intervals cans of
hot water wero thrown upon them, but
eventually the door fell in. and Earl
and his sons left the houso. The various
articles within wero removed, and the
sheriff took possession of tho premises
for Lord Ashton. A small crowd which
had assembled jeered tho sheriff's off-

icers, but showed no unfriendliness to the
police.

Tumult and Blot.
Scenes of tumult and riot character-

ized a meeting held at Kildorrcry,
County Cork, a few days ago. tho pur-
pose of which was to support tho tenants
on the Greehan estate in connection
with its sale, which is being negotiated.
From the outset interruptions wero
moro or less continuous, and the speak- -

ers wero unable lo make themselves
heard. Several scuffles took place, and
a number of persons came into violent
collision. Wliilo .T. Roche. L P., was
speaking, Mr. Cullinan. M. P.. rushed
into the opposing crowds and backed a
horse and car among them. Tho occu-
pant of tho vehicle, however, was pulled
out and roughly handled, tho car was
overturned, and in tho ensuing melee
Mr. Cullinan was assaulted. Something
in the naturo of a f.roo fight took placo
between the police and public.

An exciting scouc, accompanied by
personal violence to several members'
of the Irish Parliamentary party, also
occurred at Newcastle West, at a meet-
ing held under tho auspices of the
Irish National league in connection
with the sale of the estate of the Earl
of Devon, over which thero has been
great friction between the town and
country tenants on the estate. A forco
of sixty constabulary, in charge of Dis-

trict Tnspoclor O'Bcirue. was drafted
into tho town. There was a large crowd
in the square, and a temporary plat- -

form of planks ou porter barrels had
been erected. Shortly before tho hour
announced for tho ihccting a number
of men, armed with sticks, arrived on
cars from the- - direction of Tournaful-lan- .

and. taking possession of the plat-
form, set about demolishing the struc-
ture, giving vent the while to eulo-
gistic observations in favor of Mr.
O'Brien, M. P., who. it was staled, did
not favor the holding of the meeting.

Roughly Handled.
While this was going on. Messrs.

Gwynn, Kettle and Joyce, M. P. 's.
walked toward the platform, and when
Mr. Kettle attempted to intorfcre, a
number of men rushed at him with
their Bticks and - threw- - him violently

to tho ground in the midst of tho
strewn timber, lie was cut in the face
and kicked, and would have sustained
a nasty kick on the head but for Mr.
John Coleman coming to his rescue,
Meantime. Mr. Gwynn, M. P., tried to
address Mr. Kettle's assailants, but he
also was assaulted. Mr. Joyce, M. P.,
thereupon callod on somo Abbey ij

who had traveled over from
Limerick, to come to the rescue. They
pluckily responded, and beat back tho
wreckers.

Mr. Joj'cc, in the scuffle, was Btruck
on the head with a Btick, and sustained
a deep scalp wound, for which he was
subsequently treated. Mr. Lundon,
M. P., who was also present, was with
difficulty prevented from joining in
the fray, and the police, some armed
with rifles and the majority having
their batons, closed around. Mr. Flav-
in, M. P., was also struck on tho head,
and when Mr. Gwynn reappeared, after
he and Mr. Kettle had been assaulted,
tho police formed a cordon around the
platform, and the fighting was con-
tinued on the fringes of tho big crowd
in the square, which had practically re-
mained neutral throughout the proceed-
ings.

Meeting Opens.
Subsequently the meeting was be-

gun, Mr. Raymond K. Shcehy presid-
ing. Mr. Kettle indignantly alluded to
tho treatment ho and his fellow-member- s

had recoived. Tie was there on a
ruined platform1 and he asked where
was Mr. O'Brien; whero wero the
"white flaggers" from Cork; whore
wero the gentlemen who had got for
the landlords seven .years' more pur-
chase for their lands than was paid
formerly? He came fully convinced
that Ireland was amply fitted for homo
rule, but after what he had seen ho
was asking himself, was it worth the
sacrifice and labor that had been made
for it? lie would wonder whether the
element of blaclcgunrdism could terror-
ize and put down tho element of rea-
son. Ho wanted home rule to be a rule
of reason and argument.

Tho United Irish league called a meet-
ing last Sundav in the village of "Rath-cer- o,

County Meath, near the grass
lands of Dr. Dyas. An agitation had
been carried on for some mouths with
tho object of having these lands dis-
tributed among small holders. The
speakers who were announced for the
meeting were Mr. Sheehy. M. P.&'nnd
Denis Johnston. On Saturday' night the
police served notice on the promoters
of the meeting that it would not be al-

lowed lo be held within a mile and a
half of the village. On Sunday sixty
policemen wero brought into the village
and stopped the erection of a platform
in the square. When Mr. Johnston ar-
rived there were only a few peoplo pres-
ent, and after waiting for a short time
he drove to Timahoe, a village, twelvo
miles distant, where he joined Mr. Shee-
hy. M. P.. and John O'Connor, M. P.,
and a meeting was held.

Two Fresh Schemes.
Tho minute recently adopted by the

executive committee of the Irish land-
owners' convention, describes, in com-
pliance with the invitation of the treas-
ury, two fresh schemes for carrying out
the financial provision of the land act of
J903. with a view tn avoid or reduce
tho present loss on loans, and thus ac-
celerate purchase. Tt is pointed out
that tho costs of flotation have avor-age- d

hitherto about 12 per cent, and
that if that heavy loss could be reduced
by even a few points there would be less
apparent justification for proposing al-
terations in .the art which would seri-qusI- v

interfere with its future working.
Tn one scheme which is suggested it is
proposed that the treasury should cre-

mate, as required, $200,000,000 "local loans
3 per cent stock it is presumed that
tho issue can be made at 99 to par
and use tho proceeds to lend to vendors1
at IlVfe per cent, advancing to them, at
anv rate, so much as will pay off their
charges. The certificate' ot the loan
would bo tho certificates of the judicial
commissioners that so much purchase

'money was due to tho borrower; and re-
payments of tho loan would be mnde
from such purchase money on allocation.
Tho cash so repaid would be then avail-
able for loan to another vendor. The
interest on the loan would be deducted
from the percentage payable bv the pur-
chasers and collected by the land com-
mission. The difference between the 3
per cent payable on the local loans stock
so issued and the 3( per cent charged
to borrowers could be credited to the
Ireland development grant so far ns thn
discount on the issue of land stock of
any year was charged on same. Figures
arc appended to the scheme showing tho
