KEY TO THK HECLA
ORK SYSTEM FOUND

"We livo and learn, unci we learn
something new each day,' snid T. M.
Reynolds, general manager of the llccla
Mining company, whoso properly is in
Beaver county, Utah. "When work
first was started on tho Jlecla," con-
tinued Mr. Reynolds, "wo went well
u the mountain and followed our oro
body, which was making up the hill. We
then ran in a short tunnel eo as to
handle the oro better, snaking it down
through chutes about sixty foot from
the upper to tho lower workings. We
took several cars of fine oro from this
uppor part.

"We then went several hundred feet
down the hill and drovo a tunnel some
distance to tap rhc place where we esti-
mated the ore would be. But not long
ago the company secured a now super-
intendent, and ho to'.d me from the start
that tho ore made in the form of a
bed. and that instead of reaching far
into tho hill, came down the mountain,
following tho contour of tho mountain
not a great distance in from tho rim
of the hill. To prove it he sent a
crosscut from the lower tunnel near the
surface and demonstrated his theory was
correct.

"This changes our plans of imme-
diate development, and figuro that
wo have at least ooO feet along tho
strike of the oro body yet to open, and
no telling how much more. Tho oro is
three feet iu thickness, and is very
broad, so a fine tonnage is available for
immediate extraction and without a lot
of preliminary development work to get
at it. Wo arc sending in a car, and
would send in more steadily could wo
secure more teams. Ore teams arc a
scarce article in Beaver county sinco
the Star district has blossomed' out so
prominent!- - as a shipping section. "
LITTLE CHIEF MANAGER

TELLS ABOUT THE FIRE

President and General Manager Van
Evera of the Little Chief Mining com-
pany, has returned from tho East to
assist in bringing back some order to
tho chaos now surrounding tho affairs
of this well known Tintic company
caused by the recent misfortune at the
mine. Two weeks ago the Little Chief
premises were visited by-- a disastrous
fire, the surfaco equipment being de-

stroyed completely. When asked about
tho "damage yesterday, Mr. Yan Evera
said:

"I have just arrived from the East,
so know nothing from personal contact
with the situation. I am informed, how-
ever, that all the surface equipment was
oaten up, and a few sets down the shaft
were burned. We do not know how tho
firo started, and wc aro not speculating
on that as much as wc aro facing con-

ditions as they exist and tho future.
We will havo to instal a complete new
line of machinery and we will have to
construct new buildings. Work on tho
propert' for the timo being has bal to
bo discontinued, of course. The build-
ings and machinery were insured for
.$6000, while the damage will Teach be
tween $25,000 to $20,000. I havo not yet
seen the schedule, and the figures I give
vou arc approximate as to the damages.
Phc damage to tho 'shaft, I understand,
will amount to only a few hundred dol-
lars.' '

OHIO COPPER WATER
GOING OUT QUICKLY

General Manager Colin Macintosh of
the Ohio Copper company predicted Fri-
day afternoo'n that another week will
see all the water in the old workings
disposed of. from which timo sinking in
tho main shaft can be undertaken. In
the mcantimo tho management is get-
ting cveo'thiug in shape so that no de-

lay will follow the riddance of the
water. Men aro now working in the
shaft placing heavier timbers and other
odds aud ends in placo to handle the
increased domands on tho resumption
of activity. It is estimated that prac-
tically 500 feet separates tho present
bottom of the shaft from the tunnel
level, and when tho tunnol has gained
the spot where connections arc to be
made, tho task of connecting will not
tako long. Bingham believes that while
sinking in the shaft could not bo done
faster than 100 feet a month, upraising
would accomplish 200 feet of work a
mouth. Everything at the Ohio now
ia business.

TO FAST

Big Fissure on Third Level
Is Presenting Much Rich

Shipping Ore.

BEDDED VEINS ARE
MAKING INTO FISSURE

Well-Know- n Eastern Business
and Mining Man Tells

About Pioche.

C. U. Wcrk, one of the prominent of-- ,

ficials and stockholders of tho Prince
Consolidated company, and one of the
most prominent of Cincinnati business
men, has returned to Salt Lake, en
route (o his Ohio home, after having
spent some time at rioche. Mr. Wcrk
enjoys being underground, and knows
tho Princo Consolidated territory from
surface to sump. To sny that he is de-

lighted with the way in which tho tcr-rito-

is opening would be putting it
mildly, mid ho is all tho more convinced
that in tho Princo tho owners have ono
of tho great silver-loa- d mines of the
country. He said yesterday:

"In the Prince Consolidated, as you
know, there is an enormous body of
smelting siver and lead ore. The size
of this resourco has not been deter-
mined as yet, although one crosscut; has
penetrated the oro for iJ0 foot, and tho
other wall was not found. But the
management is not developing this
great body. at present, centering its at-

tention and efforts on an independent
source of mineral wealth, which is what
we call tho big fissure.

"On the third level this fissure, all
ore, has been followed along its strike
for 300 feet, and thev have it on the
fourth level also. Malting into this fis-

sure are Innumerable bedded veins,
which make not only big tonnnpo in record--

breaking timo, but it is a tonnage
whoso values aro extremely gratifying
in ovcry way. Por instance, the last
round of assays showed tho first-clas- s

ore to average fi3 per cent lead and 10
ounces silver, whilo the second-clas- s av
erages 35 per cent lead and 2G ounces
silver. This ore is beautiful, and dem-
onstrates the ability of Piocho to pro-
duce largo amounts of shipping rock
as well as tremendous bodies of lower
grade but ideal smelting resources.

"As a district, Pioche has little com-
plaint to register. Tho camp is as busj-- ,

and perhaps more so. than the average
desert mining camp right now. A great
deal of work is being done, and more at
better depth is being planned right
along. To illustrate, the Golden Prince
company, onlv a short distance north-
west of the Princo Consolidated hold-
ings, has ordered a gaso-
line engine, and soon wil bo reaching
good levels. I consider this propcrty
dircctly in lino for the Princo oro bod-
ies, and deem it very valuable ground.
Such mines as the Boston-Pioch- e and the
M,endha are shipping ore right along,
and it is mighty pood ore, too. Tho
Bristol is another proposition that is
sending in crood ore, and this is copper
rock from tho Bristol. I havo faith in
Pioche. and faith in tho manner in
which the owners of properties go after
their ores. Thev are earnest and mod-
ern in their methods and equipment."

ME COPPER SHOWS

VERY GOOD lOUSE

Manager Weir Desires Another
Month's Work Before He

Completes Plans.

General Manager Thomas Weir of the
Ute Copper eompau- - has returned from
Bingham, where ho made a thorough
inspection of the Ute workings. Mr.
Weir was asked relative to a rumor that
was promincntl' spread about iu local
circles a short time ago to the effect
that tho Ute management was consider-
ing tho resumption of work in the noted
old Wiuuemucca milling plant, which
tho company owns. He said:

"Wo do intend to start the mill, but
tho date of operations has not beeu de-

termined. We arc doing a great deal of
development work on the Ute territory,
and the work now under way may de-

mand another mouth's time before wo
map out our plans definitely. We are
opening up some very line milling re-

sources, in which arc high grade
bunches or streaks. But it is tonnage
wo want before starting the plant.

"Our developments nave been ex-

tremely gratifying. We arc upraising
and driving winzes on the ores, and 1
believe that wo can sink and work 100
feet deeper in the old Winuemucca
ground without requiring a pump to
handlo tho water. I do not desire to
start tho mill on a fift3-to- u daily capac-
ity basis. The fixed charges of mill
operation are the same whether you
treat fifty tons or 100 tons a day. As
T said, however. I believe another
month's work will show up whero wc
are;"
