AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE
EXHIBIT AT THE FAIR

Not the least interesting of the agri-
cultural exhibits at tho fair is that fur-nished by the experiment station atLoin and the, subsidiary station at St.George. This includes fruits, nuts,dried fruits, grapes, melons, apples
Pears and the like. Included in tho ex-
hibit also is an excellent display ofnuts by the state board of horticul-ture.

The big silver cup won by the stateat the recent irrigation congress at Al-
buquerque- was placed on exhibitionWednesdaj' afternoon and was the cen-ter of a crowd of interested admirers.The cup, which stauds nearly two feethigh, is unusually beautiful. Thy base
is made to represent the. leaves of a
cactus and on the side of tho cup is a
representation of an irrigating stream.Cacti aud wheat, sheaves are placed atartistic intervals about, the bodv of the
cup and the inscriptions about' the top
and bottom are as follows: "Hearst.Tropin. 190S" and "Science bids the
desert drink." After tho fair the cup
will be taken to different places about
the state for exhiibtiou.

An exhibit of Bpecial interest to the
farmers of the state is that of forage
crops furnished by the experiment sta-
tion at Lchi. A. number of crops not
usually grown in the stale aro 011 exhi-
bition, including kaffir corn, millet, a
fine collection of eastern hemp, soia
beans, buckwheat, flax, milo maize,
vetch aud German millot, which yields

fiyo and one half tons to tho acre.
There also is an immense mother sugar
beet raised to show the quantity of
seeds that can be produced bv one beet.

A comparative exhibit to show tho su-

perior excellence of the turkey red
wheat as a dry farm product also is
shown. Jt is the desire of tho officials
ju rharge of the station to induce tho
farmers to grow this variety in prefer-
ence p the gold coin wheat, since its
yield is greatly superior to gold coin
wheat and its quality is far better.

Another interesting exhibit Is tho
sample of Boswell oats which have been
developed to be produced on dry farms.
These oats recently have boeh devel-
oped by the officinls of the station and
found to yield fifty bushels to tho
acre. This is said to bo tho only va-
riety of oats which can be produced
from a fall sewing. The exhibit is un-
der the charge of Prof. L. A. Merrill,
of the experiment, station nt Lehi. who
explained everything carefully to tho
visitors and pointed out many of theinteresting features of the exhibit. Dr.
John A. Widlsoe, president of tho Agri-
cultural college, also was present and
called special attention to the numerous
interesting things on exhibition from
that institution.

INDIANS AT THE FAIR
OF INTEREST TO VISITORS.

The entertainment at the Tndian vil-
lage proved a special attraction all day

long, Ed Wotton of Strawberry val-
ley, a prominent whito 'worker among
the Indians, arrived here hursday morn-
ing and took charge of the village. The
programme includes an exhibition of
tho great Tndian medicine man Kiyi, in
curing diseases by tramping out. evil
spirits, wrestling matches between tho
champion of the Shoshones, Dave Pap-aw3'o- n

and Mr. Wotton, who represents
tho Navaho tribo of Idaho; the Indian
sun dance, given for the purpose of
placating the God of Peace; the In-
dian' be:ir dance, given to make peace
with the god of the animals, the Indian
powwow and other features relntiiig to
the superstitions of the Indians. The
tepees, pitched according to the most
approved Indian fashion, were objects
of curiosity to the visitors also.' A
special exhibition of dauciug is given
every day in front of the grandstand.

ANOTHER LARGE CROWD
VISITS FAIR AT NIGHT.

The cool evenings apparently do not.
keep the people from the fair grounds
and a good sized crowd attended tho
different entertainments provided
Thursday night. More than 15,000 peo-
ple attended during the dav and even-
ing. As usual, tho show in the enelosnro
in front of the grandstand proved the
great attraction. The baud concert and
tire works were especially applauded and
tho other acts, ospceiully the high dive
oi thfi orins, wero heartily enjoyed.

The balloon ascension tvas omit'tcd on
account of the difiiculty of tho search
light man in focusing" tho light upon
tho object.

The midway attractions wore well
patronized after the close of tho (ire
works and the fortune teller, Nat
Tteiss 's minatrells, Wallace, the huge
man-eatin- lion; the kangaroo, the
Merry Widows and all the other attrac-
tions were well attended.- Tho manage-
ment cleared the halls at 10:30. how-
ever, aud the movement for home began
earlier than usual.

Tho feature of the fair Friday will
be the attendance of the school chil-
dren, who nro expected to visit the fair
in a body from tho different schools.
The public schools and all the denom-
inational schools are expected to bo
present during the day.
