Three jnoro jurors in tho Thomas
vauco wlfo murder case, in Judge Arm-
strong Js division of tho third district
court, were secured Friday. The uew
.jurors aro Lafayette irnnchctt of fJS3
Third . avomio, general manager of
Samuol Newhouso's interest's; Thomaa
W. IJich, farmer. Taylorsvillo: Fred-
erick Peterson, business man, Murray.

Nino ;jurors have now been seated.
To obtain the thrco .iurors seated Fri-
day a special venire of sixty-tw- o names
was exhausted and it was necessary
to draw another venire of MXty-on-

names. From these it is confidently
expected to obtain a jury today. Ninotj'-tw- o

names havo beon exhausted to se-
cure the nino jurors.

This jury, cozitiary to the method
employed in the Maerovich case, will
be locked up nights instead of beinc
allowed to go home when not on duty.
Tho jurors arc boiufr lodcod at tho
Ken3'ou hotel under charco of Dcputv
Sheriff Fred C. Butler. To help them
pass tho time away on Sundays they
will bo taken about the city and pos-
sibly allowed to co to church. The
caso will probably run into Thanksgivi-
ng-, next Thursday, and it is not likely
that an adjournment will be taken,
which tho jurors in all probabilitj- - will
not relish. This is tho date last vcar
on which Yanc.o is alleged to have
kicked his wifo so badly that she died
December S.

Contrary lo what might havo been
expected under the circumstances, Mr.
Uanchctt did not try to cscapo jury
service by evading questions as to his
ability to sit in tho case. Mr. Uan-
chctt s interests aro varied and. of con-
siderable magnitude and his time, no
doubt, is exceedingly valuable. It is
estimated that his salary averages $100
a day. For acting as "a juror in the
murder case ho will recoivo an addi-
tional $2.50 a daj- - and his board and
lodging.

The taking of testimony in tho caso
will probably bogin today. County
Surveyor Joseph 13. Swcnson will be
the first witness for tho purposo of
showing to the jury by drawings the
scenes of tho alleged murder.

STRANGER ATTEMPTS

10 com SUICIDE

Takes Three Ounces of Lauda-

num and Is in Critical
Condition.

Suffering from thn effects of nearly
three ounces of laudanum, oupposcdly
taken with suicidal Intent, a man about
55 vrars of age. who Is supposed to bo
V. Rose of Denver, Colo., was found

unconscious In a room at the Elk hotel
about Friday night. Ho vm
removed to the emergency hospital In
the city jail and then taken to St. Mark's
hospital, where at an early hour this
Saturday morning It was reported that
ho could not live.

Rose wont to the Elk hotel on Thurs-
day evening, and secured room 21. After
going to his room ho was not seen again
until Friday night, when tho proprietor,
C. J. Anderson, became fearful that the
man was sick, or dead, because he had
not put In an appearance, and used a
pass key on tho door to tho room, and
found Rose in a deep sleep.

Anderfon attempted to urouso the man
and then. looking about his room, dis-
covered the bottle which had contained
the laudanum. The police were notified
and they took the man to the emergency
hospital, wlvre Dr. Steele and Dr. Paul
worked two hours without bringing him
bock to consciousness. It was then de-

cided to ruinovc the man to St.
Mark's hospital.

No ono at the hotl knew tho man. and
whether ho registered Ids right name and
address ls not known.

Another Session Is Held on

Outlet. Sewer Pipe
j Proposition.

Archibald Campbell, of the Campbell
Building company, appeared beforo tho
board of public works Friday night
and promised that tho leaks in tho out-

let pipe, which aro delaying tho final
test and acceptance of tho work by
tho city, would bo stopped in two weeks.

Mr. Campbell further agreed to waivo
his rights under his contract by which
the city is enjoined from using tho
pipe until it is finally tested and. ac
copted under penalty of forfeiting tho
right to compel tho contractor to Eat.
isfactorily finish tho work, and it is
possiblo that tho intercepting sower will
bo put into commission in eight or ten
days and tho moving of the sewage of
tho West Side through it begun. To
safeguard tho municipality tho matter
wa6 referred to tho city attorney for
an opinion as to whether tho" city
would jeopardize its interests by UBiug
the outlet pipo beforo it is tested and
accepted.

City Engineer Louis C. Kclsey said
that lio would ask tho citj- - council to
authorize the connecting up of tho main
sewer at Fifth South street with tho
intercepting sewer.. Tho connection
covers a distanco of only about fifty
feet and can be mado in a week or
less. This will put a largo part of tho
district affectod in connection with the
system and tho work of connecting up
tho laterals will be rushed. Chairman
McMillan sa3's hie, information is that
the machinery at tho pumping plant
will bo completely installed and virtu-
ally road' for use by next Thursday,
and it begins to look like, if the leaks
in tho outlet pipe can bo stopped, the
"West Sido citizens may bow afforded
speedy relief. .

Four hundred irato property owners
in sidewalk extension 10S filed their
formal protest against tho manner in
which tho work has been done with tho
board. The protest makes tho samo
charges that were alleged informally
before tho board by property owners
two ago and asks for tho dis-
charge of the inspectors of tho work.
It was accompanied by affidavits mado
