McKINLEY AND THE PHILIPPINES
IS SUBJECT Of TAFT'S ADDRESS

NEW YORK, Dec. 1.1.- - President-
elect William Jl. Tafl, speaking 'tonight
at tho dedication of a MoKinley me-
morial organ in Metropolitan temple,
told an audience, which rupcatodly in-
terrupted him with applause, the story
of his official association with tho Into
president, and declared with rcferonco
to the Philippine islands that tho policv
laid down by Air. MeKinley iu 1D00 had
been the policy of tho present, us it will
be tho policy of his own, administration
in tho White house.

"It, was in February, 1000." said

Mr. Tuft, in relating the personal nar-
rative of li is resignation from the bench
and entry info public life, which iu
eight vcars has brought him to I ho
presidency, "that I received from Mr.

wo are trying to carry out that which
lit) would do were ho alive today. We
aro trying to educate the people' in the
islands and to teach them, through par--

tial to attain tho point
where ultimately they will be ablo to
govern themselves.

Educational Work.

"It is necessary for us to stay in the
Philippines in order io benefit the peo-
ple. Thero tho rising goncration is
grasping the opportunities for education
that arp offered, and thero are now half
a million Philippine children in the
schools.

"Where Providcnco has thrust upon
us tho responsibility of a people, our
duty in aiding them is like that of men
favored by fortuno, whoso duty it is to
help tho helpless and unfortunate in the
community. T speak of tho Philippines
with the confidence that comes of hav-
ing watched the progress of the islands.
In good faith wo aro carrying out an
altruistic policy. Wo must continue
this policy and hold the islands for the
benefit of tho people who live there.
If we use the Philippines for purposes
of oxploitation or tor moro benefit to
us at the expenso of theso people, .wo
depart from the faith and desert the
base upon which Mr. McKinley would
havo bad us carry our benevolent work
thero to a splendid success."

Mr. Taft paid a striking personal
tribute to tho character or Mr. Mc-
Kinley.

Mr. Taft told o the part Mr. McKin-
ley took in the direction of the war de-
partment during tho Spanish war, and
paid tribute to him for his hesitancy 'in
rushing into a conflict for which the
country was Mr. McKin-
ley, ho said, had to stand much harsh
criticism from the hotheads of the
county, who insisted upon immediate
war regardless of preparation.

Danger of Warfare.
"Same scorn to have such sublime

faith iu our abilities and in Provideucc
that they think wo can whip any people
in tho world without guns. Somo day
wc may find out differoutlj-- . Do wo re-
member how martial we were when
President Cleveland sent bis Venezuelan
message? Well, wo had at that time
just ono gun down hero at Sandy Hook,
and that was tho only gun wc had along
the entire coast line all the way from
Maino to Florida, and from Lower Cali-
fornia to Washington, D. C, with which
to tight the navy of England. But the
Lord looked after us, as they say ho
does after children and drunken men.
Mr. McKinley know how unprepared wo
were, and he stood in the breach and
proveuted an onrush into hostilities un-
til such a 'time as wo were prepared to
cope with a nation as unprepared as we
wcro ourselves."

Mr. Taft mentioned his forthcoming
trip to Panama, and said he would take
along several consulting engineers. Tho
many stories that havo recently been
printed about the canal, including one
that the work would only result in fail-
ure, Mr. Taft paid, had not caused him
to plan the trip, but had confirmed his
inclination to mako the visit. Ho said
he might continue his annual trips to
Panama after entering tho While house.

Mr. Taft deplored the accident on tho
isthmus and hoped the injured men
would not suffer sorious consequences.

With rofcronco to his interview with
Congressman Burton in Washington yes-
terday, Mr. Taft said he had reiterated
his position in keeping hands off tho
senatorial fight in Ohio.
