No change was reported in tho prico
of butter Saturday. Both Elgin and
Blanchard varieties wholesaled at, 31
cents a pound, and retailed at 3r5 cents
a pound. Jlowovor, judications aro that
it will go up another notch during l.lio
ni'xl; i'ow days. This will mean that
I lie retail denlors will liavo to raise
l.he prico to 40 cents a pound again.
There was a slight fall in tho prico of
frosh oggs Saturday. Tho delicacy was
offered by a' number of dealers at 15
cents a dozen. "For the last sovcral
months it. has been impossible to ob-
tain tbem for less than 50 cents a
dozen. Tho reduction had a good ef-
fect upon the sale.

Dealing was very good in all depart-
ments Saturday. The demand for pou-
ltry was tho weakest, and the product
was rather scarce. Thero wero n few
turkeys on tho market, but tho price
was vcr' high 30 cents a pound.
Spring Chickens retailed at 25 cents
a pound.

A consignment of fresh fruit and
garden truck was received from Cali-
fornia Saturday. It. included a supply
of apples, oranges, Icttuco, radishes,
cauliflower, cabbago and a fow straw-
berries. In spito of the high prico,
20 cents a pint box, the strawberries
sold vory well, tho supply being com-
pletely exhausted beforo night.
