THE COUNTY ASSESSMENT.

When the farmers of this county woro
suing ihe smelters for punitive damages
and collecting the same, they urged that
if the smelter smoke and fumes could
be abated, their farms would be worth
far more than they were at the time
the suits were brought. At tho samo
time the price of thoso lands was held
at prohibitive figures. Land in the
"smoke belt," was held
higher than au3' other land in tho
county, nnd, in fact, tlio farmers re-

fused to sell at nil. This was natural
in u way, but for a reason procisoly
opposite to that upon which the tlieorj
of tho suits, was based. That theory
was that the crops were destroyed. Tho
fact was that tho crops woro Taisod
without much damage and sold in the
market of Salt Lake. So that the
farmers in that "smoke belt" got dou-
ble pay for their crops over3' year
from the smelters full valuo for crops
that wore alleged io have been de-

stroyed, and pa for tho crops that were
actually raised instead of being de-

stroyed.
However, on tho theory of the suits,

and as proved in the court, tho land of
those farmers should have been far
more valuablo after tho smelters were
shut down Ivy- - reason of tho suits
brought than it was before. Hut when
the assessor came around, tho singular
fact was notod that those farmers in-

sisted that thoir farms deteriorated in
valuo because of tho closing down of
tho smelters and the consequent destruc-
tion of their home market for vegeta-
bles, butter, eggs, etc., that were sold
'at fancy prices to the homes and
boarding houses where' smelter em-
ployees were boarded. That is, tho
fanners pleaded to the assessor that
what they had sworn to in court was
false, and that they were worso off in
placo of being bettor off by reason of
the outcomo of the suits which they
themselves had plantod.

Wc aro reminded of theso facts by
the official report of the county auditor
of this county which shows a decrease
in the assessed valuation of tho prop-ert3- -

in tho county outside of tho city
and sm increase of upwards of $2,000.-00- 0

in tho valuations of this city. That
this decreased valuation of tho county
is wrong, and iho increase in tho city
an imposition upon the taxpayers hero
is a clearly evident fact. The farmers
of the county have got their own way,
and, according to their own pleadings,
they should be hotter off and their
farms of moro value now than hereto-
fore. But precisely tho reverse is their
claim, and according to that claim tho
suits which they havo instituted against
tho smelters, causing tho smelter shut-
down, were wrong from their own
standpoint, and havo resulted in dam-
ages to themselves by their own act,
nnd. not by reason of aui'thing done bj
the smelters.

The whole matter, however, is only
part and parcel of the common imposi-
tion practicod by cverj power in this
Stale against Salt Lake. This city pays
enonnousby more than its just propor-
tion of all public oxponses throughout
the State. And tho constant effort, tho
thing which large numbers of people
throughout Utah are lying awako nights
to bring about, is some further plan
or scheme whereb3 Salt Lako City
shall be yet moro severely drained! to
the advantage of outside communities.
This, however, is something that has
been going on almost from the first of
the Territorial existence of Utah, only
it seems to be getting worse and worse
and more of it all tho time, nnd to be
a matter of studied and vindictive im-
posture and robbery.

We should bo glad to sco tho Legis-
lature enact a law at the present ses-
sion creating the "cit- - and county of
Salt Lake," with tho city government
to perform all tho functions of county
government, with but ono set of of-
ficiate, and the new county to be a
county by itself to be dealt with by
the State, as other counties arc dealt
with, tho outside district to be (say)
Jordan eount3 nnd sot up in business
for itself. "Wc would then bo free from
a certain nagging nuisance 'which the
county officers scent to think it well to
inflict upon Iho ci Ly in order to gain
favor and voles from the county, whilo
tho cit3 is too large-minde- d and forget-
ful to treasure up resentment at the im-
position inflicted upon it by those small-
bore, g officials.

ANOTHER "MOUTH" LIE.

The Tribune having shown tho falsil3'
of tho Smoot "Mouth's" claim that
Senator Ivcarns had joined in tho pro-
test against Smoot, that orgau now
abandons its former plea and claims
that we have admitted that Kcurns
was for Smoot. Of courso wc havo
made no such admission; for wc know
that Mr, Kearns was radically opposed
to tho Smoot election; ho considered
the church policy of making a chief
Cfclcsiast a senator to be bnd and

The sentiment of tho
American people 16 always and every-
where opposed to such a mixing of
church and state. And this sentiment
is impnrtiul as applied to all sects and
denominations alike.

Wo take this notice of the statement
of the Smoot "Mouth" in order that
it shall not be assumed that because
we do not don3 wo admit; nnd also to
nhow the disreputable tactics of tho
"Mouth." When caught in ono Ho it
quickly takes rcfugo in another. Its
habit in this , deservedly earned it
during tho recent campaign, the de

graded rcputo of being tlio biggest liar
ovor rioou in Utah.

REVIVING SEDITION ACTIONS.

The present proceedings, apparently
instituted from the White llouso to
punish certain editors for libel, ap-

pears to bo an a (tempt 10 revive the
old sedition law, without, having that
law to found tho prosecutions upon.
In I.70S Congresh pnssed the sedition
net which provided for "(ho prosecu-
tion and punishment by fines, and im-

prisonment I we quote from Ihe Spring-
field Republican of nin- - person guilty
of printing or publishing anv false,
scandalous, and malicious writings
against tho Government of tho United
States, or either houso of f'ongress,
or the President, with intent, to defame
Iheni or bring 1 hem into contempt or
disrepute." But this evil enactment,
which was on tho statute books for
about three years, caused such an up-

roar throughout tlio country that those
who were conspicuous in its enactment
woro retired to private life, and the
law, tho creation of the Federal party,
was the dcath-knel- l of that part3'.

Tt is conceded that iu tho absence of
specific law to cover tho case,

for sedition must neces-
sarily fail. The common law could not
bo invoked; in fact, the common law
would bo tho bulwark of defonso for
tho accused. Therefore, it is hard to
eeo what tho President can hopo to ac-

complish 13' tho institution of theso
proceedings. Certainly it cannot bo
expected that Congress will enact nry
law under which such prosecutions
would bo validated: and with equal y

unj" such a law would be a direct
violation of tho First Amendment to
tho Constitution of the United Slates,
which commands that "Congress shall
mako no law . . . abridging tho
froodom of speoch or of the press."

It is prclly nurd to imngino what the
President is tr.ying to get at in this
matter, or wh3 ho should bo so desper-
ately anxious (0 got at somobod- - on
account or tho publications made. His
strenuous nervouenoss indicates that
thore may be something to conceal after
all; and so tho situation must bo con-

strued 1)3' the public. And the prob-

ability is that the thing desired to bo
kept hiddou is tho understanding upon
which Panama was protected in her
secession from Colombia. As long as
tho charges wero on tho stock deals,
the newspapers engaged in tho inquirj
was "cold," and though tho President
protested, he yet kept his temper; but
when thoso newspanors went back to
tho institution of the Republic of Pan-

ama I hoy got "hot" and so did the
President. But still wo fail to see
whero ho can scoro in theso prosecu-

tions.

THE REAL VS. THE PRETENDED.

It is apparent that the deep inter-
est recentl3' protended to bo foil by
tho higher Mormon ecclcsiasts in the
regulation of tho liquor traffic has
cooled off to a ver' considerable ex-

tent. The' ma3' plead that they havo
douo their part, and that it is now
up to the lawmakers to completo tho
work; but that is not tho usual prac-
tice of the hierarchical gentlemen when
the' have in hand anything that is of
real import to their purposes. So wo
must look for another reason for this
cooling of their professed righteous ar-

dor in the oauso of prohibition.
As frequently pointed out, it is a

favorito admonition from the priesthood
to tho follower to "mind his own bus-
iness." In respect of this liquor ques-
tion, wo have no doubt that "tho
brethren" havo determined to also mind
their own business meaning that part
of it through which they realize a con-

siderable revenue. It is so well known
that commercial institutions in which
tho Mormon leaders aro interested deal
extensivel' in wines and whiskies of
all grades that it would bo unnecessary
to call attention to tho fact, excopt
that it shows cause for their apparent
disposition to now let prohibition take
care of itself, without an" further as-

sistance from them. Carloads of intoxi-
cants arc being constantly reccivod by
tho Z. C. M. I. drug department in
this cil3. This is the central hierarch-
ical distributor. From this institution
supplies aro sent to almost ovcr3' point
within tho Stato of Utah, and to nu-

merous localities in surrounding com-

monwealths whero colonies of the church
exist. Enormous annual profits aro re-

alized out of ihis branch of trade, rural
drug and co-o- branch stores being tho
chief patrons of the parent house.
Under theso circumstances, it is not
difficult to sco that the wholo network
of mcrcantilo institutions, conducted
under tho gonoral plan, is
highly interested in the agitation that
has been had upon the liquor ques-
tion. As a rule, tho stock rcproscntod
in these .concerns is held by members
of tho Mormon church, and as almost
cvcr3' malo communicant in that organ-
ization who is over twenty-on- years
of ago is at least an older a holder of
the Mclcjiizedok priesthood it is not at
nil unreasonable to suppose that, gen-eral- l'

speaking, it is the Mormon priest-
hood, that is most interested in watching
tho prohibition movement die a natural
death after a sufficient showing of vir-
tue has been made b- - means of peti-
tion and pious speech.

It should bo remembered that a few
yoars ago President Joseph 1 Smith
was moro prone to spoak his tmo sen- -

timents than ho is toda'. Sinco ascend-
ing Ihe throne ho has been compelled
to pla- - tho diplomat and to suppress
himself in numerous ways. So whilo
he, at tho last Octobor conference, uiado
a show' of loyally to the prohibition
movement , it must not bo concludod that
bo was in earnest about it, but rather
that ho was exercising his politicnl wis-
dom by attempting lo gain ndvantago
through a popular movement. When ho
was in tho habit oi! "speaking bis

mind" his expressions on this mat lor
wero somewhat different from his pres-
ent outward professions. At tlio sixt--cight-

annua conference (April 0, 1S98)
ho took occasion to upbraid wlinl he.

called "some of thoso pious (?) Mor-
mons" for Imving criticized the Z. C.
M. 1. becaiihc of it liquor selling. Mr.
Smith look special pains to ridiculo
these men ou account, of I heir having
called attention to tlio (net that in-

toxicating liquors were sold under Iho
symbol of tho "All-sooic- " and the
sacred iiiFcription, "Holiness to tho
Lord." Upon this particular point he
bocamo extraordinarily sarcastic, and
heaped derision and contumely upon Die
heads of. his brethren for having dared
to express indignation at the inconsist-
ency and the Irypoerisy as flagrantly d

by tho commercialists of tlio
church. But the most interesting part
of his discourse, at that tinio probably
appeared in the reason which ho gave
why Z. (".'. M. I. should engago in the
liquor traffic. Speaking concerning the
avcrago Mormon, he. said: "If he could
not get it there, ho would not patronize
tlio Z. O. M. I. at all, but would go
somewhero elso to deal." So wo sec
the motive "business is business," and
if it is necessary to soil intoxicants
in order tp get and to kcop business,
then the liquor will bo sold, and tho
"word of wisdom" and prohibition ma'
go hang together.

It may bo depended upon that wbat-ovo- r

legislation upon this subjoct is
proposed by tho Monnon loaders, ample
care will bo taken of tho interests of
tho co op, drug and tnorcantilo institu-
tions. The wholo movement appears to
havo been inaugurated for tho purposo
of robbing the Stnte and tho municipal-
ities of a largo portion of their revenue,
and at tho saino timo increasing tho
profits of "tho brethren" by confining
the liquor traffic to their own institu-
tions. Being unablo to bring that about
without exposing their glaring incon-
sistency, they appear now to be willing
to let tho matter case off.

HARRIMAN SHOULD BE PAID.

ft is quite likely, as indicated in Iho
dispntche.s yesterday morning, that tho
present Congress will refnso to pay Mr.
Uarrinian (really tho Southern Pacific
Railroad Company) for his great work
of stopping the overflow of tho Colo-

rado river into Iho Salton Sea', it was
a magnificent engineering triumph to
stop that overflow, and it cost a vust
sum. Tho work was done 011 tins ap-

peal of President Roosevelt to Mr.
Ilarriman, all other resource having
fnilcd. and tho. President, fully acknowl-
edging this obligation, recommends
that Iho 1 i bo pnid. And wo believe
that it will be paid, as it. ought to be
Good faith requires it, and honesty and
fair dealing are 011 tho same-side- .

It was not the Southern Pacific which
did tho work that caused the break
through which tho overflow poured. Tt
was an irrigation company. The over-
flow canned Iho Southern Pacific large
expenditure in necessitating relaying
of its tracks on higher ground so as to
keep them out of tho wator. It is not
for this that tho claim is mado against
tho United States, but for tlio work
done iu response to tho call of the Presi-

dent to shut the crevasse and turn tho
Tivor back into its own channel. Tho
President acted becauso of official com-

plaint from Mexico that an international
strcnm "was being tamporcd with, and
Mexico 'a rights in tho lower river de-

stroyed. It is a clear caso that tho
railroad should bo paid for iis magnifi-

cent work.
Wo notice that Smoot is busying him-

self in this matter, and as usual against
fair play and justice. Cau it be that
his meddlesomeness in this is be-

cause of his rage at; the railroads
for their declining to "chip iu" at
the doiuand of the political ring of
which ho is master, in the corrupt and
vicious campaign run last fall by tho
Smoot machine? Tt is currently re-

ported thnt Smoot mado dire threats of
vengeance on the railroads becauso thev
failed to respond lo the privilege offered
them to contribute to "this worthy
causo. " And is this his first moro in
his scheme of vongoauce?

Secretary Garfield says that there
havo been over fourtoe.n hundred
fraudulent entries upon tho public do
main in Utah. Those who oppose an
appropriation to investigate such
frauds may therefore expect lo have
a considerable following here.
