Need Aid of State.

The two connties ure willing to help
build the bridge, but they forﬁ that to
impoge the horden of the entire con-
gtruction upon them is too heavy, in
view that it 15 a 2tate highway., To
thut end they ask the legislature to
meke an spproprigtion of §26,000 to
#id inits construetion. The-eitizeus of
the two rvounties will furnish the bal.
anee of the money and will build {he
approaches, which, in view rhat ihe
river 18 a navigabile stream, compels the
bridge ta be erected higher than ordi-
nary bridges and makes this expeuse n
heavy one.  All told, the bridge and
