Discredited Ruler of Turkey Re-

signed lo Whatever 3Iav
Befall Him.

INVASION OF CAPITAL

LIKELY BEGINS TONUiHT

Desertion of Constantinople
Garrison in Large Numbers In-

dicates Slight Resistance.

COXSTAXTINOPLF, April 20. Sul-

tan Abdul Hamid is waiting in his pal-

ace for whatever may befall. His grand
vizier, Tewfik Pasha, has announced
that, without fear, the sultan will re-

main with his family and accept re-

signedly tho fate prepared for him and
his country.

Tewfik Pasha and tho minister of
war, Edhim Pnslia, who sent thoir res-
ignations late last night, decided to
withdraw them today and the grand
vizier is passing most of the timo" with
the sult'au.

Xazim Pasha still is in command of
the garrison, but no preparation's have
been mndc to resist lho advance of tho
Snlonilu troops. The Constitutionalist
lines now envelope this cit-- , but tho
commander-in-chief- . Gen. llnsni Pasha,
is still at irademoki. and it is not like.-l- y

that the invaders will outer the city
beforo tomorrow night or the following
day.

Populace Not Worried.
It is understood that the Salonikians

have submitted to tho government a
list of persons whose punishment is de-
manded for complicity in tho recent
mutiny. This list includes deputies,
journalists :ind theologians. But, ap-
parently there is tho utmost good feel-
ing between the invaders and tho resi-
dents of the citj', manv of whom to-
day visited the camps of tho Saloniki
troops, and were received hospitably.

Two proclamations signed by 'the
commanding general of tho army of the
investment, and addressed respectively
to the. citizens of Constantinople and
the garrison, were issued today. Thev
have had a reassuring effect. That sent
to tho garrison denounces as "criminal
and monstrous tho acts committed7 .un-
der the cover of demanding that tho
Sheri law supersede the constitution, by
bands of executioners, vile, conscience-
less agitators and partisans of abso-
lutism, who deluded the soldiers and
pnpulaco so that tho parliament; was
stained with blood, tho nation plunged
in mourning and a blot made onthp Ot-
toman army, whose bonpifhad remained,
intact for the last. RU0 years."""

Tho Demands Made.
After explaining that the Saloniki

army had come to remove the stain, tho
proclamation formulates two demands:

Pull reinstatement of the
army and navy ollicers and that the sol-
diers take an oath, in the presence of
the Shcik-ul-lsla- to obey their su-
periors and not mix in politics.

Second That the garrisou undertake
not to interfere with the punishmeut
ot tho guilty persons, and that the
spies and others who provoked tho dis-
orders bo denounced. Finally, if both
demands are accepted bv the land andsea forces and they show real obedi-c"- '110,'h'" WU befall the garrison.

The proclamation to the populace ex-
plains that the object of the inventingarmy is the of the con-
stitution, which is in accordance with
the Shenat. and the punishment of thetraitors. It assures completo safety tothe innocent and oppressed population
and to loreigners.

Ruler's Army Deserting.

The Constantinople garrison is de-
serting to the side of tho Constitution-alists, rho capital troops have beenleaving the citv since early Sunday butlho outward flow ,et in heavily today
It is estimated that about 1000 menhave gone over to tho invading army
without opposition from their ollicersor comrades. One partv tool; a battery
of machine guns with" horses and fullammunition wagons.

SENATOR TILLMAN

VISITS WHITE HOUSE

Fire-Eate- r Bluntly Says He
Waited Until Gentleman

Got There.

WASHINGTON, 'April' 20. Senator

Tillman of South Carolina has paid his
first visit to the while houso today

years, and received a cordial
greeting from President Tafl. His ap-

pearance today in tho executive otlices
created a sensation. The Senator walked
to the whito houso unaccompanied,
but left with Senator IJevcridgo of
Indiana, riding to tho cnpitol with the
laUcr in his automobile. Booker T.
Washington was waiting to see lho
president when Senator Tillman ar-
rived. The South Carolinian was im-
mediately shown into Mr. Taft's ofiice.
The call was purely of a social nature,
it wns declared.

"I came." said Senator Tillman, "to
see if the otlicn seekers had fried any
fat otr lho president, but they have not
fried a pound."

Asked why he had never visited the
white houso" in tho past, Senator Till-
man replied: '! waited until a gentle-
man got there."

Is Friend of Taft.
"Tt's not. necessary to make a nine

days' wonder out of" my visit to Presi-
dent Taft." said Mr. Tillman, after his
return to the capitol. "Wo havo al-

ways been good friends, and T havo
frequently gone to see him as secretary
of war. Whether ho has inherited lus
office from Boosevelt or been elected by
the people, thero is no reason for any-
one to suppose ho has inherited Boose-vol- t

's meanness. ' '
Mr. Tillman said he merely went to

tho white house to say "good mor-
ning" to the president and to express his
"gratification upon having a gentleman
there."

"T have no favors to ask of the
president and no advice to offer." said
Mr. Tillman: "1 would havo gone to
see him sooner had it not been for the
fact, that. T have been out. of the cilv.
I have taken the first convenient op-
portunity to call upon him."

While nt the whilo houso Senator
Tillman saw Booker T. Washington for
the first time. "I was curious to see
him." said Mr. Tillman, "because it
enabled mo lo draw my own conclusions
as to tho percentage of white blood
there is in him. It is over one-half.- "

Ashed what impression ho formed of
Washington, Mr. Tillman replied:
"Booker T. Washington is considered agreat negro, and ho has great intellec-
tual powers. He has a Jesuitical face.
If he had not been engaged with a
lot of people about him T should havegone up to him and chatted with him.r would like to discuss the rnec question
with Booker Washington, I would liko
to ask him a lot of questions."

SHARmATTAGKED

Preferential Employment of
Wives of Men in High Posi-- i

lions Plainly Charged.

CIVIL SERVICE DECLARED
"SHAM AXD A HUMBUG"

Senate Sends Measure Back to
Conference After Long,

Spirited Debate.

WASHINGTON, April 20. Tho cen-
sus bill today was tent back to con-

ference by tho sonatc in order thnt its
amendments relating to tho civil scrv-ic- o

law and requiring tho construction
of a building for tho census work in this
city might bo further considered.

Senator Stono spoko at length in fa-

vor of freo trade with tho Philippine
islands and for independence of the is-

lands within a fixed time.
At. 1:20 o'clock p. m. the senate

That tho census oflicc has in its em-
ploy in ono bureau the wife of a sec-
retary of a member of congress, tho
wives of two officials of the war depart-
ment, and tho wifo of a prominent ofii-ci-

in tho trenstiry department, was the
charge mado today by Senator McCunt-be- r

in criticising the conference report
on tho census bill.

"Promotion." he said, "seems to be
almost wholly for women who havo hus-
bands in tho departments. This ia get-
ting to bo a city of ofiicial families
holding positions under the govern-
ment."

Not Much Improvement.
Nr. McCumbor said tho census bill as

agreed to by tho conferees did not dif-
fer materially from tho measuro which
was vetoed in tho last congress by
President Roosevelt, who claimed that,
it contravened tho spirit of tho civil
service law. By lho operation of the
law and according to the provisions of
the census bill as agreed to by tho con-
ferees, ho said, employees of tho govern-
ment arc not apportioned among tho
soveral states. .Tho fact, he said, is
that whole families are employed in
government departments credited to
states which l.lio younger members of
families havo never seen. Mr. McCum-
bor urged tho necessity of his amend-mob- !

requiring actual residence by the
applicant from a state, which was
stricken out by tho conferees.

Senator Gnllinger said it was noto-
rious that whole families arc employed
in tho government service in this city
and .that. the. htw of apportiontnent is'--a

mcro farce in lfs application.
Grave Abuse of litivr.

Senator Lodge supported Mr. McCum-
bor 's amendment, and said it was rioto
rious that there was a gravo abuse in
the law apportioning the employees of
tho government among the 'several
stales.

"Perjury and false certificates are
given by applicants for tho govomntent
service." said Senator Carter. "The
civil servieo commission seems to me to
bo accountable to the country and to
congress for permitting this condition
lo exist. "

Defending the conference report, Sen-
ator La Follette expressed tho opinion
that tho inequality nf apportionments
of civil service oiuplo'ees was e.xag-gerate-

ami said that", whatever the
fault might be. congress was to blame.

Advocating a limited tenure of serv-
ice of ten years in the departmental
service in this city, Senator Hcyburn
said :

" While have great respect for gray
hairs, yet if yon look down the
aisles in some of your departments you
will sec a snow drift in respect lo age.
respectability and formor competency. "

Ho hoped 'sonic day, ho said, to have
tho civil service question squarcl be-
fore tho senate for consideration.

Senators Halo and Bailey took the
view that tho course of tho senate in
seeking to amend tho census bill bv
changing a general law in relation to
all apportionments placed that body at
a disadvantage in its dispute with the
houso of representatives.

PHILIPPINE TARIFr
MEASURE DEFENDED

WASHINGTON, April 20. Gen. C.
K. Kdwnrds of the insular bureau and
.1. S. Ilord, collector of internal reve-
nue at Manila, made Matements today
before the house committee on ways and
means in explanation of tho bill provid-
ing a new tnrifT for the Philippines.
They stated that the measuro had been
prepared with lho end in view of pro-
viding a better system than is now in
voguo in the islands. Hiid expressed the
opinion that, it would accomplish all
that was intended.

Col. Colton. lho president of tho
board of tariff experts thai framed the
bill, also explained various of its' pro-
visions, nnd Benito Legarda, Philippine
congresfionnl delegate, approved the
measure. Mr. Legarda asserted that
the provisions for free trade with tho
Philippine islands would enable the to-
bacco manufacturers of the islands to
use Connecticut wrapper tobacco,

of the Sumatra leaf, aud thereby
effect a saving in the cost of manufac-
ture as well as giving Connecticut
growers a now market for their prod-
uct.

Gen. lid wards explained the manner in
which tho new bill was prepared, saying
