RICHFIELD. April 22. Eph Dastrup.
who recon tly purchased tho Anderson
ranch in Kings Meadow canyon, just east
of the Jumbo works, lias made a discov-
ery that promises to reclaim a large tract
of land and furnish homes l'or settlers.
Mr. Dastrup.. after acquiring this prop-
erty, began studying tho topnicraphv of
the country. From the fact that. It" lies
below Eish lake and other small lakes,
he reasoned that there must be subter-
ranean strains of water beneath (his
land. The soil for the most part is sandy
and porous, but on his tract the soil Is
a clay, lie came to the conclusion thatthis soil acted as a. dam. After some
study antJ investigation, he chose what
seemed a. likely spot and began sinking
for water. At a distance of fifty-fo-

feet be was rewarded with a small ilow
of water. Thus encouraged, he contin-
ued operations, and at. a depth of eighty-seve- n

feet he encountered hard pan and
a. good flow of wal'M-- . with a Jight pres-
sure. Between these two depths small
stratas of water were also tapped. Willi
proper boring machinery to penetrate Ihe
hard pan, ho believes than an inexhaus-
tible supply of water, with good pressure,
will be encountered. But, providing no
other strata Is found at. a greater depth,
numerous wells sunk to the present level
would provide an adequate water supply.
If this can be accomplished by either
method ovr 2000 acres of bench land,
hitherto unwatered, will be reclaimed for
agricultural purposes. Another benefit
to accrue from the fortunate discovery
will be the provision of an assured water
supply for the now townslte at Cedar
Ridge.
