ABOUT PURE FOOD LAW

The stale food and dairy commis-
sion authorized by tho last legislature
met in Slato Pood and Dairy Inspector
Willn.nl Hanson's ollice Wednesday af-
ternoon and completed its organiza-
tion for tho year. Incidentally tho du-

ties of the commission were discussed.
J. S. Carver of Ogden was chosen chair-
man of the commission and T. A. Wil-
liams of this city was elected secre-
tary and treasurer. Tho commission
also decided upon tho appointment of
Ilcbor C. Smith as deputy slalo food
nnd dairy commissioner. Tho deputy's
duty will bo to assist his chief in ihc
regulating of tho production and dis-
posal of food products throughout the
state and llie enforcing of the food law
generally.

The commission decided to issue cards
to the retail dealers of the state set-
ting out some of the important things
in the pure food Inws and enjoining
thorn to live up to tho laws.

Somo violations of the laws named
wore pointed out nnd remedies sug-
gested. The meeting generally follow-
ing the completion of tho organization
was devoted to familiarizing tho mem-
bers with their duties. The commis-
sion also received somo valuable ad-
vise froin the attorney general as to
how far it can go in "certain mailers
relative lo (he enforcement of the pure
food laws.
