BULLS ARE UNABLE

10 M(P BEARS

Pronounced Weakness in the
Wheat Pit Manifest Most of

Day; Shorfs Only Support.

CHICAGO. July 23. Pronounced weak-
ness was manifest In tho wheat pit near-
ly all day. The bearish Influences were
to overpowering for the bulls to attempt
to conquer and the supporting of the mar-
ker was loft almost entirely to those who
had sold "short" of previous seasons.
The first real rush of new wheat to
market Is now on In earnest and Ine
prospects are for a heavy movement for
somo time to come, foreign nows also
was unmistakably bearish. July sold be-
tween $1.11 and $1.13. while September
ranged between $1.06 and $1,081. Final
quotations on July wore at Sl.llfi and on
September at $1.07.

Reports of damage to the new crop by
hot weather In Oklahoma and Kansas had
a strengthening effect on the corn mar-
ket, the sentiment being bullish all day.
Prices at one time were about lc above
the low joint of the session, but with the
exception of July delivery all of the gain
was not regained. The mnrkct closed
strong at Jc to Se above yesterday.

Oats held up remarkably well consid-
ering tho extremely favorable reports
which came in rcgnrdlng the new crop.'
The market closed steady, with prices a
shade higher to Jc lower.

With the disturbing tariff cjucstion soon
to bo out of the way and with crops that
give promise of satisfactory dimensions
and an nggrcgato value hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars ln excess of the best pre-
vious record, business confidence Is de-
veloping rapidly, although It is noticeable
that enterprise Is not yet outrunning con-
servatism in buying for the distant fu-

ture.
Prices continue to advance In several

branches of the iron and steel trade.
Exports of cotton goods thus far this

year arc moro than double those of last
year.

Tanners are more encouraged over the
prospect for free hides in the tariff bill,
and are consequently more disposed to
hold off from buying. Domestic hides,
though quiet, are unchanged in price, and
a further advance has been scored In
foreign dry hides. Leather is quiet,
owing to buyers holding off until they
have secured more orders for shoos.
Prices, however, aro very strong and de-
creased receipts offset the diminished de-
mand. Trade in shoos continues quiet,
and somo of tho factories aro partly Idle
in their cutting rooms, having insufficient
now business to keep them fully em-
ployed.
