Brilliant Ceremony
Is Solemnly Opened

I At twenty minutes after ten, Kight
Poverend Bishop O'Connell, coadjutor

The bishop was clothed in amice,
alb, cincture, pectoral cross, white stole,
and cope, morse, mitro and crosier, the
assistants being vested in the robes of
their respective offices and tho altar

Arrived at tho entrance to the cathe-
dral, and facing tho open doors, a
prnj'er was chanted, aftor which the
officiant intoned tho antiphon, "Ai
porges me," tho chanters continuing
the nniiphon from the words Domino
IIvssopo." aftor which the' sang the
psalm ''Miserorc." Bishop O'Connell
then, with his assistants, passed around
tho cathedral, turning to the right, and
sprinkled tho walls at tho hoight of his
head and near tho foundation, repeat-
ing slowly the nntiphon, "Aspcrges
me," during the ceremony.

Gibbons. It Is a long way from hero to
Baltimore, It Is longer from here to
Rome, yot distance Is today overcome,
and the plonBlng spectaclo Is, prcsontcd
of the prince pastor of Santa Maria In
Trastovero coming to groot. his brother,
the pastor of Santa Mnrla In Salt Lake
City. Lastly Is It an auspicious day be-

cause It Is the feast of tho Mother, the
feast of tho Virgin, tho Assumption Day
of the Queen, tho fenst known wherever
the church ! Known as the "L.ady Day"
of Christendom and tho church.

Feast of Blossod Mother.
I would nsk your thought for this feast

of ours, because It Is the feast day of
tho blessed mother, and becauso through
tho blessed Lord's public ministry as
woll, and particularly toward its close,
tho Mary whoso feast wo celebrate, and
the Mary to whom a temple we dedlcato,
were friends; tho one always the recipi-
ent of our blessed Lord's honor and affec-
tion, the other, of his mercy and forgive-
ness. And I would direct your thoughts
especially to the position of tho blessod
mother In her relation to the Catholic
church, nnd Catholic devotion; In lior
relation to society nnd social well-bein-

In bar relation to Christian morals nnd
their pormanoncy.

Do we speak of the Blessed Mother In
hor relation to tho Catholic church, the
Christian religion? We may have to
meet at the vory outset tho objection of
tho modern rollglous purist who would
claim that "Mary has, or should have, no
place In Christian service, In Catholic
devotion for what was tho blessed Man-bu- t

an humhle maiden of Israel who
accidentally an Instrument untn

tho Incarnation of the blessed Lord? 'Wft
will admit." thoy say, "that she wa3
pious and virtuous, but thcro were many
others such as oho among the women or
Israel. When Christ would become man
It was noccssary that He bo born of
woman and Mary was the woman se-
lected i but tho scloctlon was not made
with regard to the pcrsonnl morlt of tho
Virgin; it was only nn act of dlvlno
condescension to ono of Ills creatures."

False to History.
This, my dear friends. Is tho nx'erage

teaching outside the Catholic church to-
day concerning tho blessed Virgin, and
If it were truo, It would follow that Mary
deserves no more than passliig notice, to
be ranked at best with Ksthnr and
Judith and tho other good women of her
race.

Hut wo may not agree with such a
view, for it is false to history; It is false
to fact; It is false to our Mother.

True, Mary was a creature a human
being Just as human as we are; and
true is It also as a consequence that, as
thoro must ever remain an Infinite dis-
tance between tho creature and the
Creator, we may not. cannot, give to
Mary or to any other croature tho wor-
ship and adoration due to God alone. This
wc admit Catholics tho world over andduring all tho history of the church have
so held, and taught, and practiced.

But while this Is true, we next and
with equal energy profess that Mary was
not n more accidental selection, not a
more pious woman of Israel; but thatshe wns preordained, nnd, by God'sgrace and tho merits of the Redeemer,
prepared for her high and holy mission,
the highest and holiest ever performed
by a human being; that she was

In typo and prophecy, and by thosingular providence of God preserved Im-
mune from the slightest stain of sin;that, thcrofore, honored by the Lord in
so singular a manner nnd proclaimed by
MlmnsHIsmother.it becomes our pleas-
ing duty to honor and to look to horwith highest rcvorenco and deepest af-
fection.

Sacred Scriptures "Hold Proof.
And for proof of these things wc need

do no more than open the sacredscriptures, these very scriptures whichtho religious purist proclaims to bo thesole source of his belief and the only
court to which he Is willing to make anappeal.

At tho very beginning, in tho vory
first chapter of Genesis, when tho sacredwr ter records tho history of tho primal
fall, the Almighty gives hope to fallenman. if the enemy has conquered, andevil Is for tho moment trlumphnnt, vetbetween the evil ono and "the woman"thero shall be constant enmity; she, as
tho vulgatc reads, "shall crush the ser-pents head." So at the verv dawn of"'story, when mnn emerges therefrom,though the light of God's presence is
withdrawn because of sin, yet thero is n
rift in the clouds,, nnd distant though

the rift the blessed promlso of the com-ing Redeemer, Mary's child, who was toconquer sin and denth.

,9nwr'1 wo B through the pages of theOld Testament; and whenever thesepages return to that first blessed prom-
ise, when the prophets of hopo arise,when the poet-seer- s, looking Into thefuture, tell of the groat day that Is yetto be ns the outline of the vision be-
comes clearer and clearer, so also dothey more accurately define the dignity
and prerogatives of Mary. Isaiah tells
?.L Redeemer: how was He to come?Behold, a virgin shall conceive' and beara. son. Seer-lik- e, they behold in visionthis virgin approach, and ask In the ec-stasy of this vision who she Is; "Who isshe who cometh up from the desert?"and the answer comes: "Thou art allfair, oh my beloved, and there Is not nspot In thee." Is she not even as fairas the moon, as bright as the sun, terri-ble as an army set in battle array?To 'these ancient prophets the Virgin
mother wns no accident, but a being ofdefinite outline, virginal. beautiful,clothed with majesty and honor.

Fulfillment of the Promise.

Hamte Hor as Mother.
Is It not proper, then, that wc shouldhonor her whom the King delights tohonor; that wo should join the Prophet Inproclaiming her praises, Join tho Arch-angel In reciting her "Ave;" Join Christ.Himself; In saluting her as Our Mother?When we hear criticism from without oiuj

tho Catholic devotion to tho Virginmother, It comos with poor grace fromtnose to whom the sacred Hcrlpturos arothe only gospel; becauso we feol In hon-oring Mary. theBc scriptures so ndvlseus. and that they in their criticism dis-honor the blessed Savior's and disdainthe Injunctions of scriptures themselves.Tho Archangel saluted Mary ns "full ofgrace.' The. Catholic In all ages repeatsangelic words Jn the language of sacredscripture. What think you then of thosewho criticise Catholics, who tnkc fromthe scripture, and from tho Angel thowords of praise for Mary. His mother?Or what think you of a chuch which,claiming in any way to be the chuch ofChr st, or. n other words, the family ofChrist, would rlso up to say that in thatfamily the mother of Christ shall haveno place; that In that church tho ono"blessed amongst women" shall receiveno benediction? As for uh, true to .scrip-
ture, true to our Master, truo .to all that

te beautiful nnd pood In human life, wc
shall remain devoted to our mother; be-
cause she for hor virtues merits our
honor, for her august position she provos
her worth, and makes her placo bosldo
her Son a place of power nnd dignity,
while hor tltlo us "mother of nil the liv-
ing merits our reverence nnd affection.

Woman 'a Placo In Civilisation.
But again tho blessed mother ba3 not

only a close and holy bond uniting her
to tho church, and binding all the chil-
dren thereof In a holy and reverential
union, the ble3Qed mother has also a re-
lation to this civilization of ours which
In paramount. You will. I think, admit
that ono of the tests of a clvlllzaton'&
greatness, a test of Its progress or de-
cay, is tho position that woman attains
therein. ITcr placo In the homo, her
place beforo the children, hor place in
tho popular mind these indicate the
Btnndard that civilization has attained In
the world. Now If we take this ao the
test of civilization before our blessed
Lord came, wo will find that though In
some aspects thero wcro civilizations
noted for domestic nnd national virtues,
yet not In one of them (Grecian and Ro-
man not excepted) had woman, whether
as wife, mother or daughter, any recog-
nition her bifiucncc wu3 unfolt because
she had none to wield a placo of honor
denied her becauso she was deemed un-
worthy of any.

When our blessed Lord came on earth
to redeem and save It, the blessed Vir-
gin who guarded His Infant life, who fol-
lowed Him to Calvary, who stood beneath
the Cross, who was honored as Ills
mothor, became to all Ills spiritual chil-
dren henceforth a mothor, and became
then and for all time the type of what
tho Christian wife and mother should b.
And an tho Kingdom of the Cross bc-ra-

more firmly established, so also she
who stood by tho Cross grew In Influence
and power. "Womanhood that at her com-
ing was degraded, helpless and hopeless,
finds In her a friend and nn Inspiration,
for as Mary wns honored so should be
honored tho mothers, wives and daugh-
ters of those who would revere and adore
the Christ.

But It was only when barbarism was
conquered that woman began to fully
benefit by the protection of their Chris-
tian fnlth and the example of Mary, their
mother.

tho conquering aymuoi.
In those crude but vital ages, now for

bettor or worso forever gone, those mid-
dle agon, colled by various names as mon
lovo or hate their memories, wo witness
tho coming together of barbarism and
faith. Wo watch the struggle nnd hear
tho plash of arms and the voice of the
proacher. The mon swore and drank, ns
did their barbarian forefathers In the for-
ests of tho Northland; but, anon, abovo
their passions and their pride, there arose
the conquering symbol of peace and good
will. The standard of the Crucified One
rises over city and hamlet, and the
strong. Impetuous children of tho North-
land lower their standards and accept the
sweet yoko of the gospel; while close to
that Cross, as on Cnlvnry, stood also for
them the sweet mother Mary, compelling
not alono their deepest admiration. .but
eliciting also their heart's lovo. ITer name
will they honor; for her will thr.y henco-fort- h

draw their swords. She will gov-
ern their homes while they go forth, and
homc-oomin- g they will bring to her
shrlno tho treasures that they gather.
And as they honor Mnrys so they will
honor their own wife and daughter and
mother, for of all these Mary Is tho type,
and ns God has honored hor. so shall her
sex be honored. So we have. In tho be-

ginning of chivalry under the Influence of
fnlth, the proper placo finally accorded
to the wife and mother and daughter in
the economv of the Cnnstian world. So
that If today tho degradation and miser-
able lot of the women of pagan times has
given way; If the woman Is no longer
regarded ns the property nnd slnvo of
man; If sho reaches up to hor dignity and
can assume tho proud position she holds
today; If. I say, womon Is honored In
tho home. It Is becauso that Nazareth
homo where Mary ruled has been Us type
and forerunner: If the Christian matron
and mother Is honored today It Is be-

cause tho mother of the Christ on being
herself exalted has lifted her up and en-

nobled her. Tho slaves of antiquity are
the ladles of today gentlewomen, queens

nnd thoy owe it after Christ to the First
Lady who could say that henceforth all
generations shall call her blessed.

Influence Is
But not alone for woman's elevation has

tho blessed Virgin beon a power. Her re-

fining lnfluonce Is felt In every form ot
life. She becomes an Inspiration unto all
noble endeavor, unto all heroic sacrifice,
unto all holy nnd exalted living. She en-

ters tho tomplc nnd there her litanies ore
chanted. She appears to the little chil-
dren, and there her shrines are bullaed.
She enters the heart of the artist, and ho
socks to fix on canvas but all In vain
tho majestic presence that fills his bouI.
Yet ho would trv. and behold! the can-
vas glows with his creation. There Is
the Madonna a virginal face, all pure,
or a mother all tender, or a "mater dolo-
rosa" wrapped in tho mantle of despair.
Whence comes these effects? He can see
In that youthful face of the Virgin, shin-
ing through her eyes, tho dawn of tho
eternal day. Ho can sco the hues of the
morning, the solemnity of the eve, the
gladness of the accomplished promise, tho
sorrow of the sword-plorcc- d heart all
gathered In that ono beautiful, pitying
Madonna face. Whence comes It that
all this could bo seen and set on can-
vas by tho artists of the long ago, whllo
today those who would bo their succes-
sors cannot even bo their Imitators, and
can only look with despair on these mas-
terpieces of ages of faith? It was be-
cause when Rafael lived and Correggla
nnd Murlllo and Fra Angollco, the hnnd
that painted wns clean and the hoart ot
the artist was filled with visions of fnlth
and pure love. Mary was the queen over
all hearts, and at once their inspiration
and reward.

So from age to age, from art to art,
from home to homo and from earth to
hoaven tho namo of Mary and her sweet
influence extends. She is loved and rev-
ered in every nation. Jubi as It may be
said today that the tests of a nation's
civilization is the honor and the place
it accords woman, so the test of a na-
tion's Catholicity Is how In that nation
Mary Is honored.

Action of Divorce Court.
My brothren. If ever In the world's his-

tory, this day Is tho day and this nation
Is the nation when wc must take the
blessed mothor her placo. her history nnd
her example, and apply them, to tho so-
cial conditions that surround us. Wo
may boast of an advanced civilization;
wo may boast of great commercial pros-
perity; wo mny boast of a commanding
position among the nations of the earth,
but what will these stand for, If beneath
the surface there be a beginning of our
decay and fall? What solace Is there In
riches, power or Influence If the standard
of life Is lowered; If tho home begins to
fall, and with their failure a happiness
Hint heretofore dwelt therein also disap-
pears? What uso to speak of greatness
nbroad, If we only have to contemplate
weakness at home? And yet is it not truo
that paralleling our advancing wealth and
prestige there Is also through tho nefa-
rious Influences around us the gradual de-
cay of the home and all It stands for? Is
It not truo that the position of a. great
multitude of women Is mndo miserable, If
not Impossible, by tho dendly action of
tlie divorce' court, while those who have
not had recourse to this samo tribunal
await with anxiety the outcome of tho
Injustice done their sisters beforo them,
oxpectlng that their time will soon como
to be made wives that aro abandoned,
mothers that nro compelled to struggle
for themselves and their children alono?
The upbuilding, of 2000 years In the
blesscd mother's Influence, tho blossoming
out of the Christian homo nnd all It stands
for nre now Imperilled, nnd it looks
If that first and best result, humnnlv
spoaklng, of our Christian civilization Is
soon apparently to pass away. Have we
not reason then to turn to, her whose
Influence has beon for woman's elevation,
whoso example has been for the stability
and the perpetuity of tho home, anil
whoso life hns by its many virtues en-
nobled all hor sex? Havo we not a right
to turn to her today and. to prny to herthat sho may restore Christianity to the
home and ouch blessed Influence as she
exercised in Nazareth long ago. guiding
still and guarding those who would claimkinship with hor divine Son and mem-
bership in tho famly of Christ?

Timo to Call a Halt.
In truth. It Is high timo to call a

halt, and say to tho nco-png- tho de-
stroyer of tho home, the leudors ha this

ruthless rovolutlon to say. beforo It Is
loo late, that tho homes wo have bulldod
arc sanctuaries, and that none may enter
either by the decree of the court or tho
desire of the libertine to dcoocratc these
homes or pillage them of their treasures;
that with all the strength of our Christian
faith and devotion wo shall uphold what
hns cost so much and so long to make a
permanent Institution and a foundation at
once for all future progress and pros-
perity; that we shall honor and continue
to honor tho names of wlfo and mother,
and will not allow to become broken links
thoso wc hold to bo the golden chain bind-
ing our civilization together, uniting gene-
ration to generation In tho solid bond of
their devoted lives.

Christianity has uplifted womanhood,
e may not today allow either court or

king to dethrone hor, or by decree to
send her adrift from tho homo she adorns
and makes permanent In her own perma-
nent position therein.

This new and hopeful land of ours has
boon spoclnlly dedicatod to Mary under
the tltlo of her Immaculate Conception. It
Is our duty ns Catholics, as well as citi-zens, to uphold that which Mary, our
mother, represents, to 'make hor rolgn
complete In tho duty and strength of herdaughters; In the permanency and sta-
bility of our homes; and thereby In theennobling and strengthening of our na-
tional life. For as tho homo is today hoshall be the republic tomorrow; as life
In the homo Is today so shall he tho na-
tional life tomorrow. Wo build wloely
therefore who build under tho influence of
tho blessed mother; we worship wisoty
when wo stand with her at tho 'foot ofcross; w,i Pray wisely when we nay
with the angel "Hall full of graco. theLord Is with thee," or kneeling with thosinners wo say to her "Holy Marv.mother of God. pray for ub sinners nowand at tho hour of our death."

At tho conclusion of Ilia ritualistic
mnss, his cminonce, Cardinal James
Gibbons, aroso and briefly addrossod
tho congregation. Tho words of wis-
dom nnd counsel from this eminent
man. the princo of tho Catholic church
in the TJnitod Statos, were cagorly. ab-
sorbed by his auditors.

Tho cardinal paid a glowing oulogy
to Dishop Scanlan, on the completion
of his great work in tho oreetion of
tho handsome St. Mary's cathedral. He
told how the Icings of Israel delighted
in building temples to God; how theearly kings of Englnnd, tho Canutes of
Sweden, tho Henrys of Germnny and
the Louises of Franco, had exhausted
the treasuries of their nations in build-
ing magnificent cathedrals nnd how
they had drawn upon the resources of
their countries to embellish nnd sustain
them.
. "Tn tho past," ho said, "tho build-
ing of temples to God has boon a royal
privilege, bur now that privilego has
become the chorished possession of the
Democratic peoples of tho world. Ithas passed from kings to the people, who
still havo tho intrepid faith which
prompted tho wenrors of the ermine to
make tho great sacrifices they did."

Tribute to Bishop Scanlan.
In his tribute to Bishop Scanlan the

cardinal said: "When I study the
character of this great and good 'bishop
to determine the characteristics which
have qualified him for this groat work,
I find that his sweet humility that
rare virtuo of great men stands out
most prominently.1'

His ominenco complimonted the
bishop ;on tho courage which ho had
disnlnyod m coming into this country
of hardship and trial and danger, forty
years ago; n country, however, which
IB HOW BO fnrHIn o,,l lon..:..1 ir.
spoke of tho charming disposition of
tho bishop and of the charity which
enabled him to attract to him all peo-
ple, without regard to color or rueo,
and nlrnost. without regard to religious
persuasion.

"This cathedral," ho continued.
stands ns u monument to that good

bishop; as it looms over and graces the
incomparably beautiful city of SaltLake."

The cardinal turned to tho bishop,
and looking steadfastly at lum prayedfeelingly and with intonso earnestness,
that the Lord, with his goodness andmight, would grant him mnr.3 Iorfg
years of peace and happiness.

At tho conclusion of the mnss his
cminonce pronounced the benedictionover tho congregation.

Vory Rovorcud Dean Harris, archpriest at tho mass, road in Latin, aft-
erward translating it into English, theapostolic laculties conferred by thoholy see at Rome on Bishop Scanlan
ompowcring him to impart the pontifi-
cal benediction and plenary indulgence
to his congregation.

Vespers Service
at the Cathedral

Scarcely had tho Augelus sounded
when worshipers began to gather at tho
beautiful now St. Mary's cathedral for
tho vespers service at 6:30 o'clock
Sunday evening. The congregation was
npt so largo as at the morning services,
but tho spacious auditorium was well
tilled. Mnny wore Catholics, but a
number of their Protestant friends had
como to hear tho splendid music and
the magnificent address of tho Et. Hay.
X J. Keane, bishop of Cheyenne, wlib
preached an eloquent sermon on "TheMarch nnd Victor of Faith."

A burst of melody from tho organ
and the lighting of tho candles on thealtar announced tho opening of tho
services. The altar boys, with lighted
candles, led the procession to tho r,

followed by tho choir boys, all
dressed in dark purple, with whito sur-
plices. They were seated facing thealtar. lVoxt came the church digni-
taries and priests, who formed a semi-
circle within the chancel. His emi-
nence, Cardinal Gibbons, was present atthe opening of the services. '

Tho vespers wore led by Archbishop
Glennon of St. Louis, who preached nt
tho morning service. Archbishop Den-
nis J, O'Connell of San Francisco, who
was lo havo ofliciatod, was unablo to
be present on account of illne&s.

Fnther Kiley acted as deacon nt ves-
pers, and Father Thomas D. Moriarty
of Omaha as

In tho sanctuary choir were lit. Eev.
Bishops Scanlan, Glorieux, Carroll and
Kcn.no, Monsignor Hartuotl and tho
many visiting clergy.

Opening of Services.
Tho Gregorian chant, which opened

tho service, with the low monotones of
the priests and the responses of the
choir, was solemn and improssive. The
superb choir of sovonty voices, with
Prof. J. J. McClellan at tho organ and
Miss Nora Oleason leading, which fur-
nished music in the morning, was nlso
present, in tho evening. Tho programme
wns a triumph of artistic musical skill
and inspiring religious effect.

Tho round, full tones of tho solemn
"Ave Maria Stella," and "Vcni Cro-ator- "

of Weigand. filled the largo au-
ditorium with melody passing descrip-
tion. The "Vcni Creator" Was given
as a mnlo chorus.

".0 Salularis," by Browne, was sung

by tho choir, with Mrs. Hallio Foster
Sutherland ns soloist. Mrs. Suthorland
has a voice of rare swoctness and pow-
er, peculiarly adapted to religious mu-
sic. "Tuutum Ergo." by Vordusson,
"Laudato Dominum," Gregorian. "Te
Dcum," Gregorian, and "Holy God,"
by Huydu, completed tho superb mu-
sical offering,

Bishop Keano mndo an nddrcss of
power and eloquence. His theme wn3
"Faith," and lie paid a fiplcndid trib-ut- o

to the faith that had made beauti-
ful St. Mary Mngdalouo cathedral a
possibility.

Faith tho Foundation.
Bishop Keanc took as his text, "This

is tho victory which overcomoth tho
world, our faith."

After defining faith as essentially a
complolo trust, ho urguod for its ne-

cessity from human and natural analo-
gies.

''Without faith in men, life and prny-er- s

wcro impossible, Iifo a burden, and
unsatisfactory motion between the gates
of doubt," ho said.

"Take confidence away in tho word
of men, faith in tho work of men,

in the possibilities of men, and
tho achievements we cnll history, the
progress of our prido wcro impossible.
In faith tho sailor crossed the unknown
waters and discovered now worlds; in
faith the miner delved into tho earth;
in confidence in tho word, the loyalty
of men, nations wcro built and the edi-
fice of Jaw und rearod

"And shall wc havo trust in men,
faith in tho word of mnn and none in
Our Fat hor who is in Heaven? With
hearts and instincts that cry after the
unseon, tho spiritual, tho immortal, with
intellects eager for truth, adapted to
its discovery nnd roception, shall we de-

grade ourselves to tho earth and call it
our father and our brother?

"There is a God, a Creator, a Father,
our beginning and ond; nnd pitinblo
and distracted his condition who should
think that Fathor careless of our fate
and wa3's. He has spoken and trust in
His speech and relianco on His word
has boon the solo glory nnd greatness
of our race.

"So in the Old Testnmont that great
child of faith, Jacob, tho Patriarch, nn
exile nnd lonely in tho desert, strong
in' faith, saw tho heavens opened, the
angels ascending nnd descending. And
in a marvelous history nnd a more mar-
velous lino of spiritual descent, Jacob
received tho reward of faith.

Missionary's Staff.
"In faith the young missionary c

tho "West many years ago passod in
and down this groat slate; ho had little
of tho winning things of tho world,
nothing of wealth, nor namo, nor fam-
ily influence, nor fame. But ho had
faith in God; he had belief in the un-
seen things of thnt Father; ho had a
messago to convey. It was tho mes-
sage of the Crucified. Twelve simple
men long ago brought that message to
a pagan world and the pngan world re-
jected them nnd put them to death
oven as their Master. Here nnd thero
it was heard and believed, nnd it was
music that charmed into civilization
and purity of life into homes and cities
and governments such as the world had
neither known nor dreamed.

"The victor- - that ovorcame the
world was Christian faith knowledge
of and belief and confidonco in Jesus
Christ, tho Son of the Living God.

Cross Uplifted.
"Today wo dedicate hero to Him

splendid tomplc. Lo! 3'csterday
here was the do6ort and then came edu-
cation and civilization and tho Cross
of Christ uplifted by tho humble mis-
sionary. Today wo nave this splendid
tcmplo, this witness to firm fnitK in the
Crucified. Surely it is a day of rejoic-
ing for your great pastor, nnd you. It
connects you with nil tho ngos; the
Man of Galileo is hero in more than
memory. Ho is in love and power;
apostles and mnrtyrs and confessors
aro all hero aud now; the ages of per-
secution, tho ages wlien worldly power
bowed down to the church; tho glory
of tho centuries is hero iu this beauti-
ful church; it is tho latest symbol and
not the lowliest of the heritage of
faith."

Erection of Altars.
lie spoke of the altar erected by

Jacob nnd of the more lasting altar
later erected by Christ. The last was
built on sacrifice and tho suffering of
tho cross aud was consecrated to tho
salvntion of humanity. Tho bishop said
in substance:

"Wc are hero today tp consecrato an
altar in this magnificent new building,
symmetrical, beautiful, which will re-
main a lasting tribute to the faith that
built it, through untold sacrifice. It
will challengo attention as tho cathe-
drals of old nnd symbolizes the faith
which inspired it.

"Tho Christian's creed is based on
P.iJHi MiTnrvl li ! ti rr flnnnnrlc nnnn
The man who will not live by faith,
cannot really live at nil. He will never
dclvo into the mysteries of nature,
or discover nnything worth while.

"Ho has no social influence, for the
whole fabric of society is based upon
trust or faith in one's fellows. Why
docs a man trust his fellow man? It
is because he believes in moral law.
This leads to tho conclusion that there
must bo a moral governor, and this re-
sults in belief in a Supornaturnl Be-
ing, to whom man is responsible for
his acts.

Valuo of Faith.
"It is only through faith that, any-

thing worth whilo is accomplished in "a
worldly sense. Faith ia tho leader
makes success in buttle nnd the great-
est things in tho world ,aro accomplish-plishe- d

through it. Columbus alono
in a world in tho west. He

could not provo it by any system of
roasoning and yofc behold tho rownrd
of his faith.

"Faith lends to action. Without it,
tho world would stanS still.

"Every faculty of n human being
reaches nftcr God and cries out for Di-
vine revelation. If thero were no God,
what would the morrow furnish? It
creates the hope of man's existence
nnd makes living worth whilo in the
promiso of something better in the fu-
ture.

"Instinctive love for tho beautiful
calls for tho unseon. Need of Divine
rovclalion causes one to cxpoct it.

"Aside from this teslimonv of the
longing of the human heart for some-
thing higher, the truth of Christianity
is proVcd by the testimony of those
worthy of trustj those who lived nnd
walked with Christ, witnessed His mira-
cles, His death upon tho cross, und His
triumphal resurrection.

"Then the growth of Christianity,
also, defies nil denial. of its truth. The
most cultured of nil nations havo em- -

braced it; and its power and influence
havo grown steadily through the ages.

Wonderful Creed.
"Thon it is such a wonderful crocdj

too wonderful to bo man-mad- Christ
is tho only one who has over dared
sav 'Abide in my love,' and ho lives
todny in tho lovo of a vast host, in-
cluding the men of the keenest intelli-
gence, as well aa tho simpler wor-
shiper,

"This lovo inspires heroism nnd
makes men go to death itoslf for their
faith. For it, thoy endure sacrifice
ior tho good of humanity und aro glad
to give thoir lives to Christ's service.

"Christianity has stood tho toot of
time und is as vital today ns it wns in
tho days of Christ.

Who's Who Among Visaing Catholic ClcrSi
It will bo n surprising fact to many to

learn that Cardinal James Gibbons, the
distinguished prlnco of the Catholic
church In the United States, who has
noun a guest at tho Thomas ICearns
homo In this city since his arrival In this
city on Wednesday last. Is a native-bor- n

American. But such Is In realltv the
case.

Jamos Gibbons was bom In Baltimore,
July 23, 1831. At an early ago he wns
taken by bis parents to their former
home In Ireland, where he began hl3
education. "When he returned to Amer-
ica he resided until 1818 with his family
In Now Orleans. He entered St. Charles
college, Maryland, in 1855, and trans-
ferred In JS57 to St. Mary's seminary,
Baltimore. He was orduined priest June
30, 1801, and for a few months was as-
sistant priest at St. Patrick's church In
Baltimore, later being appointed pastor
at St. Bridget's church nt Canton, a sub-
urb of Baltimore.

Later he was private secretary to Arch-
bishop Spalding, and was chancellor of
the archdiocese. Ho was next assistant
chancellor of the Second Plenary Council
of tho American Roman Catholic church,
at Bnltlmoro. In 1S77 he was made
coadjutor archbishop of Baltimore, and
succeeded to tho Sec October 3 of the
same year. He presided at the third
national council of the church at Balti-
more In 1S84. and was nominated as
cardinal, bolng Invested with the prince-
ly insignia June 30, 1830.

Cardinal Gibbons Is an author of note
and ability. His "Faith of Our Fathers"
Is considered a masterpiece of literature,
and almost equally woll known Is his
work "Our Christian ITorltage," and
"Tho Ambnssndor of Christ." The car-
dinal resides at 40S North Charles street,
Baltimore.

"Looking Away to Jesus" was the
subject of an nblo sermon delivered
Sunday morning by tho Rev. C. C.

byterian church. Tho Itev. Mr. Mclntyrc
took for his test Hcb. xii, 2, "Looking
unto Jesus, tho author and finisher or
our faith; Who, for tho joy that was
sot before Him, endured the cross, de-

spising tho shnmo, and is set down at
the right hand of the throne of God."
In part, tho speaker snid:

T suppose you could cover all the great
problems of life In three words Toll:
From tho hard work of the sinewy la-

borer to the fino painstaking with details
of the artist, the life means toll. Trouble:
The word denotes a crowd. And In a
crowd there Is lack of order, disarrange-
ment. And what life Is not disarranged
and set Into confusion by adversity or
disappointment or sicknoss or grief? And
into every life there must come tempta-
tion, whether In the strength of receiv-
ing passion like a Hon, or. In the charm
and sublely of surprise like an adder or
In the unreal creations of a diseased im-
agination like a drngon.

It is with these every life IsCln con-
flict. It Is a race. And the question is
whether toll or trouble or temptation will
overcome me or I shall overcome them.

Is thero any deliverance from theso
powers that deflect and despoil and de-
stroy? Well, It is not enough Just to
lot go of certain things In llfo which
dissipate energy: nor to put away known
sin. for no one can reach bis destiny by
trilling with sin. Nor will It do to tell
a man he must concentrate all his force
and exert himself to his utmost, for the
Joyless jaded faces of tho multitudes are
only so many wltnosscs to tho inadequacy
of all this. Listen! In all our own effort
the secret lies In lifting our eyes up andaway from our toll or trouble or tempta-
tion and fixing them not on circum-
stances, not on friends, but on Jesuslooking away to Jesus.

And why? Why, bocauso that wns just
the way He mot nil Ills problems look-
ing away to the Father. And so far did
Ills father transcend the faith o'f the
heroes of faith that lie became the file
leader, tho captain, the author of faith
and in Ills conflicts He exhausted thepossibility of faith, raised It to perfec-
tion. Just to show us what we may gain
by looking to lllm as He looked to tho
Father.

Did ever a soul cry to God and not
help? Real help! Life! A new vi-

tality tightening tho ncryo and strength-ening the muscle not to flee but tri-
umphantly to face your foo and so in
the victory to malce you strong and to
till you full with deep, fierce, thrillingjoy the consciousness of mastery and thesense of Inner attainment; like the joy ofJesus in the agony of tho cross who
looked through the travail of Ills soul tovictory and wns sntlfled.
