IS IN ITS INFANCY

Polignac Announces Second
Series of Contests for

August, 1910,

RHEIMS, France. Aug. 30. "Aviation
week" came to Its official close today with
a gala breakfast given by tho committee
of organization In honor of the aviators.
There were 500 guests, and intense en-

thusiasm was manifested over the wonder-
ful successes nttalncd. Blerlot attended
with his arm In a sling, a result of his
accident yesterday, and ho and Glenn II.
Curtlss, the American; Henry Fnrmnn.
the Englishman, and Hubert Latham and
Louis Paulham. the French flyers, re-

ceived ovations, the assemblage arising
again and again to cheer them, ,

Cortland t F. Bishop, president of the
American Aero club, was warmly greeted.
In the name of the club and the pcoplo
of America, Mr. Bishop thanked the com-
mittee for Its cordial reception and treat-
ment of tho Americans, and he Invited
the aviators of the world to come to
America,

"Naturally we will do our best to keep
this cup." Mr. Bishop said, "but If you'
will come If Blerlot comes as he has
promised I shall fear for the result.8

Second Series.
The Marquis dc Polignac, president of

tho committee, officially anndunccd the
result of the awards and prizes and a
series of speeches followed. They were
all imbued with the prophesy that "avia-
tion week" only marked the beginning ef
tho marvels that will be witnessed in the
conquest of the air. Among the speak-
ers were the mayor of Tthelms, M. Lang-H- s,

and M. Loreau, president of the mixed
aerial commission. The latter referred to
the disappointment of France at the fail-
ure to retain the International cup, the
speed trophy captured by Curtlss and pro-
voked a hearty round of applause when
he added:

"But I appreciate for myself and all
Frenchmen the remark of Blerlot when he
learned that France had been defeated.
This was: 'I will go to America and win
it back.' " '

The Marquis de Pollgnae announced that
a second series of contents between avia-
tors would be held August 21. 1910.

The Marquis de Hollgnac announced a
gift of $2000 to Latham by a Paris news-
paper "for his beautiful flights." Latham
accepted, not for himself, but on jhehalf
of Levasseur, the genius whose motor
had made the flights possible.

Mr. Curtlss did not speak.
Financial Success.

The meeting has been an enormous suc-
cess financially.

Over 200,000 paid entries to tho aero-
drome yesterday and probably 100,000
more. people witnessed the filghts from
the hills outside the course.

The aeroplane .companies took orders
for fifty-tw- o aeroplanes, most of them
from persons not before Interested in
aviation.

This alone proves how powerful the
imagination has been affected.

Manufacturers believe sportsmen of
every country will now begin to buy
aeroplanes, particularly as the number
of actual flights during the week, esti-
mated at over 1300. were without a single
fatal accident. This demonstrates that
flying is no more dangerous than was
aulomoblllng in its early stages. Tho
cost of tho different machines ranges
from $2000 to $5000.
