Spent Three Weeks in State of
Oaxaca: Called There on

Legal Business.

TALKS ABOUT THE REGI0X
L WHICH HE VISITED

Company for Which He Is Gen-

eral Counsel Has Large Con-

cessions From Government.

Judge George W. Bartch returned home
Saturday from a three. weeks' trip to the
City of Oaxaca. In the state of the same
name. Mexico, whither he had been called
upon legal business In connection with
the Mexican-America- n Holding and Im-

proving company, for which he is general
counsel.

Judge Bartch was accompanied on the
trip bv Walter A. Dlmond. and William
Falrbouni of Rlverton. Mr. Crosby,' a
prominent cattleman of T'Intnh county,
and J. P. Ferry, agent for- - the company.
Tho round trip covered a distance of near-
ly 3ix thousnntLvinllcs, and the party vis-
ited Mexico during their trip. Talking
to The Tribune about the trip, Judgo
Bartch said:

"The company for which I am general
counsel has concessions for the construc-
tion of a line, of railroad 000 miles in
length from the City of Oaxaca. south-
ward through several states. The coun-
try which this lino of railway will
traverse is a wonderfully rich one. There
Is a great, mineral belt, particularly Jn
the states of Oaxnoa and Guerro, which
are perhaps the richest mineral states
In Mexico. There is everything in the
way of mineral, Including the precious
metals, as well as the baser, while the
coal fields are of great extent and are
within seventy-fiv- e miles of the City of
Onxacc. Of the precious metal mines,
there are many that have been worked
by the Spaniards for centuries.

"Tho country rock in the mining re-
gions consists now principally of lime
and porphyry In various forms, generally
highly Impregnated with Iron.

Very Rich Soil.
"Tho valleys are magnificent with a

soli that Is wonderfully making
them the richest agricultural country to
be found anywhere, and the climate is
.niperb. The Sierra Madre range of moun-
tains extends between the valley of Oaxa-
ca and the Pacific ocean at an eleva-
tion of 10.000 to 12.000 feet, and thus af-
fords vast areas of grazing land for cat-
tle, sheep and goats, and Is the finest
country for livestock in all of Mexico. .

"The Holding company at present owns
the railroad property and concessions,
but will later transfer these to the rail-
road company, so soon as Hint companv
Is organized. This Holding company, as
Its name implies, deals In all classes of
property, and all other companies or-
ganized through the Holding company
will be subsidiary lo It.

"In the country through which the rail-
road will pass there Is. as said, a superb
climate healthful and uniform through-
out the year. In the valleys all kinds" of
tropical fruits grow, the banana andcitrus fruits In particular, enough to
supply Die entire Intermountaln country;
while In the higher altitudes crops likethose grown In the temperate 7.one grow.

Council Probably Will Author-

ize Sewer Extensions 220
and 225.

STILL ANOTHER SEWER
THAT WILL COST $75,000

These Improvements Will Add
Much to West Side, Sani-

tary Conditions.

Two more immense public Improve-
ments likely will be authorized by the
city council Tuesday evening?

Time for protest on sower extensions
220 and 2l'n Is up today, and as it hi un-

derstood that not enough protests have
been filed to defeat the extension, it is
highly probnble that ihe council will send
them to the board of public works for
calls for bids.

The estlmntcd cost of these two im-
provements Is divided as follows: Kx ten-
sion Sdo. $mr.nno: extension 2Uf, $iuo.oon.
The carrying out of those1 extensions
means more improvements for the west
side, as extension 1.'20 is 111 Ihe south-
western part of the city, and 'Mh in the
northwestern. The boundaries of the;
former improvements are: From South
Temple tn .NMnth South, and from Second
West to Ftghth West. The boundaries of
the latter arc: From South Temple to.
Third North, and from Second W?st to
ISlKhth "West.

There Is llftoen miles of sower in ex-

tension 220. and twelve miles in exten-
sion approximately twenty-seve- n

miles In all. The extensions will connect
with the west side Intercepting sewer and.
help materially to give the west side a
complete and excellent sewer system.

The cost wilt not come out of the sewer
bond fund, but will be borne by the prop-
erty owners.

Another Big Improvement.. '

Another big public Improvement for the
west side, also a. sower extension, will
nssume definite shape Tuesday evening,
it Is expected. The engineering and sew-
erage committee has recommended that a
new sewer district covering the territory
from West Temple street to Second "West,
and from Ninth South to Tenth South,
be created, and tills recommendation un-
doubtedly will be adopted, if not Tuesday
nlcht within a week or so at the latest.
This extension will contain olght miles
of sewer laterals and will cost. In the
neighborhood of ?7."i,000.

Tho next step following the recommen-
dation of Hie engineerlnc: committee
creating this district will be the publish-
ing of notice of Intention. It takes two-thir-

of Ihe property owners to defent
the Improvement, and as there are three
petitions. Including more than one-thir- d

of tlu- - properly owners for the extension,
it will bo Impossible to defeat It. Follow-
ing tin publishing of the notice of In-
tention, the next step will be to send the
Improvement to the pubjlc works board
for calls for bids, and the extension should
gel lo the board within thirty days.

The cost of tills extension will be borne,
not by the sewer bond fund, but by the
property owners.

The carrying out of these three exten-
sions will not only mean much for the
west side, but will mean much for tho
general public health of the city. It will
also give the city something like 150 miles
of sewers. The city already lias one of
IJie best ami largest sewor systems of any
city of its size hi the country.

The pipes In all three extensions will
be eight, ten and twelve Indies in diam-
eter.
