Declines of f.Qic to lc wor? recorded
at the openluc. owing to general selling
based on a hcavymovcment In the north-
west and on a "decline of d to lid nt
Liverpool. These Influences affected the
market all day and were reinforced by
additional purchases of wheat at Duluth
for shipment h"re. Two cargoes were
reported to have been bought there to-

day, one of which was Intended for de-
livery on September contracts. That op-

tion ranged durlnc: the day between $1.02
and $1,033. while December sold between
9Sc. and 99Jc. The close on September
was at ?1.02, and on December, 9SJ
9Sc.

Trade In the corn pit was quiet all day,
but the market was firm the entire ses-
sion, excepting a brief period at the start.
The principal bullish Influence was the
report of a local crop expert which esti-
mated a shrinkage of 105.000,000 bushels
In the totnl yield of corn In the United
States compared with tho latest official
statistics. The dope was firm, with
prices lc- to Jtfflje higher than yester-
day's close.

KING OYSTER REIGNS SUPREME j

ON THE SALT LAKE MARKET j

King Oyster relens with tho coming
of cool weather. The wideawake house-
wife Is making the restaurateur scram-
ble for a fair share of the succulentbivalves, and the consumption for Salt
Lake City Is nearly double the past rec-
ord for this period of the year.

Harry Heagren, president of' the UtahFish and Poultry company, explained thegreatly Increased demand for oysters on
the ground that this fall Introduces thenew system of sealed shipments for thefirst time In the west. In the past gour-
mands have checked their appetites forthe Juicy mollusk because of the objec-
tionable methods of western shipping.
Now. all of the old shipping methods aredone away with.

Tudor the new system, absolute clean-liness Is certain. In I he old davs, oysters
wore shipped fn tubs, with big cakes of
ice to keep them fresh. 13verv time thetrain gave, a lurch, the ice would smashthe oysters. And as the Ice melted, theextra water would have to be poured
off at regular Intervals in the Journevacross the country. As a result, theoysters arrived In Salt Lake City allbloated, water-soaked- . the natural Juicedrained out and mixed with dirt.

I'nder the newly Introduced svstem of
sealed shipments, the oysters are placed
in a hermetically sealed can. Nothing
but the dry oysters goes Into the caivThe ran stands In a large bucket, withbroken Ice packed tightly around It on
all sides. The bucket Is made out ofmateria!, so that theoysters arc kepi at an even temperature
of Intense cold from the time of ship-
ment until they are placed In the con-
sumer's hands. The buckets are alsosealed and cannot even bo opened In
the commission house. The arrangement
Is similar to an Ice cream freezer, ex-
cept that the lid of the can Is hermeti-
cally sealed, the open space being closed
with para fin.

The system of scaled shipments
has broken the back of the oyster trust.
Heforo this year the Booth company hasabsolutely controlled the oyster 'trade
all over the United States. 'Now all of
the Independent oyster shippers on the
Atlantic seaboard have broken awav
from the trust and arc uslntr the sealedsystem. As a result, the oysters- - reach
the consumer exactly as they are taken
from the shell. The oysters are shipped

direct from thi oyster beds, and arc
fresh, firm, clean and wholesome. Thcv
are free from preservatives of any kind,
and physician. say that under the

shipment system there will bo un
more danger of ptomaine poisoning.

It Is probable that In time all sea foods
will be shipped In bulk by this sealed
system, and when that time comes Salt
Lakers can eat their oysters, fish and
other sea products Just an they are taken
from the brln.

I3picurc with a penchant for ocean
stuff will soon bcln their glory. The
ovster season Is on, and the crab and
lobster season opens on October I. Fine i

big lots are coming from Hp crab and
lobster markets of Washington, Oregon
p.nd California.
