SHIPPING GRAPHITE

Utah llich in Product lor Which
There Is a Splendid

Market.

WILLARD. Nov. 11. The ITontber

Mining company has shipped from Terry
Its firsl carload of graphite, the same be-i-

sent to Salt Lake City.
This company has for the past two

months been busily engaged in develop-
ing a. big find at Perry, Just four mites
south of lirlsrlutin City and three miles
north of Wlllard. Tho mine is located
only ono mile from tho county rood and
but iwu miles fiont the Oregon Short
Line railroad. A splendid wagon road
has been built directly to the mine, and
thus very uasy access Is had to the prop-
erty's deposits.

Mr. Gale of the United States geologi-
cal survey recently mode a careful ex-

amination of the mining property, and
In his report says that the find is one
of the best deposits of graphite In this
western uountry

Demand Exceeds Supply.
The United Stales produces but. one-ha- lf

of what It consumes, and thus a
ready market Is assured the product.

A ledge twenty feet in
thickness Is In sight, and the same has
tested as high as OS per cent pure
gtaphite. The average test, however. Is
00 per cent. One of tho chief uses to
which this mineral Is put is its use for
paint pigment. It is also used as facing
for casting, and. with a. little oil added,
it makes a splendid lubricant. It is also
used in manufacturing tlrcproof articles,
and a common use Is in the making of
lead pencils.

Found in Early Days.
In 1 SCI local parties crosscutted this

same vein of graphite, but at the time
were bunting for conl and failed to ap-
preciate the tval value of the mineral
they passed up. Local housewives, how-
ever, for some time havo used this min-
eral for the purpose of polishing their
stoves, but now that its real value has
been ascertained the development of this
unlimited deposit promises to prove one
of the bic mining Industries of the state.
