A COMBINE OF "NATIONS."

That is a most interesting proposition
which Governor Cruel, now Governor of
the Mexican .Slate ,of Chihuahua and
former Minister from Mexico to iho
United States, is about to make, pro-

vided it is anything more than a prac-

tical onforcomoui of the treaty of J907
meant to secure peace and order in Cen-

tral America. It appears front the
statement of Ueproscntative Sulzcr of
Now York, who introduced tlio resolu-

tion empowering President Tuft to havo
Zelnv.1 arrested and tried for murder,
that Governor Creel is about to propose
a .joint protectorate by the United
Stales and Mexico over all of Iho Cen-

tral American .states. The idea is to
insure by such a protectorate and the
supervision that would ensue, a sla"ble,

eivili.ud form of government in those
rnctionary stales. Jt is not lilfely, how-

ever, that those slates would submit, to
anvthing of the kind except by force,
and they would undoubtedly resist so

lonlr as they wero able. There is noth-

ing for the United Stales to gain by
auy such an interference as that, and
we should suppose that, the proposition
would be peremptorily rejected if
nnule.

At Iho same lime, there is no doubt
but that there should bo something
done to insure stability and order in
the government of the pcoijle of tboso
states. There is constant trouble with
all of them. Guatemala appears ready
every once in a while for a fight with

Mexico., and there is internal trouble
constantly there. Honduras is a hot-

bed of insurrection. Costa Uicu. is as
bail. But probably Xieuragirtl is tlio.'

worst of all.
Porhaps tho best thing that could bo

dono would bo to civo Mexico a pro-

tectorate over those reeions, the United
States keeping its hands off, bnC keep-

ing Panama out of the Mexican juris-

diction. One source of trouble in that
,part of the world all tho limo is Brit-

ish Honduras, which is felt by tho peo-

ple of all that region to be an unjust
intrusion by CJrcat. Britain that should
bo withdrawn. There is liltlo likeli-

hood, of this, however:, so that what-

ever is done will havo. to bo done with-
out countin British Honduras in.
Probably, however, the whole matter is
academic and is not likely to be fol-

lowed by any practical act, for tho
United States is not in the least like-

ly to takopart. in such a slaughter as
would inevitably ensue, and Mexico is
not able to assert" and maintain its
dominance over thoso stales. But a
proposal io enforce arbitration as" per
treaty, and peace and order under the
treaty is clearly in order.

In tho .meantime, the affairs of 'Nica
ragua have taken a very decided turn
in Zelaya ;$ favor, and against the in-

surgent' 'i C thc report "of the. .battle
said to' havo been fought is correct.
This will- complicate mutters very ma-

terially. The nolo of Secretary Knox
distinctly favored tho insurgents as
against the government of Zclaya; and
now if we are going to back up Sec-

retary Knox, wc must come to tjie re-

lief of the insurgents, which would
bo the same thing as intervening to
overthrow tho established government
of Nicaragua. To bcr sure, wc could
plead a cause for it; but in the same
way we could - give a cause for tho
intervention in tho affairs of any of
the Central American states all tho
time. And if we did intervene, on oc-

casion taken up 'by ourselves, wo would
fully justify tho ' complaint of the
Latin-America- n peoples that the real
effect and meaning of the Monroe Doc-

trine is to assert the supremacy of the
United States over all, of Latin Amer-
ica. It might, in fact, not be a bad
thing to so construe tho Monroe Doc-

trine; but so far the United States has
always emphatically protested against
any such interpretation of it, and dis-

claimed auy such assertion of control
as such an intervention would imply,
tt is evident, however, that if Zclaya
is able to put down the iusurgenls,
Secretary Knox has placed this country
in a false position, and one that may
require a nasty little war to clear up.

GOLDWIN SMITH SLIPS.

Goldwin Smith is a very noted writer,
a man of learning, of koen intelli-
gence, and oC great versatility in ac-

quirement. It is, therefore, with all the
more surprise that, we liud him writing
lo the New York Evening Post the fol-

lowing note:
'The British republic lacks a President.

Is not this tho moral of tho legislative
difficulty in Kngland? If the king had
a real veto, the budget bill might be. sent
back for reconsideration In a porfectly
constitutional and unobjectionable way.

That the House of Lords noeds complete
change to make it a fair court of legisla-
tive revision cannot be doubled. But the
objection to the present hill seems to be
that under the guise of a fiscal measure It
carries In It iioeial and political change.

That is not true, as statistics will
show except in one respect. Not any-wher- o

else in this country is il possible
for scoros of men to defy iho law of
God and the statute of tho State, as
is dono here by thoso who engage in
polygamous marriages and thus fill tho
community with illegitintalj offspring.
As ho says, "Iho hardest ills to treat
are secret ills." This now polygamous
practice is begun and usually conducted
in tho utmost of secrecy; tho church
of which Mr. Grant isNi distinguished
member aids the culprits in hiding their
misdeeds; it is impossible to obtain a
conviction because of this.
