EMBEZZLEMENT CHARGE

Said to Have Mis.ippropriated
Funds of Salt Lake

Hawthorne has been employed as a
clerk at. the Bee Hive rooming house in
Ogden, where he went under the name
of William Itobinson. Before coming to
Ogden, some time ago, he lived in Salt
Lake and as secretary and treasurer of
the Owls of that city handled most of
tho funds of that organization.

Wlion he was arrested this afternoon
Hawthorne admitted that he owed the
Salt Lake fraternal organization a bal-
ance of $30. The warrant, for his ar-
rest was issued at the request of A. E.
Harvey of Snlt Lake. It is probable
that tho matter will be settled out of
court.

EMINENT MEDICAL MEN TO

ADDRESS SHEEP CONVENTION

OGDEN, Dec. 17. One of tho fea-

tures of the National Woolgrowcrs' con-
vention hero January 6. 7 and S, will
be addresses b3r two of the most em-
inent authorities on tho subject of dis-
eases peculiar to sheep.

Information has been reeoivod here
lo the effect that Dr. A. D. Mclviu, chief
of the bureau of animal industry, at
Washington, D. C.f and Dr. It. A. Ram-
sey, his assistant, have accepted invita-
tions from" the association to attend the
convention and speak.

Lectures on the symptoms and treat-
ment of necro-bacillosi- commonly
known as lip and log disease, which is
frequently found among sheep of this
section, will be delivered .by both of
these medical authorities.

DEAF AND BLIND ARE
CHEATED OF VACATION

OGDEN, Dec. 17. Owing lo an epi-

demic pf scarlet fever at the State
School for tho Deaf and Blind, ttic
board of trustees has decided to refuse
permission to tho inmates of the school
to go to their homes at Christmas time.
This precautionary measure is taken by
the board to prevent a further spread
of the disease.

There are now seven cases of scarlet
fever at tlic school, and Superintendent
F. M. Driggs believes that the epi-

demic is under, coqtrol. All the cases
are iu mild form. A letter has been
written to the parents of each child
informing them of the decision of tho
board and explaining the situation
fully.

LOGAN, Dec. 17. Judge Pedersen and
Probation Officer King of the local Juve-
nile court have prepared and submitted
to the state Juvenile court commission
their report of the year's work ending on
November .30 It shows that 289 cases
have been handled and thai 13S of these
came intp court, the remainder being set-
tled out of court. Nearly all were males,
there being but seventeen females in the
lot. Three boys were sent to the state
Industrial school and twelve more were
placed in the county detention home. Of
the 13S cases that came into court, 13
were handled the second time. Twenty-fou- r

parents were summoned Into court
for contributing to the delinquency of
their children, and there w.ere fourteen
adults who wcro flnod for giving llcpior
to minors.' About one-ha- lf of the cases
taken up arose in this city.
